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The purpose of the article is the general theoretical description of the principles of the state policy
on the turnover of medicines and their thorough research.

Analysis of research and publications. It is worthwhile to note that in the scientific community
discussions are constantly held about the activities of governments, political processes, institutions, the
philosophy of the behavior of government officials and public servants in various fields. All problematic issues
of state policy have been studied for many years by foreign scientists such as DE Anderson, S.V. Stevens,
T. 1. Dai PB Gai, PK Braun, LA Palt. e. Various aspects of the formation of state policy were studied
by domestic researchers BA Gaevsky, VG Kremen, AA Kucherenko, VV Lesnicii. Directly in Ukraine,
this problematic of the state policy of drug circulation, investigated by such scientists as VB Averyanov,
IV Aristova, VD Bakumenko, VV Bashtanik, Al Kilievich, BA Kravchenko, VK Kolpakov, AV Kuzmenko,
AA Kucherenko, VA Rebkalo, V. V. Tertichko, N. N. Nizhnik, M. Oluiko, and others.

Statement of the main material. In Ukraine, significant work has been done to formulate the state
policy on the turnover of medicines, but there are many issues that need to be reformed or introduced into the
activities of the organizations of the pharmaceutical industry and those that regulate it. Actively conducted a
scientific search in the direction of reforming the state policy of drug circulation. Forms of organization of
providing the population of medicines in the leading countries of the world are being studied. Methodological
approaches to determining promising priorities of the state policy on the turnover of medicines have been
developed; principles of the formation of regulatory lists of medicinal products in Ukraine [1, c. 12].
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We consider it necessary, the principles on which the state policy of selling pharmaceuticals is
based, as a priority sphere in Ukraine, which should be formed into two qualifying groups: general and
special. The general should include such principles as the rule of law, legality, humanity, democracy,
deideologizirovannost. To special: universality and accessibility, transparency and publicity, rationalism,
systemic and effective, stimulating fair competition, monitoring, informing and ensuring the quality of
medicines. Accordingly, we consider it necessary, to characterize these groups of principles, and therefore:

1. The rule of law - means compliance in its activities with the requirements of approving and ensuring
the rights of individuals, responsibility to citizens for providing them with decent living conditions, etc .;

2. legality - is to exercise its powers on the basis and in accordance with the Constitution of Ukraine,
the laws of Ukraine and the decrees of the President of Ukraine. In the sphere of the turnover of medicines,
it provides: uniformity of understanding and application of laws and subordinate legal acts throughout
the territory of their operation and on the subjects of the same name in the sphere of drug circulation;
regulation of all important aspects of the turnover of medicines by laws and compliance of all by-laws with
the Constitution of Ukraine and laws; the inevitability of responsibility for violating the requirements of
the law, that is, every case of violation of the law by any entity in the sphere of drug circulation entails an
appropriate response from the state, the relevant authorities;

3. Humanity - means orientation to the priority of universal values, providing for a look at the
person in his interaction with nature, society, global problems dictated by the features and realities of the
nuclear age, the universal culture, and also such universal values, rooted in the family environment and the
fundamental foundations morality;

4. Democracy - it is recognized as simple and accessible in the circulation to people, inherent in
wide sections of the population, and also requires recognition of the person’s identity as the highest natural
and social value;

5. deideologizirovannosti - is that the state policy in the sphere of drug turnover is formed on a
pluralistic ideological principles, reflecting the social values enshrined in the Constitution of Ukraine;

6. universality and accessibility of all medicines, which consists in equal access of the population to
basic medicines at an affordable price. The right of citizens to receive medical care is common, it applies to
everyone who needs such help without any discrimination based on sex, race, nationality, language, place of
residence and other grounds. Every citizen should be provided with medical and pharmaceutical assistance
in the presence of socially significant signs and needs.

The availability of medicines includes the economic and physical component of providing patients
with treatment in Ukraine. Physical accessibility determines the ways to ensure the availability of drugs in
Ukraine, including innovative and high-tech, to meet the need for treatment, regardless of who is the payer-
the patient or the state. Economic accessibility implies, in particular, price regulation for medicines, wholly
or partly purchased for budgetary funds, including through the production of the national pharmaceutical
industry;

7. Transparency and publicity - are the control over the activity of the sphere of turnover of medicinal
products both from the side of society and the public. At the same time, the state policy in the sphere of drug
circulation is conducted publicly, the relevant decisions and draft decisions of the public administration are made
public through the mass media. At the same time, citizens of Ukraine, foreigners, stateless persons have the right
to complete, timely and objective information on the possibility of obtaining pharmaceutical assistance;

8. rationalism - is to ensure the necessary conditions for doctors to prescribe, and patients used drugs
in accordance with established rules in accordance with the clinical indices and the profitability of the drug

9. Systematic and effective - is that the state policy in the sphere of drug turnover is an integral part
of the overall state policy, is aimed at ensuring sustainable development of Ukraine. The state policy in the
sphere of drug circulation is based on a deep factor analysis of the problems of the sphere of medicinal products
circulation and the resource method of planning a set of such instruments, mechanisms, programs and measures
that can solve a particular problem in the sphere of drug circulation in a timely and effective manner. It is she
who is directed to create such a model of social development that is capable of providing high-quality, timely
and complete provision of medical (pharmaceutical) assistance to those in need [2, p. thirty],

10. Stimulation of fair competition in the sphere of drugs turnover, is the price and non-price
competition. Where, price competition is a struggle to achieve the advantages of selling medicines by
reducing prices. However, we note that this method of fighting becomes bona fide if the pharmaceutical
firm has managed to achieve a reduction in production costs by using advanced technology and technology,
improving the organization of work and management, encouraging workers, etc., but does not do so only
to prevent their competitors. A common practice is also the establishment of prices with discounts: the
quantity of goods purchased; for payment in cash; for acceleration of payment; for certain categories of
customers; dealer discounts; discounts outside the seasonal purchase of medicines, etc. Accordingly, non-
price competition is a struggle for advantages in the market by providing its medicines with qualitatively
new properties, creating new types of medicines to meet the same or new needs, using advertising, providing
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consumer credit, services and the like. The modern method of this competition is marketing as an integrated
approach to the management of production and sale of medicines, focused on accounting for market demands
and actively influencing demand for the purpose of expanding the marketing of medicines [3, p. 12].

11. Monitoring - is the effectiveness of the implemented processes for their improvement, the
distribution of the function of formulating the state policy in the sphere of drug turnover and its practical
implementation. Where monitoring recipes is a method of obtaining information about adverse reactions
to drugs, vaccines, based on registered drug assignments vaccine, when a prescribed period is determined
number of registered adverse events and number of patients who used the drug, vaccine, reveals the
relationship between the incidental reaction and use of a medicinal product, vaccine. Accordingly, hospital
monitoring (s) - a method of obtaining information about adverse reactions to the drug, vaccine, to determine
the incidence of side reactions and to identify features of the interaction of drugs, vaccines, patients one or
more hospitals, when for a certain period of time under control are all hospital patients (s), all medicines,
vaccines are taken into account, and all adverse reactions arising [3, p. 13],

12.information -isto create asystem forcommunicating information about medicines tomedical, pharmaceutical
workers and the patient, is an important factor in pharmaceutical assistance, in particular, the implementation of basic
knowledge about medicines among the population and the opposition to aggressive advertising;

13. Ensuring the quality of medicines - is to implement the basic principles of the health system,
which requires a qualitatively new level to address the issues of ensuring this quality as its defining
role. Modern understanding of approaches to quality assurance is based on a comprehensive concept,
encompassing quality assurance of medicines, ranging from the stage of the creation of the pharmaceutical,
research, through proper production, quality control, storage, sale and provision of information to doctors
and patients. According to this concept, reliable guarantees of the quality and safety of medicines should be
provided at all stages of the product life cycle. The quality of each drug should be responsible is formed at
the stage of pharmaceutical development, thoroughly proven at the stages of pre-clinical studies and clinical
trials, objectively assessed by the state registration, reliably provided at the industrial serial production,
to constantly be under control in the wholesale, retail sale and medical application . According to the
recommendations of VOZZ, all the directions of the implementation of the concept of quality assurance of
medicines should be directed to meet the needs of patients.

It should be noted that the problem of turnover of medicines in Ukraine should be regarded as a
social problem of the whole society, and not just medicine. The health of citizens is a mirror of society, and
for the sphere of turnover of medicines all must be met, beginning with the highest authorities and ending
personally with each citizen [4, p. 34].

It should be noted that during the formation of a new state policy in Ukraine, including the turnover
of medicines, which should take into account the norms of modern social life. The foundation of this new
policy on the turnover of medicines, in our view, should be the formula: from «support policy» through
«development policy» to «policy of partnership «[5]. New government policies on trafficking of drugs
in modern conditions should be based on two important components of the development of this sector,
namely: - modern vector is to maintain the results achieved by the qualitative state of the drug market - the
future vector - is to improve the quality status of drug circulation and ensuring achievement of the highest
level. The first vector should include the preservation of the results achieved by the qualitative state of
the scope of trafficking in drugs, which at its core is based on the principle of not tightening terms of
reference of the activity and a high level of inertia in relation to citizens for actions of public authorities.
Keeping the results achieved is a separate task that can not be solved automatically. This component of the
state policy regarding the sphere of drug turnover should be implemented on the basis of maintaining the
existing norms of the simplified system of taxation, accounting and reporting of the subjects of the sphere of
circulation of medicines and the level of openness of authority achieved today, including mandatory public
consultations. The second vector envisages an improvement in the qualitative state of development of the
sphere of drug circulation and ensuring the achievement of a higher level, which is based on the recognition
that the development of the sphere of drug turnover should be a national development task and should be
addressed by all public administration bodies without exception. On the basis of the foregoing, it can be said
that the state administration system must consistently and unswervingly follow the same principle that the
state, in any of its programs, must ensure that the policy of assistance and the development of the sphere of
drug turnover is taken into account, complied with and implemented.

Conclusions. Thus, the development and establishment of a modern sphere of drug turnover is not
and can not be an automatic consequence of socioeconomic growth, only a balanced and effective state
policy is the key to sustainable development of society, one of the components of which is the development
of democracy and civil society, is ensured by the formation and perfection of the sphere of drugs turnover
in Ukraine as a democratic state.

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Rozwoj technologii informacyjnej dzlsiaj doprowadzit do tego, ze kazdy element komunikacji
spotecznej moze wyrAzac swoje poglady na kazda okazje w kazdej chwili. To szybko staje si¢ dostgpna dla
odbiorcow masowych. Swiat jest spoteczno$é online (internet-community), ktory jest publiczno$éa online-
autoréw i1 uzytkownlkow sieci spotecznych jako kluczOwych informatorow i dostawcdéw nowoczesnych
wiadomjsci (78% Amerykanow komunikuja sie w media spolecznos¢owych) [1].

Kiedy spoteczenstwo informacyjne jest maksymalnie zdeterminowane, spotecznos$¢ (komunikacja)
przestaje by¢ zwyklym odbiorcg informacji, bedacym przedmiotem prac instytucji komunikacji spoteczne;.
Zdajac sobie sprawe z tego, nie tylko pracownicy mediaustanow, ale takze bloggery media spotecznos¢owych,
rezyserzy, producenci, redaktorzy serialow telewizyjnych sa stronAmi procesu popychania odbiorcow
do «poprawnych» zaprogramowanych akcji przez ich zachowanie, stymulujac w ten sposob zamierzone
zmiany spoleczne.

Oto przyktad, ze nie tylko teoretyce komunikacji spotecznej, ale réwnez dziennikarze czujg utrate
dawnego monopolu na opini¢ publiczna: edycja niemieckie ” Frankfurter Ze Aitung Alhemayte” uzywa
terminu ,,0szukiwanie uczucia” o stanje wspotczesnej publicystyki niemieckie;j:

”Najwazniejsze ... pytanie pozostaje takie, jakby w tle: kto tak naprawde rzadzi Europa? Jest
absolutnie jasne, ze nie obywatEle UE. Wszystkie powyzsze kwestie nie maja prawie nic wspdlnego z
demokracja. Jest to raczej rodzaj ztudzenia demokracji, dobrze uformowana przyneta uczué. Ale jesli
obywatele niczego nie rozwiaza, to kto decyduje o nich? Moze kartel na ksztattowanie opinii publicznej,
pewna grupa ,gigantow” S$wiata przemystowego, finansowego i politycznego, ktorzy przebywaja za
kulisami, ciggniecie na niewidzialnych strunach i, za posrednictwem mediéw gléwnego nurtu, kontrolog
nasze mysli, nasze myslenie”.

Trendem nowoczesnych komunikacji spotecznych jest ogromny wkyd dezinformacji w przestrzeni
informacyjnej $wiatowej, a wiec najbardziej popularne stowo w 2016 roku, wedlug wydawcow Oxford
University Press, uznawane stowo “post-prawdy” (okolicznosci, w ktorych obiektywne fakty maja mniejszy
wplyw na opini¢ publiczna, niz odwotywanie si¢ do emocji i osobistych przekonan, kiedy emocje i wiara
sa wazniejszymi i «prawdziwszymi» obiektywnymi faktami) [3]. A najpopularniejszym stowem w 2017
roku byto wyrazenie «falszywe wiadomosci» [3]. Indykatywne jest leksykalne i semantyczne podobienstwo
stow»fatszywe wiadomosci» i “post-prawdy” za okres 201612017, co wskazuje, na zrozumienie uczgstnikow
trendow spotecznego przekazu kultury popularnej. Ale w tym samym czasie rowniez wskazuje, ze chociaz
istnieje zestawienie faktow, ale mechanizm, w jaki sposob komunikacja spoteczna w $wietle tych tendencji
nie zostat ujawniony.

Wedhug stéw amerykanskiego badAcza M. Mansona, ,,Internet daje nam niezbednych informacje,
ktore chcemy ustysze¢” [4]. Wedlug autora, informacja stata si¢ tak duzo, ze ludzie przestali nadawac jej
warto$¢ 1 szuka tylko to, co chca czyta¢ w tej chwili: ,,Jesli dasz przecigtnemy cztowiekowje nieskonczona
zbiornik madrosci, nie bedzie “googlowac ,wyzszych prawd”, ktore sa sprzeczne jego wlasnym
przekonaniem. Nie zdradzi tego, co stuszne, ale nieprzyjemne. On oszuka to, co jest mite, ale blednie.
« Oznacza to, ze Internet umozliwije indywidualnu potrebg by¢ soba i to, by¢ moze, jest tajemnica jego
popularnosci wsrdd odbiorcow”™.

Sfera komunikacji spotecznej jest sfera pojawiania si¢ - rozprzestrzeniania emocjonalnych reakcji
na informacje, jej interpretacji zarowno w wymiarze indywidualnym, jak i w masie. Dlatego masowe emocje
jako czes¢ przestrzeni komunikacji spotecznej sg narzedziem do zwigkszania wptywu informacji masowych
na odbiorcow i stanowia wplywowy zasob menedzerski. W tym przypadku, podobnie jak indywidualne
emocje, mozna zarzadza¢ masami, a zatem staja si¢ one partnerem racjonalnego planu komunikatora, ktory
doprowadze wiedz¢ do masowego zrozumienia. «Rzadko, ale od czasu do czasu emocjonalna synchronizacja
zachodzi w spoleczenstwie, to znaczy wsérdd roznych emocji, niektére emocjonalne ustawienia stajg si¢
dominujace i przechwytuja wiekszo$¢ tego spoteczenstwa. Czy mozemy tym zarzadzac? Do niedawna
wydawato sie, ze mozliwosci kontrolowania synchronizacji emocji sa bardzo ograniczone - do tego
potrzebowali$my wspdlnych badan oraz wspolnych zwyciestw «, - powiedziat krajowy ukrainski filozof
Sergei Datsyuk [5].

W koncu przed ludzkoscia pojawia si¢ problem utraty monopolu instytucij spoteczno-
komunikacyjnych na zarzadzanie opinig publiczng. Na tym tle powstaje zadanie mediatoréw, co skutkuje
bardzo powaznym kierunkiem naukowym - jak taka sytuacja moze zagrozi¢ ludzkosci? Jak poinformowac
odbiorcow, ze oni w to wierzyli? Jak wprowadzi¢ zmiany ze bytoby to dla odbiorcow bezpieczne?

Amerykanscy socjologowie w 2017 roku przeprowadzili analize przysztych odleglych zagrozen
zleconych przez National Intelligence Council [6]. Wedlug Amerykanow, szybsza wymiana informacji i
pomystéw prowadzi do zaostrzenie miedzy ré6znymi wspdlnotami religijnymi oraz miedzy wspolnotami
religijnymi i §wieckimi. Poniewaz wiedza potrzebna dzisiaj dla specjalistow praktykow komunikacji
spotecznej, ludzi mediow, technologow komunikatora i po prostu oséb uczestniczacych, zeby zrozumied
natur¢ komunikacji spotecznej, mowi¢ o nowej publicznosci, o trendah omasovlennija z nowych
instrumentow rzeczywistych komunikacji spotecznyh.
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Wedhug firmy, Facebook zostal skrytykowany, poniewaz okazato si¢, ze brytyjski analityk Cambridge
Analytica naduzywat duzymi iloscami danych, otrzymywanych za posrednictwem Facebooka, aby pomadc
decydentam w wygraniu wyborow. «Media spoteczno$ciowa nie potrafili zrobi¢ wystarczajaco duzo, aby
zapobiec uzyciu jej funkcjonalnosci w celu wyrzadzenia szkoéd”, - uwaza Zuckerberg.» Chodzi o falszywe
wiadomosci, zagraniczng ingerencje w wybory, podzeganie do nienawisci i ochrone informacji « [7].

Moim zdaniem, spotecznie waznym zadaniem jest stworzenie naukowej teorii masowych emocji w
komunikacji spotecznej i odkrywania tej emocji jak funkcjonowania spotecznego przekazu.

»wJednym z kryteriow jest kryterij- czy ludzko$¢ umrze bez wiedzy, degraduje bez nej, lub skoncze
rozwij. Na przyktad, jesli ludzie nie posiadaja wiedze, Ze istnieja technologie manipulacja $wiadomoscia,
beda zawsze stadem iz ductatorem nad nim”, - mowi dostarczone ukrayinsky naukowiec V. Rizun
obiecujacych obszaréw badan ukrainskiego tresci medialnych [8].

2. Dziedzina komunikacji spolecznej jest sfera pojawiania si¢ - rozprzestrzeniania si¢ reakcji
emocjonalnych i informacji oraz jej interpretacji zar6wno w wymiarze indywidualnym, jak i w masie.

W dzisiejszych czasach dziedzinie komunikacji spotecznej nie ma prawdziwej holistycznej naukowej
teorii masowych emocji . Poczatki tej teorii jest w argumentach na temat roli emocji w komunikacji miedzy
ludZmi w traktatach Arystotelesa («Polityka», jak w pierwszym traktacie o panstwie zawierajagcym zasady
teorii zarzadzania): «Cztowiek jest istotg spoteczna bardziej niz pszczoty i wszelkiego rodzaju zwierzety
stadne... Cztowiek jest jedyna osoba ze wszystkich zywych istot obdarzonych mowa. Tylko mowa moze
wyrazac¢ zarowno to, co pozyteczne i szkodliwe, jak i to, co sprawiedliwe i niesprawiedliwe «[9].

Teorie dotyczace najwazniejszego znaczenia emocji w zarzadzaniu zbiorowa $wiadomoscia
i obecnosci tak zwanej «duszy stuchacza», ktéora powinna by¢ pracg komunikatora, zostaty réwniez
przedstawione przez starozytnego greckiego mowce i filozofa Cycerona: «... Wszelka moc i sztuka wymowy
w tym i powinna si¢ zamanifestowac, by albo uspokoi¢ lub wzbudza¢ dusze stuchaczy, ktore wywotuja take
silne i wznioste wrazenie, jak wtedy, gdy namietnos$ci ludzi, watpliwosci sedziow, nieztomno$¢ senatu sg
postuszne rozmowie jednej osoby «[10].

Teorie naukowe o roli emocji w kontekscie indywidualnego wptywu na widowni zaczeli budowacé
zatozycieli psychologii spotecznej, w tym razie Habriel Tard i Gustav Lebon, ktorzy zauwazyli, ze ludzi
sa kontrolowani przez emocje [11]. Francuz Gustave Le Bon ostrzega o niebezpieczenstwach, ktore moga
powodowac¢ ludzkie lekkokerovani thumy, ktdrzy maja niewiele praw procentowych i instytucji publicznych.
Gabriel Tarde byt ostrozniej w swoich wypowiedziach, stowo ,,thum” zastapit przez stowa ,,publiczny”,
stawiajac wielkie nadzieje na edukacji spoteczenstwa poprzez media.

W rzeczywistosci ogromny potencjal umiejetnosci zarzadzania opinia publiczng poprzez ogromne
emocje nabyte wraz z nadejsciem technicznych mozliwosci drukowania milionéw kopii gazet i czasopism.
Wynalezienie linotypu (1874 r.), druk rotacyjny (1876 1.), tworzenie miast milionnyh, upowszechnianie edukacji
poprzez ozywienie nauki i technologii radykalnie zmienito zakres komunikacji masowej. Wedlug G. Tarda
gazety stworzyly warunki do publicznej dyskusji z przewodnikiem, w ramach ktérej mozna zaprogramowac
«poprawna opini¢ publiczna»: «Jeden dtug wystarczy do wymuszenia miliona mowcow» [11].

Takie zmiany z konca XIX wieku doprowadzili do utworzenia fundamentéw nowoczesnej teorii
komunikacji masowej ($ried teoretyky jest Ajwi Lee, Walter Lippmann , Edward Bernejs) [12]. Wynalazek
radia w 1928 roku byt podwaling dla dalszego rozwoju tej teorii Haroldem Lassvellem, doprowadzito do
stworzenia wtasnej klasycznej teorii komunikowania masowego (Wilbur Schramm, Yeligu Katz, Marshall
McLuen i tak daliej) [12]. Jednak prace te i wiele innych zalozycieli podstawowe poglady na naturg
komunikacji masowej odnosi si¢ do komunikuvannya wylacznie z informacjami publicznos$ci.

Z definicji polskiego badacza spotecznej komunikacji Tomasza Goban-Klasa “Sposrod wielu
definicji komunikowania wybierzemy dwie. Tylko jeden z nich ma termin emocji, ale bez thumaczenia, jaki
same - indywidualne albo masowe :

- komunikowanie to proces przekazywania informacji, idei, emocji, umiejetnosci;

- komunikowanie to interakcja, spoteczne oddziatywanie przy pomocy symboli [14].

Poglady te poszerzyly prace ukrainskiego badacza masowej germenewtyki dziennikarstwa W.
Wiladimirowa, ktéry opracowat ideje G.-G. Gadamera, P. Ricoeura, uruchomit idee wyrazone w teorii
Humboldta- Potebni (styszane nie jest wymawiane) i pokazat, ze kanaly komunikacji masowej poruszaja
nie tylko informacje, ale takze jej interpretacje [13]. Okazato sig, ze przestanie komunikatu ma podwdjny
charakter: kanatem komunikacyjnym rucha nie ,,czysta” informacja, a informacja teraz interpretacja przez
kazdego z uczestnikow.

W tum miejscy pojawia si¢ tzrecij sktadnik komunikacji spolecznej - masowa emocja, spoleczni
uczuczia. Jednak ogodlnie hermeneutyka pozostala obojetna na emocjonalny komponent procesow
spotecznych i komunikacyjnych. Na przyktad w monografiach prof. W. Wiadimirowa slowo «masowe
emocje» nigdy nie wystepuje.

Pomysty wspolczesnych ukrainski badaczy komunikacji spotecznej V. Ryzuna, G. Poczeptsowa, W.
Iwanowa krétko wspomnajg o znaczeniu emocje mas w procesie tworzenia opinii publicznej, ale nie maja

te badania naukowe oznak teori¢ naukowsa. Tak wigc, V. Rizun zaobserwowat, ze w masyfikatsiji glowny
czynnik w zachowaniu masy jest ,,wartos¢ stopnia emocjonalne skutecznego i efektywnego poziomu
masy $wiadomosci” [15]. G. Poczeptsov stwierdza, ze masowa §wiadomos¢ powstaje w kilku miejscach -
fizyczne (montaz pomnikéw, nazw ulic 1 miast posiadajacych parady i pokazy) i informacijne (wiadomosci,
aktywowanie konkretny typ zachowania). One zdefiniowane jako te, ktore ,,zostaly zaprojektowane, aby
naciska¢ przyciski emocjonalne tak, ze moze to mie¢ wptyw polityczny” [16].

G. Poczeptsov podkresla, ze przyciski ,.emocjonalne”, ,wptyw emocjonalny”, ,.charakter
emocjonalny” - to narzedzia spotecznego przekazu wymagaja nauczy¢ prawdziwego badania naukowego w
ramach naukowej teorii masowych emocji w komunikacji spotecznej. Konieczne jest, aby zjednoczy¢ pod
jedna naukowg teorija wszystkich ustalen w ptaszczyznie komunikacji spoleczne;.

Naukowiec opisal masowe stany emocjonalne widowni jako chaotyczne, ale kierowane, jako
roznorodne skierowane strumienie emocjonalnych wpltywow na masowg publiczno$¢, gtéwnie emocjonalng
istote wielu podmiotdéw tych procesow».

3. Masowe emocj¢ w marketingowych komunikacjach na przykladzie serialéw.

Ciggle zarzadzanie tworzeniem obrazu $wiata w $wiadomos$ci calych grup spotecznych jest
niezwykle trudne, dlatego rzadko zmienia si¢ i w tym celu potrzebne sg konkretne narzedzia - doktadne i
skuteczne. Zawsze istnialy w spoleczenstwie, o czym $wiadczy napisy na egipskich grobowcach, praktyki
duchownych wszystkich denominacji. Ale w praktyce drugiej potowy XX wieku odkryto fundamentalnie
nowe instrumenty, a poczatek XXI umocnit ich umiejgtnosci techniczne w przestrzeni on-line. «Telewizja
jest kanatlem emocjonalnych infekcji, - G. Pocheptsov zauwaza, badajac zmiany, ktore zaszty w komunikacji
spotecznej i sg nowe trendy. - W pewnym momencie tak zwanej radzieckoj «przebudowy» poprzez
mechanizmy mediow masowych wypehita emocjami spoleczenstwo radzieckie i wyprowadzita go z
ideologii komunistycznej. Oba ukrainskie Majdany w 2004 i 2014 rokah byly wytworem sfery masowe;j
teraz emocji, ktory byli «reaktoremy ich istnienia. Masowe emocje sg kierowane, ale kiedy masowe emocje
staja sie narzedziem komunikacji, w kraju zachodzg zasadnicze zmiany «[17].

Chym sa masowe emocji w komunikacji spolecznej? Skad one si¢ rozpoczynja? Jaka jest natura
masove emocji? Jaki jest mechanizmypoczatku akcji masowe emocji? Bedziemy bada¢ jeden po drugim.

Punktem wyj$cia masowych obszarow, badawczych emocje jak istnienie spotecznego przekazu,
moze by¢ nastepujaca definicja autorskiego terminu ,,masowe emocji w komunikacji spolecznej”: “Masowe
emocje w komunikacji spotecznej sa zmystowa reakcja duzej liczby oséb do powstania istotnej spolecznie
informacji”. ,,Swiat istnieje nie tylko dla mnie i mojego rozmoéwcy, ale takze dla miliardy innych osob,
ktory sa $cisle ze soba powiazane “interkursom,, lub kombinacja pewnych dyskursow i “interkomunikatsijej
lub uniwersalng wymiana” ze wszystkim”. - Mowi ukrainski naukowca germenewtYki dziennikarstwa
Wiladimir Wladymyrow. - I ten ” wszystko” pokazuje, ze one toczylo si¢ wokot trzech gldéwnych wartosci
toji ,,wymiany” , ktdore sa obstugiwane, rzeczywisce, zycie: wymiana materji, energji teraz informacji,, [13].

W jaki sposob mechanizm poczatku akcji masowe emocji jest uruchamiany, moze $wiadczy¢ o
strukturze sfery masowych emocji jako czgsci komunikacji spotecznych. Naczym zdaniem, ten mechanizm
ma nastepujaca strukture, skad widaé, ze czlowiek spoczatku ma indywidualne potrzeby (rys. 1):

- indywidualne potrzeby (gléwnie biologiczne);

- indywidualne wartos$ci / wartosci spoteczne;

- indywidualne informacje / informacje masowe;

- indywidualna interpretacja / interpretacja masowa;

- indywidualne emocje / emocjonalne i pdzniejsze zrozumienie - masowe uczucia.

Naszym zdaniem, podstawowa w struktura emocji masowe sa potrzeby i wartosci. Potrzeby sa
indywidualne, ale warto$ci moga by¢ indywidualne teraz spoteczne. Potrzeby - glownie biologiczne - a przede
wszystkim sg unikalnej kat masowych emocji. Logiczny tancuch pojawiania si¢ i wdrazania masowych
emocji zaczyna si¢ od potrzeb ludzi: w jedzeniu, piciu, odpoczynku, szczesciu, mitosci, bezpieczenstwie,
wolnosci podejmowania decyzji.

Wartosci sa spoleczne w podstawie emocji spotecznych masowyh. Wartosci ludzkie sa okreslane
przez stopien istotnosci potrzeb. Jesli nie ma potrzeby jedzenia, chleb traci swoja warto$¢. A w przypadku
braku chleba w nim istnieje pilna potrzeba - i staje si¢ wartoscig. Naukowcy praktyk w PR - amerykanski
E.Berneyz, a potem ukrainski G. Pocheptsov wspomniali tut ,,teorie pchanig¢”. Wartosci sa czgscia masowego
przekonania, ktory opiera si¢ nie na rozumie, ale na sile nieSwiadomych uczu¢ [18].

Nastepny krok mechanizme poczatku akcji emocji masowe jest pojawa informacji. Poniewaz teoria
komunikowania masowego informacja je podstawowym taczem komunikacyjnym. Daje analiza definicji
ninformacji” w zakresie komponentu emocjonalnego i subiektywnego nastawienia do niej uczestnikow
procesu komunikacji. Wedtug amerykanskiego filozofa, matematyka N. Wienera, informacje - to okreslenie
zawartosci, otrzymanej od $wiata zewnetrznego w procesie dostosowywania si¢ do niego, i dostosowana do
naszych zmystow. ,,Informacji - zawarto$¢ oznaczenie otrzymata od $wiata zewnetrznego w procesie naszej
adaptacji do niego. Uzyskane w ten sposob informacje sa koordynowana przez mézg i uktad nerwowy; po
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procesie akumulacji, weryfikacji i przesiewanie taczy juz zgromadzonej informacje o zasobach wptywania
przysztych dziatan” [19].

Przesuwanie mediéw zaczyna ,,perwszoinformuvannja” i ,,perszorozumiannja” kiedy, z definicji,
naukowcy z hermeneutyki dziennikarstwa Wladimirowa “wszyscy wiemy o tym samym”, a nastgpnie przez
masy apercepcji (aktualizujgca zrozumienia, ktora juz istnieje) informacje rusza do masy weryfikacja lub
ostateczne przekonanie o prawdziwos$ci zrozumienia albo interpretacji [20].

Ale na etapie «masowej interpretacji» proces si¢ nie konczy. Proces ,,odbior-nadawanie-odbieranie”
informacji i proces ,,wyglad - transmisja -dystrybucja interpretacji” istnieje w swiecie ludzkiej swiadomosci, w
ktérum wraz z logicznym zarzadzanijem teraz arhumentatsijnum uzasadnieniem szaleja procesy namigtnosci
ludzkie. Dlatego, konieczne, jest fundamtnty dla rozwazenija struktury komunikacji spotecznej jako sekwencja
powstawania i rozprzestrzeniania si¢ reakcji emocjonalnej na informacje oraz ich interpretacji.

Naczu teoriju potwierdza rosyjski psychofizjolog P. V. Simonov [21]. On zaproponowal tak
zwang informacyjna teori¢ emocji. Zgodnie z ta teorig stany emocjonalne determinowane sa jako$cig i
intensywnoscia faktycznych potrzeb cztowieka. Z tej teorii wynika, ze jesli dana osoba czego$ nie potrzebuje,
to nie powstaja w niej emocje.

Jakie sa najpilniejsze potrzeby cztowieka od czaséw rzymskich ta bitw gladiatorow? To jest
potrzeba chleba i zabytkow.

Celem ,,by¢ projektem wpltywow” poprzez masowa wzbudzeniu emocji masowej shuzy¢ projekt
rozrywkowy - wiadomyj produkt komunikacijny - kinematograficzne serialy. Tak to méwi znany amerykanski
naukowiec K. Marsh o hollywoodzkiem filmu ,,Gra o Tron”: ,,Co nie przestaje zadziwia¢ w “Grze o Tronie,,
- to zdolnos$¢ do wywotywania skandale. W przypadku filmow - to maszyna, ktora wytwarza empati¢ (oraz
ogtoszit Rodzer Ebert, amerykanski krytyk filmowy i prezenter telewizyjny, zdobywca nagrody Pulitzera).
A popularny cykl w $redniowiecznym stylu fantasy - to maszyne, ktora generuje obrazy. Urazy, ktory
jest raz w tygodniu, nieskrecany w artykutah redakcyjnych wptywowych gazet i tysiecyah stow, ktore sa
umieszczane na blogach rankiem po wydaniu kazdej nowej serii. To jest niewyczerpane, pomimo faktu, ze
nie pochodzi sz6sty rok w demonstracji serii i jego siddmego sezonu «[22].

Wspomniane w tym kontekscie «oszustwo uczucé» jest technologia komunikacji, instrumentem
zarzadzania §wiadomoscia odbiorcéw poprzez przewymiarowanie masowych emocji w celu generowania
zmiany spotecznej. Jak mowi znany psychologysta Izard: «<Emocje sa subiektywnymi stanami mentalnymi
tego, kto méwi, jego reakcjami na zdarzenia, uczgstnikami komunikacji, ich zachowaniem, przedmiotami,
ktore powstaty we wplywah wewnetrznych i zewnetrznych okolicznosci obiektywnej rzeczywistosci,
czynnikow jezykowych i pozajezykowychy» [23].

Globalny charakter tych wydarzen politycznych, znanyh u cialem $wiece jak Breksit w 2016
rokyu albo wybory prezydenckie w Ameryce w tym samym roku, referendum w sprawie niepodlegtosci
w Katalonii w 2017 roku, pokazuja: mozliwo$¢i zarzadzania synchronizacje emocje moga by¢ wysokie.
Konieczne jest jedynie ustalenie podstawy naukowej teorii emocji masowych w komunikacji spolecznej i
przetestowanie teorii w praktyce.

5. Ukrainska reklama i emocji masowe. Reklama firmowa «Kopijczuszki” (drobniAki) -
cena nielotnicza» od marki «Foxtrot». W 2015 roku Foxtrot zdobyl tytul “Best Marketing Team” w
kategorii detalicznej, a projekt ,,Kopijczuszki” otrzymat trzy nagrody Effie Awards Ukraine. (Projekt
przyniost 200% zwrotu z inwestycji)

Jak wiadomo, cztowiek jest ztozong organizacja systemow.

Najwazniejsze dla funkcjonowania jednostki i interakcji sg cztery systemy: emocjonalne,
percepcyjne, poznawcze i silnik.

Te cztery systemy stanowiag podstawe unikalnych ludzkich zachowan.

Nawet Charlz Darwin w XIX wieku zauwazyt, ze niektore z emocji ,,ze wzgledu na charakter ich
wrodzonych mechanizmdw lezacych u ich podstaw sa zorganizowane hierarchicznie” [21]. Zauwazyl, ze ,,nacisk
moze stopniowo zmieniaé, przesuwajac sie zaskoczy¢ niespodzianku w lodzie, przypominajacy strach”.

Na poczatku lat 60 XX wieku badacz S. Tomkins zauwazylt, ze w tej hierarchii (zainteresowanie,
leku, strach albo horror) zainteresowanie jest przedmiotem co najmniej gradientnym, a horror - najwiekszym.

Réwnie wazna jest tu jako$¢ emocji, zeby od przejs¢ stanu ,,wlasnej indywidualnej emocji” do
pozycji ,,emocji masowej w komunikacji spotecznej”. Ostatnie badania dotyczace tempa rozpowszechniania
negatywnych informacji demonstruja pierwszenstwo dla negatywnych emocji. «Negatywne tresci
rozprzestrzeniajg si¢ znacznie szybciej niz pozytywne, cho¢ nieznaczniesa szybciej neutralnyh. Oznacza to,
ze pozytywne Tweety wymagaja wigcej czasu na ich rozprzestrzeniaj, natomiast negatywne lub neutralne
pozycje dostajag swdj pierwszy Retweet w dwa razy szybciej” [24]. Ale, narazie warto przypomnie¢, jak
szybko rozpowszechnily si¢ anegdoty, plotki w zamknietej przestrzeni informacyjnej w czasach radzieckih.
Powodem tego jest obecno$¢ humoru w prototypah komunikacijnuh.

Humorystyczna reklama powoduje pozytywne odczucia i poprawia nastawienie konsumentéw do
reklamowanego produktu.
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Wedhug najnowszych danych od amerykanskich badaczy, humorystyczna reklama stanowia do 30
procent wszystkich reklam w USA. Pomimo tego, ze na Ukrainie dotychczas takie obliczenia nie byly
przeprowadzane, w nasz humor stopniowo dochodzi do sfery reklamowej. Taka ilos¢ dowcipnej reklamy
moze $wiadczy¢ tylko o jednym - o jej skutecznosci.

Mowiac o praktyce, logiczne jest poleganie na doswiadczeniu komunikacji reklamowej. Poniewaz mam
doswiadczenie w ukrainskich realijach, podam tez przykiad ukrainskiej reklamy, ktore sa oparte na emocji masowe.

Wpozaubieglymrokuw Kijowie ogtosili laureatow konkursu Effie Awards Ukraina - migdzynarodowego
konkursu dla marketerow, ktorzy odniosty ogromny sukces w osigganiu wynikéw biznesowych.

W tym roku 150 cztonkéw jury, dyrektorzy marketingu wiodacych firm z réznych branzy oraz
przedstawiciele agencji reklamowych ocenili projekty wedlug czterech kryteridw: strategii, pomystu,
wdrozenia, wyniku.

W konkursie Effie Awards Ukraina projekty zostaty utworzone i wdrozone na terytorium Ukrainy,
ktore wykazato ich skuteczno$¢ w latach. Program konkursowy sktadat si¢ z 31 kategorii. Finat stanowit
tylko jedna trzecig ztozonych wnioskow, ktore uzyskaty tytut najbardziej skuteczny. Warunki wyboru prac
do udzialu w jubileuszowym konkursie Effie 10 zostaly wzmocnione, a przy braku ocen w niektorych
kategoriach, jury nie wyznaczyto trzech miejsc (ztoto, srebro, braz), ale tylko jedno.

Trzy nagrody Effie Awards Ukraine-2015 zostaty przyznane firmie Foxtrot «za antykryzysowy program
ochrony cen «»Kopijczuszki” (drobniAki) «, a marka» Foxtrot «weszta do czolowej piatki marek Ukrainy.

To jest program antykryzysowy, chroniacy uczciwa ceng towaro6w w Foxtrot. Aby tchna¢ nowe
zycie w program, ktory istnial przez wiele lat z rzedu, potrzebowaliSmy nowej postaci.

Super-bohater “Kopijczuszka”. Unikalna cena na rynku ukrainskim. Po pierwsze, nie lata, po drugie
- jest maty, jest mniejszy niz inny ceny, w trzecim - moze natychmiast straci¢ na wadze, jesli konsument
uzna to za tansze.

I wreszcie, szybko si¢ rozmnazaja - od razu 5000 tagéw cenowych w kazdym Foxtrocie.

Jak wydarzyta si¢ kampania reklamowa “Kopijczuszki”? ZaczeliSmy od zwiastuna. Przez 1-2
tygodnie przed rozpoczeciem kampanii zainstalowalismy gigantyczne jaja w 180 sklepach z napisem:
«Drzenie ceny - wszystko wkrotce si¢ zmieniy.

Po tym, na poczatku czerwca, ptak spotkal si¢ z konsumentAmi na metkach, plakatach w sklepach
i na tablicach na drodze.

Oczywiscie w metrze i Internecie

Dalej jest wigcej. Otrzymata swoja strong na stronie Foxtrot, gdzie omowiono jej zalety. Oczywiscie
gtéwnym kanatem komunikacji byty reklamy telewizyjne, w ktorych przedstawialiSmy cene, ktora nie lata.

Copywriting reclamy “Znajomo$¢” - 1:10”: “W przyrodzie istnialo 60 gatunkéow ptakow
nielotnych. Do pojawienia si¢ Kopijchuczok - ceny nielotne. W Foxtrot jest ich juz pig¢ tysiecy, a kazdego
dnia kontrolujemy, aby nie byly wyzsze niz w innych sklepach. Wybierz ceny sprawdzane przez Foxtrot”.

Ptaki zostaly entuzjastycznie przyjete przez kupujacych i pracownikow sklepu i zaczgliSmy
przygotowywa¢ kontynuacje, ujawniajac dodatkowe cechy Kopijchuzhki. Pojawita si¢ seria “Back to
School”. A potem seria «Stata kontrola ceny.

Reklama Copywriting «Stala kontrola cen» - 1:55. “Niektore ceny pozwalaja sobie na
niepotrzebne. Dlatego Kopijchuzhki je kontroluja. Obnizymy cene, jesli okaze si¢ wigksza niz w innych
sklepach lub popularnych witrynach. Powiedzieli§my rowniez, ze kontrola cen dziata rowniez po zakupie.
Nawet jesli okaze sie, ze produkt jest tanszy w ciggu 7 dni od zakupu - nasza cena jest rowniez sliska. A my
damy ci r6znice. Wybierz sprawdzone ceny na Foxtrot!”.

I uruchomili kampania dla tych, ktorzy nie robig zakupow za posrednictwem kurséw wymiany.

Reklama Copywriting “Zamrozi¢ cene¢” - 3:00. “Mozesz zamrozi¢ ceng, chodzi¢, mysle¢ i
zwracac - kupuj po statej cenie”.

W sekeji tematycznej o Kopijchuzhkah na stronie Foxtrota pojawit sie takze komiks o przygodach
ptakow. Odpowiadajac na mito$¢ kupujacych do ptaka, zostaty wydane zeszyty i albumy do rysowania.
Kopijchuzhka stala si¢ przedmiotem sztuki ludowej. Zwolennicy zaczeli wytwarza¢ towary, a nawet
napedzac je do sprzedazy.

Tylko klipy zbieraty kilkaset tysigcy wyswietlen w pierwczy dni, a reakcja publiczno$ci stala si¢
ogromna. Reclama odwotata indywidualnych emocji (nawet dzieci i psy zareagowaty na scene z roliki,
kiedy zobaczily po telewiji) i data efekt emocji masowyh. Tylko emocji (nekontrolowani reakcji), a nie
ucucit (kontrolowani rozumem reakcji)

Whiosek: Zakres komunikacji spotecznej jest sfera pojawiania si¢ - rozprzestrzeniania si¢ reakcji
emocjonalnych i informacji oraz jej interpretacji zarowno w wymiarze indywidualnym, jak i w masie.
Masowe emocje jako czgsci przestrzeni komunikacji spolecznych jest instrumentem wzmacniajagcym
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wplywy na odbiorcow i staja wptywowe lub nawet manipulacji zasobéw zarzadzania na opinii publicznej i
masowej §wiadomosci. Jednocze$nie emocje masowe, jak i indywidualne, sa tatwe w zarzadzaniu, dlatego
czesto stajg sie partnerem racjonalnego planu komunikatora.

Tworzenie naukowej teorii masowych emocji w komunikacji spotecznej umozliwi:

- Zidentyfikowa¢ praktyczne metody stosowane w instytucjach i organizacjach medialnych do
zarzadzania masowymi procesami emocjonalnymi;

- okresli¢, jakie sg nowe mozliwos$ci rozwigzania problemow jakosciowych media;

- zminimalizowa¢ ryzyky manipulowania osoba, a przez niego masowa publicznoscia;

- rozwigzywanie problemow regulacji narzedzi komunikacji spotecznej, poprawa jakosci produktow
i kanatéw komunikacji spoteczne;j.

W dalszych poszukiwan naukowych musi rowniez okreslic praktyczne mechanizmy dziatajace
masowe emocje, okresli¢ ich wtasciwosci i metody, aby okresli¢, jak z nimi pracowac i technologii
spoteczno-psychologiczne.
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Competence. Definition and identity. The term «competence» (from lat. competens, means
competent, derived from lat. Competere = com «together» + petere «to follow») has long assumed the
notions of aptitudes, habituaness, and abilities. It was subsequently applied in psychology. At the present
time, it was taken over by sociology, as a set of designed potentials, depending on certain social statuses
in a certain specialized sphere. The term «competence» penetrated other social sciences having the theory
of communication as a reference. It became decisive in the design of educational models. In fact, the
import of the term was achieved through the Chomsky branch (Lesenciuc, 2017, p.69-71). The specialized
lexicon provided the conditions for acquiring a special status of the term, expanding its meaning: «skill
habitualness or ability to do something in a correct or effective way, or the purpose of personal or group
ability or knowledge» (Colman, 2002: 149); «In ontogenesis, a number of the earliest possible responses
to the environmenty» (Larousse, 2006, p.218). These definitions involve studies of anatomy, neurology,
neurophysiology and behaviour.

Competencies, related to skills (in the Larousse dictionary, «psychic characteristics that constitute
the condition for the successful fulfilment of certain activities») and skills that induce some differences:

a) skills involve the activation of potentials according to concrete situations, but competencies are
the accumulation of values and knowledge; competence is becoming that «special category of individual
characteristics that are closely related to the accumulated values and knowledge» (Lévy-Leboyer, apud
Soitsu, 2006, p.58).

b) skills do not mean a formative framework versus competency, for which this is a vital condition.
Aptitudes turned into skills (automation or execution based on action and experience milestones); in terms
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of competence training, it is the way to assess the process of rapid adaptation to changes in the professional
context in which a person is positioned. Status is the social identity of an individual, and the role involves the
specific behaviour of the individual, dictated by his status. The latter implies the existence of competencies
to fulfil the professional responsabilities.

Thus, the role and status are driving forces that interact and condition each other. They generate the
mental projection of behaviour, social conduct, «which gives the possibility to direct the actions towards
a well defined goal» (Schifirnet, 2005, p.8) and activation of potentials. Competence is becoming the
dynamic element of social status. In this way, the role and competence associated with the status require
a component attitude. The notion of competence is understood as a combination of knowledge, skills and
attitudes appropriated to the context. It designates the ability to apply learning outcomes appropriately
in an established context. Competence «means the proven ability to select, combine and use appropriate
knowledge, skills and other acquisitions of values and attitudes to solve successfully a particular category
of work or learning situations, as well as for professional or personal development in the conditions of
effectiveness and efficiency «(Gerard, Pacearca, 2012, p. 16).

Competence does not refer only to cognitive elements - the use of theory, concepts or knowledge,
but also to the functional aspects that require technical abilities, interpersonal particularities - social or
organizational skills, and ethical values. Competence is «structured ensemble, articulated by knowledge,
skills, abilities and aptitudes that allow a person to solve a problem in a professional field, in a short time
with best result» (Tanase O., p. 3).

Competence can also be defined as «system of knowledge, abilities, skills and aptitudes, well
structured and thoroughly mastered, that enable the student to identify and effectively solve problems in a
specific field of human activity» Stephen, 2006, p.57). Competence is the way that human being acquires
certain skills, abilities, or aptitudes to deal with certain situations. It is an individual characteristic that is
inextricably linked to performance efficiency. Competence «is the result of a dynamic process specific to a
situation and can be adapted to other situations» (Afanas, 2013, p.16).

Training and competence development «is achieved through three recognized ways: initial, before
active life; continuous, throughout the professional activity; and direct, imposed by a particular profession,
for which there was no special training «(Soitu, 2002, p.56). Competence-based education implies a number
of new dimensions, such as: development of user-dependent problem-solving skills; formation of an
individual experience of solving cognitive or communicative difficulties; emphasis on the accomplished
goals; new sense learning process, etc.

Competence «cannot be defined as a sum of knowledge and skills because it is manifested in concrete
conditions. To be competent is to mobilize the acquired knowledge and experience in a concrete situation»
(Sevciuc, 2013, p. 48). Competence itself is the ability of the user to apply the acquired knowledge in
concrete professional situations.

Interpersonal communication competence. People who have effective communication skills are
capable of empathy, ethics, adaptability, cognitive complexity, and emotional monitoring capabilities.

The interpersonal communication competence is a primary desideratum in the postmodern education.
Development of the communication skills «is one of the main issues of the contemporary educational
approach, because the individual’s ability to engage effectively in a communication and negotiation,
based on profound and wide knowledge and skills, is a defining feature of the modern specialist» (Goras -
Postica, 2013, p. 207). Interpersonal communication «does not precede thought, work, game, cult, but it is
a condition of their existence and evolution, and it is in a permanent and beneficial covariance with them»
(Dinu, 2014, p.5). Language as well as thinking, another primordial valence of communication, has two
inseparable components - «just as the way of thinking of each person is unique, and the way of speaking is
unique as well. This uniqueness of the language related to each individual can be designed under the name
of verbal style (Panisoara, 2015, p.86). Each person, in different concrete situations in life, approaches a
certain verbal style. We communicate with family, friends in one way and completely different with our
work colleagues, clients, at a scientific or cultural event, etc. The way we build our messages and use certain
expressions, defines us as a human being, because the impact they produce on the receiver is enormous.

Significant contribution in defining the notion of communication competence is atributed to the
influence of the Jirgen Habermas Frankfurt School (1971). This school revises the notion proposed by
Chomsky and reports this notion to the ideal speech situation and not to the ideal speaker. According to this
notion it is necessary to: (1) highlight the potential to produce an ideal communication situation; and (2)
make use of the knowledge and competence required for role-behaviour. Thus, Habermas elaborates the
theory of the ideal speech situation, which stands on the basis of the critical theory of the society.

In 1979, the definement of the concept of communicative competence incorporated both Chomsky’s
syntactic dimension (generative grammar) and pragmatic semantics - «the capacity of a speaker oriented
towards mutual comprehension to introduce correctly constructed sentence connected to reality» (Habermas,
1979, p. .29). Comprehension is possible if two conditions are met: the simultaneity of the intersubjectivity
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plan and the plan of objects that they agree with. Habermas mentions that each act of communication refers
to: a) meaningful expression; b) affirmation of the sentence of knowledge; c) establishment of the right
social interaction; d) bring out the speaker’s experience (Jablin, 2001).

Later, the concept was taken over and developed by Hans-Eberhard Piepho (apud Berns, 1990,
p.97), specialist in language pedagogy. He offers the following definition of communicative competence
(1974): «the ability of the individual to be understood, without hesitations and inhibitions by linguistic
means; the capacity to learn how to evaluate them according to their effects; and the ability to understand
communicative intentions even if they were expressed in a code that the speaker himself (the speech itself)
does not know to use well enough and is only partially available to his/her idiolect».

Sociolinguistics offers to the term sence for its application to a fluid reference framework (Dell
Hymes, 1972; 1974), defining the importance of knowledge in the social communication that can only be
studied based on the effects produced in the minds of people. Thus, Hymes highlights the applicability of
the competence; the knowledge of what is possible, achievable, and appropriate, being the strong point in
the communication.

Hymes refers to four aspects: possibility, feasibility, appropriateness and probability by asking four questions:

a) if (and to what extent) something is formally possible;

b) if (and to what extent) something is achievable;

c) if (and to what extent) something is appropriate;

d) if (and to what extent) something is given (Hymes, 1972, p.284).

Based on these aspects, the linguist underlies four dimensions: potential systemic, suitability,
occurrence and degree of accomplishment, of which only the first means linguistic competence (Chomsky):

a) systemic potential - if and to what extent something is still unrealized and is still incomprehensible;
b) suitability / correspondence - whether and to what extent something is in a suitable, effective or similar
context; ¢) occurrence - if and to what extent something is given;

d) degree of achievement - if and to what extent it is possible, giving the meanings of available
fulfillment (Hymes, 1974, p.95).

Subsequently, the theory of communicative competence was completed by the studies of Michael
A K. Halliday (1972), Michael Canale and Merrill Swain (1980), Michael Canale (1983), S.J. Savignon
(1983), D.S. Taylor (1988), Henry G. Widdowson (1989) and Lyle F. Bachman (1990).

Linguistic competence versus interpersonal communication competence. One of the mostimportant
functions of communication is «realization in isolated individuals, in groups and even in organizations, seen as
distinct entities, of what is called (...) communication competence (Plingoara, 2015, p. 42).

Communication competence, in turn, can be defined as «the ability to use verbal or non-verbal codes
to achieve their goals in a communicative event, and linguistic competence refers to the capacity to carry out
medium and long-term actions, integrated in action»(Cristea, 2015, p. 480). The communication competence
is in correlation with the linguistic capacities of each of us; when grammatical, syntactic or phonetic rules
are known, we become able to communicate effectively. In the eighth decade of the last century, Avram
Noam Chomsky defined «the capacity of an ideal locutor / receiver to produce / understand an infinity of
phrases which are grammatically correct according to the linguistic competence» (Lesenciuc, 2017, pp.
69-71), making abstraction of the pragmatic dimension of communication. However, the American linguist
introduced the term linguistic competence, having as reference frame the module «how language is used or
acquired» (Chomsky, 2006, p.4); the term which includes a purchasing system based on universal grammar
theory. Communication competence goes beyond linguistic competence (knowledge of the language and of
the linguistic system is not enough to communicate); this implies the condition of the context in which the
communication is achieved. Linguistic competence is understood as having the ability to use the word with
various meanings, to create a language and to produce or understand statements, to use a language based on
the linguistic knowledge, expressed in the formulation of the message; the communication competence is
considered the accumulation of the assembly of personal abilities: «know, know how to do and know how
to be and become» (Soitu, 2015, p. 60).

The scientific researcher Soitu refers to «direct competencies: linguistic, discursive, situational and
paraverbal competencies; indirect (mediated) competencies: psycholinguistic, intellectual, social, cultural
and informational skills «(Soitu, 2015, p.60).

C. Simard structured communication competence into six components:

* ”verbal - integrates the linguistic dimension (which requires knowledge of the phonetic, lexical,
morphological and syntactic aspects); the textual dimension (which supposes knowledge of the rules for
establishing logical connections between sentences, phrases, parts, which can be identified in textual
structures- narrative, descriptive, argumentative, explanatory, dialogued, etc.) and the discursive dimension
(which involves the contextual use of language, its registers, norms of verbal interaction, etc.);

* cognitive - refers to the identification of the intellectual operations involved in language production
and comprehension;

* encyclopaedic - is related to the knowledge of the linguistic, textual, discursive aspects specific to
certain fields of human activity: history, geography, technology, art, etc.;

* ideologic - refers to the ability to react to different ideas, values, attitudes, principles conveyed by speech;

» literary - refers to literary references and to the capabilities of exploiting individual verbal creativity;

* socio-affective - is related to feelings and attitudes that can influence the verbal behavior of each
person «(Simard, 1997, apud Rusu, 2009).

According to Parks (1994); «communication competence is the degree to which individuals meet
the goals they propose within the limits of the social situation» (apud Jablin, 2001, p. 820). Joseph DeVito, in
defining communication competence, refers to «self knowledge on several social aspects of communication»
(DeVito, 1988, p. 6), considering that learning communication competencies is similar to learning how to
use a fork and knife; by observation, instructions, trial and error.

Models of interpersonal communication competence. In the conditions when the conceptualization
of communication competence is analyzed, it is necessary to distinguish between two dimensions: behavior
and cognition. Behavioral studies aim to identify the specifics of communication behavior and required
skills, associated with competence, and focused on «appropriate behavior». Cognitive research examines
various types of social knowledge and cognitive skills associated with communication competence, focused
on such kind of resources (Panisoara, 2015, p. 43).

Canale and Swain model (1980). Canale and Swain (1980) that is referred to Hymes theory
incorporated linguistic competence in a broader concept of communication competence. Their reason is that
there are rules of language use, which would be useless without grammar.

Therefore, in this model we differentiate the grammatical, sociolinguistic, strategic dimensions; the
sociolinguistic dimension includes also the discourse and socio-cultural competencies.

Grammar competence involves knowledge of phonology, spelling, vocabulary, structure and
formation of words, phrases, etc. Sociolinguistic competence is responsible for the ability to use language
in sociolinguistic contexts and to adjust the grammar forms of communicative functions in various
sociolinguistic contexts. Discourse competence is the ability to understand and produce discursive
texts (cohesion / coherence, informality and relevance / relevance); strategic competence refers to
«compensatory» difficulties of speech (grammatical, sociolinguistic or discursive): paraphrases, repetition
request, clarification, spare speech, identification of correct cohesive mechanisms, etc. (Peterwagner, 2005,
p.12); communicative «compensation». Researchers updated the term ability for use, introduced by Hymes,
which designates the capacity to use the language according to the social hierarchy, assigning it a status of
communicative performance.

Widdowson’s model. Henry G. Widdowson, in turn, developed Canale and Swain’s approach and
made differentiation between knowledge, knowledge of linguistic and sociolinguistic conventions, and
ability, capability to use knowledge. Widdowson (apud Peterwagner, 2005) mentioned that knowledge of
a language means more than knowledge its linguistic forms, «involves knowing how they interact from
a syntactic aspect as a carrier of meaning» (Peterwagner, 2005, p.13). If knowledge is the analysis and
application of rules (internal function) in the language code; then using the language involves the knowledge
how to approach grammar, and express the meanings appropriate to different contexts (external function).
Competence, in turn, is the ability to use this knowledge in accordance with conventions.

Common knowledge becomes, in Widdowson’s studies, a requirement to achieve communication
convergence. The communication in Widdowson’s understanding is not only a correlation between
different forms of knowledge but different degrees of convergence that require a complex negotiation of
the framework of common knowledge within which the linguistic event is performed (Widdowson, 2007,
p-25), and «schemas are mental representations of what is familiar or ordinary» (Widdowson, 2007, p.28).
Knowledge can be characterized in terms of analysability (the possible knowledge of the analysis of mental
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representations) and accessibility (quick knowledge of language use). Thus, the possible knowledge of
analysis underlies the learning of a language, thus accessible knowledge is important in the communicative
approach; both being a precondition for each other.

Conclusions. Communicative competence is the competence to relate the individual in a particular
situation with the people around, with oneself or the environment in general. These skills, which are
fundamental to the human being, accumulate them throughout life - from birth, through professional training,
but also through everyday experiences of dealing with peers, through explanations, countless attempts and
mistakes. Communicative competence does not only include our linguistic skills - knowing the grammatical,
phonetic and syntactic norms of using the communication symbol - the word, but also many other essential
processes - thinking, listening and silence, emotion, self-understanding, etc. We also communicate when we
do not verbally pronounce a message, but we can also transmit it through other ways - channels of nonverbal
communication - face mimics, visual contact and pupil dilation, movements and gestures, touches, and our
own culture and genre.

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Introduction. Important problem is the failure of mechanisms through which socio-cultural
experience is transferred. In its turn, it is required to meet the needs of young people to find their place
and become a full member of the adult society. This issue affects the socialization of the modern young
generation and represents a fundamental problem of the philosophy of culture. Socialization of the youth
provides for the assimilation of cultural experience.

However, the emergence of youth in the adult society does not mean exclusive adherence to the
experience of «fathers». This is due to the fact that the younger generation needs to socialize in their age
environment. It should be noted that there is insufficient availability of formal methods of socialization.
Existing methods are not always effective. Thus, socialization by means of a subculture acquires universality.
Young people acquire meaningful landmarks and values not within the general cultural field, affecting
subcultural space.

This problem is insufficiently studied, which leads to the need for its fundamental justification. To
the important factor that forms the value orientations of the younger generation, they include values and
attitudes within the framework of subcultural life.

Thus, it is important to pay attention to studies of subcultures, which are a priority for modern youth.
Young generation through a certain subculture forms its own behavior and lifestyle. At the same time, great
importance is attached to creative self-realization, which is formed through certain subcultural activities.
It is worth noting the musical component of the subcultural activity of modern youth, which is able to
exert a significant influence on the mechanisms of socialization of the younger generation. In this case, the
mechanisms can be both psychological and motivational.

Modern youth subcultural education, which is a backbone and fully reflects the phenomena and
processes to be analyzed, is hip-hop.

Speaking about the organization of events, it should be noted that the subculture has a direct impact
on the conduct and course of action during public events.
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Let’s give some examples, with reference to the selected category of subculture (hip-hop).

Thus, the main types of events that are held in the style of hip-hop, belong to the category of cultural
and mass. Among which the following forms are common:

1. Dance parties (here predominant dance activity in the style of hip-hop, graffiti, specific clothing, etc.);

2. Festivals (the main kind of entertainment is dancing, therefore, the organizers of the event should
pay attention to this component in order to maximize attraction of the festival participants);

3. Concerts (again the main occupation in this case is dancing and songs);

4. Fairs (in this case it is a question of demonstrating the characteristics of the subculture of hip-hop,
for example, drawing graffiti, accessories, clothing);

5. Professional holidays (we believe that the organizers of this event should be held in the style of
rap battles).

6. Sport events

Hip-Hop is represented by the cultural movement that was born in the 70s of the 20th century. The
beginning of such a movement was laid in New York, and specifically in one African American quarter.
After that, the movement became popular throughout the world. Now hip-hop is an independent form of
expression of the younger generation through music and dance.

At the same time this form has become a successful commercial component in the field of
contemporary musical creativity. The basis of hip-hop culture is rap or «recitative, which is performed under
rhythmic and melodic accompanimenty.

Today hip-hop is the direction of the subculture, which is developed and widespread in many countries
of the world, including Russia. Hip-hop is able to form various ideological and ideological installations of
the modern young generation. In this case, these settings can be not only positive, but also negative.

The purpose of this work is to study the features of hip-hop culture, as well as socially-precedent
phenomena. The latter are the object of study. This is due to the fact that socially-precedent phenomena are an
artistic tool in the texts of hip-hop songs. They include emotive and cognitive settings of songwriters on listeners.

Study results. It is worth considering the functions of applying precedent phenomena (PF) in the
texts of hip-hop musicians. It is necessary to consider their influence on the socio-cultural development of
listeners of such songs. An important objective of the study of these issues is the possibility of identifying
the positive and negative influence of hip-hop in the culture.

V.V. Krasnykh give the following definition of precedent phenomena: «these are well-known to the
representatives of the national linguistic and cultural community and valuable in the cognitive and emotional
sense of value ideas about the surrounding reality, the appeal to which is constantly renewed in speech».

In the process of studying the specifics and structure of precedent phenomena in the direction of hip-
hop, it is important to pay attention to foreign precedent phenomena. Important are the PF, which are directly
related to the use of banned substances, because they act as the main source of deviation of official culture.

As mentioned above, hip-hop at the present time is a very popular direction in many countries of
the world. It began to spread during the 80’s with the release of such films as Wild Style and Beat Street.
Continuation of the development of hip-hop was a gansta rap. Now it’s not enough to find a country where
there are no rap artists. There are rap artists in a country like Papua New Guinea, as well as in Afghanistan,
despite the fact that it was destroyed by perennial wars. It is worth mentioning that in different countries and
regions rap is represented by a specific color. For example, in the Arab States, rap is devoted to the theme
of Islam, while in Africa it includes local musical styles. It is the African countries that boast of the rapid
development of modern rap, which is distinguished by its uniqueness. Poverty causes a lot of performers to
represent their rap creativity right on the street.

Breaking has become increasingly characterized by Asian features. This means that successful bboys
are most often represented by Asians. It is worth saying that in South Korea, breaking is almost a folk dance.
However, European countries do not lag behind in this direction. At the present stage, break dancing is presented
as one of the main dance trends at the largest international festivals, which include the Red Bull BC One and
The Battle Of The Years. At these festivals, new trends in the development of breakthroughs are emerging. The
leader of the festival Red Bull BC One is rightly recognized as the world champion. The main tournament of
the year for hip-hop DJing is DMC World Champ .. There are also a lot of Asian representatives. For example,
one of the best skretchers in the world is DJ Kentaro, who is Japanese by his nationality.

As for graffiti, it should be said that its main center is Sao Paulo. Here the level of development of this
direction can be compared to a city like New York in the 70’s. Brazil is also a popular country where graffiti is
developing. According to the artists themselves, this is due to the country’s social problems: unequal distribution
of income, oppression of indigenous people, poverty. But in other countries, this type of art is rapidly spreading.

The culture of graffiti was widely spread in the Middle East, although its occurrence there is
considered to be rather late. There are also street artists in such countries as Iran, the United Arab Emirates,
Israel. The Israeli West Bank is a place where a lot of street artists” works are represented. Israel visited
Devione from London and Juif from Los Angeles in order to present their work there.
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Many are inclined to believe that hip-hop presented as a subculture is characterized by some
closeness to certain categories of the population. But there is also a completely contradictory opinion, which
is that hip-hop is characterized by openness and it can be influenced by various processes and cultural forms,
as it is popular all over the world.

Its popularity is due to several important factors. First, the main one is the process of globalization of
international cultural integration. Secondly, the role of the intensity of cultural exchange, which contributed
to the development of hip-hop on a global scale, intensified.

Globalization directly affects the growth of production rates, as well as the distribution and
consumption of certain cultural values. Hip-hop becomes a commercial direction and acquires features of
a global commodity and economic product. Through the development of information technology, access to
hip-hop makes it much easier and therefore it is able to capture the international youth community.

Tradition is very important for hip-hop culture. Every significant phenomenon in creativity arises
in the process of crossing traditions and modernity. For each art, the organic sense of modernity is quite
important. Each hip-hop representative has his own cultural background, but he respects the traditions of
African-Americans. Despite this, the representatives of hip-hop culture strive to create something new,
fresh, which would reflect their life and their own needs.

Thus, there is such a kind of hip-hop as transnational and hybrids. It appears in the process of mixing
forms of self-expression and existing traditions with forms of one’s own culture. Consequently, cultural
integration is carried out, under which the processed material is processed into a culture of its own values
and landmarks.

Hip-hop culture is multifaceted, because it unites various traits of cultures - African American,
American and Latin. At the same time, as mentioned above, each performer adds something of its own,
completely new. Hip-hop originated in the United States of America, where during the 70’s there were
significant changes on the «black» radio.

It was the original guardian of the cultural and musical traditions of Latin Americans and African
Americans, who at that time were not in the best position in American society. Hip-hop has become a form
of self-expression. People wanted to be seen and heard, so this culture began to spread and develop rapidly.
The greatest popularity of hip-hop was evident in the ghettos, which were the districts of the largest cities
where ethnic minorities lived.

Conflicts, street fights, disassembly gave way to battles and competitions, which took place among
rappers, dancers, DJs, artists of graffiti. People began to direct their emotions into dance or songs, which
in turn became a certain «nervous discharge». Through music and dance, a person could quickly relieve
nervous tension. Later, whole dance groups began to be formed, which showed their skills and competed
with other teams. Element in the dance could be aggression, which showed a certain superiority of the
dancer. Hip-hop at that time was a culture of single-minded, confident and stubborn people. The dancer
showed everyone that he is able to master the situation, even in case of mistakes.

It is worth saying that it was hip-hop that was creativity that allowed forgetting about a difficult
existence, supported the competitive spirit and allowed to show their abilities to others. Many believe that
the first rapper in musical history is Africa Bambata. He said that «Hip-hop was a way out of everyday
reality. And even though my parents thought we were crazy when we were spinning on our heads, they made
sounds and made evil rhymes, they were glad that we were not members of gangstersy.

Conclusion. We can conclude that hip-hop in its development has passed a long and complex path
from an experiment to a culture that influences the solution of social problems. Hip-hop was the voice of
various oppressed groups throughout the world. Hip-hop began to spread and develop in different countries
with incredible speed. He had his own audience in different corners of the planet, which was characterized
by a different material level, nationality, different cultural values and landmarks.

Thus, it is possible to draw certain conclusions on the conducted research.

First, the phenomenon of subculture has an unquestionable influence on the order of the event in a certain style.

Secondly, the organizers need in advance to study in depth the characteristics of a particular
subculture for an effective event.

Thirdly, the basis of hip-hop activities are dancing (break dance), musical design (rap), decoration
(graffiti), sports events (basketball and street ball), as well as stylized design in the form of accessories and
clothing. It is on them to do the main accent when organizing and conducting events.

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The legislative reforms being carried out in our country are of crucial importance as they are directed at
further improving the current legislative acts, enforcing and implementing them in practice, filling some gaps in
them, preventing repetitions, and finally developing laws and bylaws in the interests of persons and society.

Approaching the issue, particularly, from this stand point, requires complex analysis of the current
administrative legislation in the frame of the conception! , and puts the question on the agenda of the
day to further improve the existing normative legal basis in the same direction. While speaking about the
completeness of laws, our President Shavkat Mirziyoyev emphasized the viability of laws, direct enforcement
and implementation mechanisms, the necessity of doing a lot of work in this sphere? .

Deriving from this, we have to say that in the current administrative liability code many legal questions
have not found their solutions yet, and to put it more clearly, the institutional foundation connected with
administrative liability of legal entities has not been determined, that’s why these issues need to be analyzed
deeply and comprehensively. This is also confirmed by the national scholars who consider it necessary to pay
a serious attention to this important and urgent issue and adopt a new edition of the Administrative Liability
Code (ALC). For example, the new edition of the ALC will solve such problems as: regulation of legal entities’
liabilities, introduction of new punishment measures in the administrative liability system, decriminalization
of some criminal deeds, reconsideration of sanctions in the special part of the ALC, consideration of a circle
of persons against whom the punishment of administrative imprisonment may be applied, reducing the term
of administrative detention, legal regulation of measures for ensuring the proceedings of administrative
lawbreaking cases, improvement of some legal terms and notions used in the ALC? .

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Generally speaking, the consideration of the liability of legal entities* seems extremely disputable
and impossible to solve. We mean as it is stated by some specialists and it is so by nature that a legal unity is
not a human being, to put more correctly, as it is not a physical person, then how is it possible to punish it?
Moreover, presently in many countries’ legislation it seems difficult to imagine the determination of criminal
punishment measures regarding legal entities (subjects) which can be applied only to human beings such as
imprisonment, limitation of freedom, individual detentions. For example, it is possible to bring a fact from
the jurisprudence theory of Great Britain, to be more exact, from the criminal law history of the country that
crimes could not be committed by legal entities. In 1250 the Vindicate Innokentiy — IV absolutely rejected
any personal responsibility of legal entities with his views that “the corporations don’t have internal feelings
and souls. From this viewpoint they shall not be brought to justice™ .

Besides, the English law strictly determines the direct and personal participation of a defendant in
a trial. The famous intelligent lawyers of the English society were against the administrative and criminal
liability of legal entities. Particularly, the great English lawyer Edward Turloy stated in his speech that “as
a social subject the legal entities do not have honor, soul, desire, wish and inclination for which they might
be punished”. By this he expressed his opposition to application of criminal responsibility to legal entities.
The same opinion was also put forward by Edward Coke that “corporations are unaware of being faithless
without law as they have no heart and soul like those of human beings™® .

Certainly, such ideas, scientific views and tendencies in developing theories have undergone
changes of their meaning and essence by today as a result of diverse social, political processes taking
placed in the life of state and society as well as rapidly developing social relations have affected people’s
consciousness which laid foundations for appearance of radical changes in the national legislation and
new opinions and views which caused rejection of the old ideas. Consequently, it was in the same Great
Britain where the highest indication of industrial and economic development required the introduction of
serious changes in the current administrative and criminal legislation already in the middle of the XIX
century. The judges of English courts, who had been against the responsibility of legal entities by that time,
changed their opinions and have gradually become the supporters of this idea. The reason was that now the
judges started to understand that a legal entity was no longer a person and owner of its property but it was
a legal system with a certain organizational-legal form. In addition, a subject — legal entity with exactly
the same legal construction used to break the existing social order and displayed other forms of inactivity
which demanded criminal liability. Such situations required that certain types of legal impact measures
regarding legal entities should be determined in reality. It is these factors that put on the agenda the issues
on improvement of national legislation in the English jurisprudence by introduction of the liability of legal
entities in the country’ . Since then certain times had passed and in 1842 the English Royal Court found
“Tesco” corporation guilty for lack of fulfilling its tasks and obligations imposed on it by law. In addition,
in 1944 some English corporations were brought to criminal justice for committing lawbreaking® which laid
strong foundations for maintaining the liability of legal entities in the English law system.

On this basis in English society there developed leading ideas and views absolutely different from
the old ones. In 1957 the great English Lord Judge Den put forward an interpretation that there was a
possibility to compare a company with human organism and reasoned it with his views on the basis of his
scientific conclusion. According to it the company has a mind to be managed from the center which has a
central nerve system. Besides, the company has a hand to perform the tasks with certain instruments and
means on the basis of orders, instructions to be given from the top. Some persons work in the company
as ordinary workers or agents who differ from hands who worked on the top as managers. The director
or managers control the activities of workers and assistants by directing the will and consciousness of the
company. The psychological state of such company constitutes the spiritual state of the whole company and
the law qualifies it as the same situation’ . It can be perceived from this that in the English society there
appeared some impressions and views opposed to the ideas having been developed since old times up to the
end of the XIX th and the beginning of the XX th centuries. What draws attention is that such views were the
product of the need to legally regulate the new social relations developed as a result of new social-political

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processes, quickly developing relations of goods and money, and it is worth appreciating.

It is possible to observe the views of French scholars about the liability of legal entities which
developed according to tendencies within the continental law family. As it might be, the French scholars
could not arrive at a common opinion, at a firm conclusion which proved the existence of different views
among them. Regarding this a group of scholars were in favor of determining in the current legislation the
liability for legal entities, other groups were against it'° . The law scholars, who are against the idea on
determining the liability of legal entities, try to reason their views on the following grounds:

- Exercising the liability of a legal entity, neglecting the personal responsibility result in infringement
of the presumption of innocence principle, that is, the legal entity lacks mind and will;

- There is no opportunity to apply the punishment of deprivation of limitation of freedom to a legal
entity, that’s why it is logically not right to exercise the liability relating to them.

In her scientific views the law scholar [.I.Nagornaya treats the legal entity not just an artificially
created structure, but an organic reality appeared as a result of natural need. Deriving from this, she connects
the dispute on the nature of a legal entity with the theory about its creation'' . And on this basis she arrives
at a conclusion that a legal entity is a product of reality.

The views that the appearance of a legal entity is a product of natural reality began to rise in the
beginning of the XXI th century, to be more exact, in 2008, during the world economic crises which caused
all to recognize it at once though they had been mentioned several times before. During this period it became
clear that each legal entity operates only under its own responsibility and in its own interests. And under these
circumstances those physical persons who work in it lose their influence on the grounds that they strictly
observe the corporative rules and conditions. To put it more correctly, the persons (employees of the corporation
or company) who serve in the activity of a legal entity only as its performers on generally recognized rules to
realize its common objectives where any personal interests or other requirements are not considered.

As it is known, the legislation and law enforcement and implementation practice provide the right
to file with a court a claim on compensation of the punitive damages caused to a legal entity by slander and
insult. Such leading and perspective sets of views have always been supported.

Deriving from this, paragraph 2 of article 121 of the Criminal Code of France adopted on June 22,
1992 firmly determined the criminal liability of legal entities in French criminal legislation. According to it
any type or form of a legal entity, whether it is commercial or noncommercial, shall be brought to justice for
lawbreaking, excluding the cases when the state participates in it as a legal entity.

It should be stated that regarding the issues of the liability of a legal entity the legislation of the
Russian federation is worth considering. The reason is that the criminal liability is not determined in the
legislation of the Russian Federation. Article 19 of the Criminal Code of Russian Federation recognizes
only the physical persons as subjects of criminal liability. However, as it was, Russian law scholars are
firmly defending the idea to determine criminal liability of legal entities also in the criminal legislation like
that of administrative legislation'? . But, the country’s supreme legislative organ has not determined yet the
criminal liability of legal entities in the criminal legislation. Accordingly, article 2.1 of the Code of Russian
Federation on Administrative Lawbreaking firmly determines administrative liability measures for acts and
offensive acts of legal entities against law along with physical persons. It is possible to draw a conclusion
that in the legislation of RF a legal entity is brought to justice not for criminal liability, but for administrative
liability. According to the interpretation provided in the Resolution No5 of the Supreme Court Plenum of
Russia “On some issues arising from application of the norms of the Code on administrative lawbreaking of
Russian Federation in judicial activity” adopted on March 24, 2005 “ when an administrative lawbreaking
is committed by a legal entity and in this case a guilt of a certain official is proved, on the basis of the article
qualifying the act along with the legal entity its official person is also brought to justice. Deriving from
this, the supreme legislative organ of Russia determined the following effective measures of administrative
punishment regarding the legal entities:

* warning;

« administrative fine;

* ceasing instruments and means for committing administrative lawbreaking;

* suspension of the activity by administrative ways.

Under these conditions each country, deriving from its national legislation, balance of interests in
the life of society and state and other situations, determines independently the liability for legal entities, be it
criminal or administrative. If we study it comparatively, a legal view point regarding this issue is not expressed
directly or indirectly in our national legislation, to put it more correctly, the liability of legal entities is not

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provided in the current Administrative Liability Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan. But this does not mean
that the national legislation does not provide at all the liability of legal entities. Because, there are legislative
acts'® and codes'* adopted especially which define the clear solution of this issue. Moreover, for this it is
possible to recognize the availability of a number of examples from the judicial practice'> . However, it must
be stated that the national legislation of Uzbekistan is limited only to bringing to justice an official person of a
legal entity or a certain person who has committed a lawbreaking by abusing his official position or his service
status'® . If we realize the liability of a legal entity by bringing its official to justice and if we recognize it as
the liability of the legal entity, then we can recognize with complete confidence the existence of not only the
administrative liability of the legal entities, but also their criminal responsibility in our national legislation.

But as we have stated several times above, if we analyze the legal entity, deriving from the theory of
their development, then being an independent subject of legal relations, the legal entity has a complex legal
construction with naturally real status. But such understanding neglects our conclusion.

If we approach the issue just from the light of this context then we can’t deny the fact that there is
no legal basis in the ALC which might serve for determining the liability of legal entities in our national
legislation. Under these conditions we think that it is necessary to determine strictly the measures of
administrative liability for lawbreaking of legal entities which are available separately in different legislative
acts, and are in current practice and then to develop their procedural mechanisms'” .

First of all, in order to bring a subject to justice there must be the fact of lawbreaking. But the
lawbreaking as a social event happens in different forms depending on diverse types of social relations.
We want to say that naturally the lawbreaking may be of different types and degrees depending on social
relations and degrees of inflicted damages. Under these conditions there arises a disputable question: How
is it possible to agree with the views and opinions of our national law scholars on bringing legal entities to
criminal justice which have committed socially dangerous acts?'® .

In this case, we think that we will be able to come to a certain conclusion by analyzing two types of
crime elements, that is, criminal and administrative. Truly speaking, these two notions must be interpreted
deriving from the current legislation. According to this perception the criminal law breaking is said socially
dangerous act. The socially dangerous act itself is qualified as an act which causes damages to the objects
protected only by the Criminal Code for an act which causes a real danger for inflicting such damages'” .

Thus, in accordance with legislative acts the administrative lawbreaking is an illegal, offensive,
(deliberate or careless) action or inaction which causes threat to a person, citizens’ rights and freedoms, property
ownership, social and public order, natural environment for which the administrative liability is provided® .

It becomes clear from the said above that both of the two acts are against law which may cause serious
damages to the interests of a person and society or cause such threat, and is recognized as an offensive act. The
responsibility of those persons who commit such offensive acts is subject to be determined by the presence of
all elements in the structure of the act. In particular, as it is admitted by law scholars, “the basis for bringing to
justice is the availability of all signs in the composition of the crime provided in the Criminal Code?' .

Accordingly, the responsibility of the legal subject which commits an offensive act is also subject
to require the availability of all signs in the structure of the administrative lawbreaking. In the opposite case
there arises no liability. All elements of a crime are the same both in criminal and administrative lawbreaking
which are composed of four main signs.

As is seen from external appearance the administrative and criminal lawbreaking acts may be said to
differ only by their social danger and the consequences they might cause after they are committed. But, on
the basis of current ALC, Tax Code and a number of other legislative acts the punishment measures being
applied in the judicial practice for committed lawbreaking acts of legal entities are sometimes more serious

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and effective than the punishment measures of criminal law. Moreover, paragraph 4 of article 25 of the ALC
determines for the administrative lawbreaking of officials the fine sometimes in the size of two hundred
folds of the minimum salary which is more repressive than the criminal punishment measures® .

However, we think the fact that there are cases in the judicial practice when courts apply administrative
fines more often to such subjects is an indicator of effectiveness of this legally efficient measure which does
not require the determination of the criminal responsibility measures for such administrative lawbreaking.
At the same time, application of such punishment measures to a legal entity does not free its officials
from the responsibility. Besides, it is possible to arrive at a conclusion that the opinions and thoughts on
inadmissibility of main punishment measures as deprivation of freedom, limitation of freedom, probation
determined in the criminal legislation to legal entities may not require the determination of criminal liability
for legal entities in our national legislation® .

From this view point, the introduction of the institute of administrative liability of legal entities in
our legislation will serve today as an effective mechanism in the process of decriminalization of the norms
of the criminal code.
