MIRACLES AT THE GATE OF THE ORIENT

Abstract. In this article the miracle-working holy places and wonders of Azerbaijan are
examined and described. Shaki-Zagatala is one of the most remarkable areas in Azerbaijan. The
article gives detailed information about the seven miracles mainly in this region.

Keywords: etymology, dynasty, history, landscape, monuments, mosques, wonders, tourism

Introduction. One may face wonders literally at every turn in one of the most beautiful
regions of Azerbailan-Shaki-Zagatala. The greatest wonder of this region is the holiness of this land
which makes it comparable with Jerusalem. Christianity was brought to Azerbaijan in 54-57 of
| century AD by St. Elisha the Apostle. Upon his arrival to the land of the Uti, the village of Kish,
St. Elisha built a church there. About three centures later Christianity was spread in the neighboring
Georgia and Armenia. The etymology of the “Shaki” name is related to the name of the Saks tribe that
came to Azerbaijan in VII century BC. In 1772 the city was destroyed after a flood of the river Kish. It
was rebuilt and relocated higher in the mountainbs, in the vicinity of Nukha village. Later on, it was
called Nukha for a long period of time, and it was only in 1968 that the city regained its ancient name.
Under the rule of Chalabi khans’ dynasty, Shaki was the center of the khanate. The ruins of numerous
defensive installations testify the storming history of this land. If stones could speak, the constructions
remained until our days, all those Aydinbulag, Hazrat Ali, Galarsan-Gorersen fortresses and a fortress
in Shaki itself would tell us a lot. Yukharibash quarter, abutting the fortress along with Shaki Khans’
palace, has been included in the UNESCO World Heritage List. The brilliant nature of Shaki and the
monuments of this land attract tourists from every corner of the country, as well as from abroad. To
make their stay comfortable there are up-to-date Saray (Palace) hotel in Shaki and a hotel in the Upper
Caravansary, as well as a number of resorts along the Kish River-Markhal, Myakan, Umid, Jannat
Baghi with all the facilities for recreation and entertainment.

Region’s main wonders. Doubtless, the king of the region’s wonders is Shaki Khans’ Palace.
Itwas raised in 1761-1762 by architect Haji Zeynalabdin Shirazi by order of Husein Khan, the
grandson of Shaki khanate’s founder Haji Chalabi Khan. The front facade of this edifice is unlike
anything in the world: its transoms and sashes are embellished with “shabaka”made of fine wooden
modules with shards of stained glass inserted between them, forming a geometric ornament. The wall
paintings, panels, patterned “shabaka” and ornamental elements burnt or engraved into alabaster are
striking in their beauty. The great Turkish poet Nazim Hikmet wrote: “If one had to introduce
Azerbaijan to the whole world with only one single building, he would only have to show Shaki
Khans’ Palace”. Everyone, who has ever witnessed this edifice, is equally enchanted by both its
exterior and ornamental art of its interior.

The second wonder is the temples of Gakh region. The region is located between Shaki and
Zagatala. The Christian monuments of Gakh region are its greatest wonders. The most beautiful of
them is the Temple of Kurmuk. Also the ruins of an ancient basilica, the famous Round Temple with
its peculiar forms, and also the monastery are worthy of note. The “Seven Churches” grand temple
complex was used for a long timr as the Albanian Bishop’s residence. Due to this, the land has been
long named Gakh (“The Citadel of Faith”), and also the Palace of Faith. This land shelters the ruins of
nine Christian temples. The so-called Round Temple in the village of Lakit indeed appears as a circle
with 22m diameter. Both of these temples date back to VV-VI centuries. In XIX century the tsar ordered
the construction of the Kurmuk church in the vicinity of the ancient Kurmuk Temple to convert local
Ingiloys (Muslims) to Christianity. The Ingiloys didn’t denounce their faith, but the place itself has
been held sacred by both Christians and Muslims. The grave of haji Murat-Shekh Shamil’s follower is
located near the village of Tirmyachi.

The third wonder of the region is its defensive installations in Zagatala, the most ancient of
which is Pari Fortress in Yukhari Chardaklar village. From the etymological point of view the
Zagatala word is modified form of the Sa katala word which means “The valley of the Saks”. At the
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beginning of VII century BC the Saks, who had come here from the Asian near East together with the
Cimmerians (Scythians) settled the territory of Albania. Zagatala has always served as a shield
stopping invaders on their way to the inner areas of Azerbaijan. It is not surprising that ancient forts
and castles were built more densely in this area than in any other place of the region. Rising high in
the village of Yukhari Chardakhlar is pari-Gala Castle (V cent.) built on a rock. Another ancient
monument is the zagatala rampart (V-VII cent.). A part of it has survived in the area located between
the territory of Georgia and Shaki region. It was erected sometime in the past by Sassanids as a
defense against nomadic tribes. The watchtower in Kebeloba village is a typical example of the guard
towers built in Zagatala region. Two towers in Kebeloba, and also the Chingiz Tower in jar village
date back to XIV century, a watchtower in Pashan-to XIII century, but a tower in Akhakhdere village
—to XII century. Another interesting monument in Zagatala is Armatay Gala. The battle fought in
65 BC, when Albanian forces crashed the Roman legions led by Pompey, is written with gold letters
into the glorious military history of Zagatala. The youngest of the region’s defensive structures is the
Castle of zagatala built by the Tsarist government in 1830 to become its primary stronghold in the
long fight against the nation whose fighting spirit would not yield to conquerors.

The mosques and other Muslim monuments are the fourth wonder of the region. The striking
mosques of Balakan region are indeed the wonder of wonders...Balakan region is located in the very
north of our country. Literally, balakan means “a small village”. This district abounds in mountain
rivers, and there is a scenic lake near near katekh Mountain. Guton and Sagaltar are the two highest
peaks in the region. There are also two well-known passes-Gubek and Tinarosa, as well as Katekh
waterfall, 20 m high and 4m wide. The beautiful nature, clean air and auspicious aura of this place are
as though created for the erection of a temple for worshiping the Almighty. The best monuments in
Balakan are undoubtedly its marvelous mosques. The most interesting of those, located in the centre of
the region, is Juma Mosque (Minarali Mosque). The edifice occupies an area of 1025 sg/m and the
height of the minarets erected at a distance from the main building is 45 m! Another famous mosque
of the region was built in the village of Gabagchol.

Tourism is rapidly developing in Balakan region. Over the recent years, the region has seen
the construction of the modern Gubek hotel, and a ropeway of 1km length has been built in heydar
Aliyev Park. The mountaintops are covered with snow until as late as August month, which favors the
development of ski tourism.

The enchanting nature of Oghuz land is the fifth wonder. This relatively small territory
abounds in unique natural monuments. Oghuz region is deservedly called the Switzerland of
Azerbaijan- its nature is truly splended: mountain rivers and hollows, puring springs, waterfalls,
healing sulfur springs, the sharp spikes of the cliffs. The highest point in the region is Malkamut
Mountain (3879). Those who come here don’t know where to look first being charmed by rare tree
species, caves and rocks that bring into memory the legends about the heroes turning into rocks. 40 %
of the region is covered with forests rich in such wood species as the pistachio tree, hornbeam,
chestnut and oak. Flowing across the Oghuz region are the rivers of Alidjan, Dashaghyl, Calachay and
Turyanchay. The fauna is also diverse: there are many wild boars, ibexes, bears, hares, pheasants,
partridges and black grouses; whitefish and sheatfish may be found in the rivers.

Oghuz itself is small, but pretty and clean-just like small towns in Switzerland. In its outskirts,
at a distance of mere 15-20 km there are many places suitable for hunting and fishing. A new hotel
complex —Arpa Recreation Center, has been recently put in service in the town itself. And still the
tourism potential of this district is far from being exhausted.

The sixth wonder is sweeping development of Gabala region which is among the most rapidly
developing regions of the country in the tourism sphere. Gabala, the town with the history of more
than twenty five centuries, was the capital of Caucasian Albania for over 600 years (up to 451 AD).
Roman historians Pilny the Elder and Claudius Ptolomaeus left valuable information concerning the
town of Gabalaka or Khabala. This ordinary, at first sight, place in Azerbaijan has lived a truly
remarkable life. The landscape of Gabala territory is predominantly mountainous. A few of the highest
peaks in the country are located here: Bazarduzu (4466 m), Bazaryurd (4126 m) and Tufanly
(4206 m). Like other districts of Shaki-Zagatala region, this one also has a plenty of scenic splendors.
Those driving along the baku-Shaki highway often slow down at the entry to Gabala, near the village
of Girva, to admire the spectacular view from above. There are a lot of places in Gabala that no one
will ever forget having once seen them: the so-called Russian Forest, Nohur, the valleys by the rivers
and of course, the famous Chestnut Forest, not to mention the numerous scenic villages, such as Laza,
Vandam, Gamarvan, Engija, Duruja and many others.

The main wonder of Gabala region is the high pace of its development, its rapidly changing
image. The larger villages of the region (Bum, Vandam), as well as the town of gabala itself (a
relatively small one) have a pleasantly surprising wealth of multistory-buildings, medical facilities,
trade and consumer service centers, administration buildings, hotels and parks.

The development of tourism in this region has exploded over the recent years. There are
18 large tourism facilities and multitude of small private hotels.

The seventh wonder, as was mentioned above, is the region of Shaki-Zagatala itself —its
nature, its monuments, its people, and their essential contribution to Azerbaijani culture.

Conclusions. In conclusion I’d like to say that Azerbaijan is a truly amazing land. Everything
is unique here-its nature, culture, history, customs and traditions, its architecture and many other
things. It is also named “the Country of Fires” (from the “azer” word). And indeed the tribes of fire
worshipers lived here before Common Era.

The country has been famous for its fire temples since the ancient times. There is the place in
Absheron named Yanargagh-a burning mountain. In Surakhani there is the eternally burning and never
dying out temple of fire-Ateshgah. Azerbaijan is a country that can be ascribed to the number of the
richest countries og the world according to its geographic location, rich overland and uderground
natural resources and diligence of its people. It has achieved the greatest economic progress among the
neighbouring countries of the region.

EPIC AS A CULTURAL PHENOMENON

Abstract. This article discusses present national peculiarities, genre properties, plots of
Kazakh epics and the results of research on their opportunities. Newest guidelines had been provided
for the future researchers. The article helps identify the traditional mentality, mindset, national
thinking system of the Kazakh nation, typical peculiarities of epics and the paths of their development.
Furthermore, the article covers views on the collecting, publishing, studying the spiritual and artistic
heritage of our nation; unveil and popularize its cognitive, moral and aesthetic property; analyze and
evaluate the works of poets, writers and singers of epics, continue their fair tradition; as well as views
on the Kazakh folkloristics. The article dedicated to the epics focuses on the artistic system and
elements of the ancient Kazakh epic poems “Kyz Zhibek”, “Kozy korpesh — Bayan sulu” and the tale
of “Er Tostik”. The article has been written for the students of Social Studies.

Introduction. There are so many nations in the world and as many national peculiarities and
traditions. If time excludes the obsolete of the traditions, generated by the innate character and living
conditions of each nation, and turns the best ones into a public value, this alone would be helpful for
harmonic advancement of the nation along with the flow of humankind history. Epic poem is the genre
of folklore that has been born in ancient unremembered time, has developed, improved and survived
till the modern days. Hereditary customs, didactic genre — tolgau, aphorism, memorial songs, estirtu
(song-announcement of death), farewell song, lyrico-publicistic poem, aitys, historic songs — Kazakh
poetic art is extremely abundant, its contents is attractive and its artistic types are complex. As the
eternal source of the nation’s wisdom — epic songs were born on the basis of the historic and social
conditions under which our people lived for thousands of years. They have become a valuable treasure
that describes the heroic tradition, national customs, and spiritual power of the nation. The epic songs
— being the most complex in the art of declamation — retains the great aura of life and struggle
experienced by our nation. During the ages of difficult nomad lifestyle, despite the wars, conquests
and steppe murrain our ancestors managed to keep and pass on the main “idea” of these songs from
father to son, from mouth to mouth. Speaking about the histry of the epic songs, some scientists
differently mention the social structure of ancient nomad tribes, such as saka, massaget, hunnu, wusun,
kipchak and goktiirks. The Saka worshipped the sun, earth, fire and wind and they had a cult of the
hound. They were ruled by women. Matrimony appeared in XI century with the inhabitance of the
Hunnu. The tale of Er Tostik tells about this fact [1].

Research findings. The genre of Kazakh epic can be divided into 10 groups [2].

Epics are the indispensable part of the nation’s spiritual culture. They illustrate the historic
traditions, ideals and worldview principles, spiritual values and aesthetic perception of the nation.
Heroic tales and songs command a large part in the Kazakh folklore. The oldest epics are tales. In a
tale epic mythology and life are interrelated. Tales of many nations are similar in their plotline
structure. The story of the tale is always told by the storyteller. They tell stories about daily lives of
people (life tales), fantastic stories (fairy-tales), stories about the relationship between animals and
people (animal tales) and interesting adventures of a tale character.

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“Literary research is necessary not for the research itself, but for the value of the nation and
culture of the generation”. Each epic story contains moral, ethic and philosophic idea. They focus not
only on the physical powers of the character, but also on his/her mental and emotional abilities. One of
the epics studied very deeply is “Kozy Korpesh — Bayan Sulu”. There are lots of valuable thoughts and
notes about the history, characters, expansion, artistic peculiarities and genre properties of this epic
song. However the statement of the era when this epic song originated has not been made yet. When
we analyze the nature of the epic songs, we need to take into account the works done by Russian
folklorists. For instance, V.Y.Tropp says in his work that heroic epic songs illustrate a certain historic
event, cherished dreams of people and their own view on historic facts. Comparative analysis on epic
songs help identify their artistic appearance, main idea and story being told.

Among the epic heritage of Kazakh nation the song of Kyz Zhibek still hasn’t lost its scientific
actuality. Scientists, researcher R.Berdibayev gives his own fair evaluation of the song: “Kyz Zhibek”
is one of the valuable songs generated by the wisdom of Kazakh nation. It can be argued that this song
is the most perfect version of the art of epic storytelling. Song of Kyz Zhibek is not a myth, it is a
historic event with characters who really lived.”[3]. The main characters of the song Tolegen and
Zhibek truly loved each other. The image of Zhibek is the symbol of beauty, the pride of Kazakh
nation, a spiritual monument. Talented poets and singers have sung the song of Kyz Zhibek as a
wonderful romantic epoch, thanks to whom it reached our days. Not only it reached our time, but also
became an inalienable part of our modern culture.

The role of singers in the development of epic songs is special. Songs performed by poets and
singers are warmly accepted by the demanding and fastidious audience. It is doubtless that continuing
to study those epics is highly important. It is crucial to keep and develop that invaluable treasure
inherited from such great persons as Zhambyl, Nurpeis and Muryn Zhyrau. That needs knowledge,
experience and skills. There is a great opportunity nowadays to collect the examples of our cultural
heritage, study them and use them by adapting them to our modern days. It is necessary to save that
precious value that demonstrates the life, struggle and dreams of the nation and make it useful for the
coming generations. Any epic of any nation has several versions. When we revise the idea, contents,
plot and image of all versions of Kazakh epics, their texts don't always correspond [4]. Nevertheless,
the subject of people’s view about life and environment is common to all of the epic songs. The works
of poets and bards, their performing peculiarities and abilities can be seen from the message, plot,
forms and images of the song. Performers of the epic songs have been able to sing with respect to old
traditions and also by adding new life ideas relevant to the era. There are many methods for studying
our folklore accurately and systematically. If evaluated in accordance with the modern circumstances,
Kazakh epic studies are not complete yet. Our epic heritages occupy an indispensable and constituent
part of the global folklore. It needs to be considered in the context of national spiritual culture, all-
Turkic scale and as a value of the humankind.

Conclusions. Kazakh epic is a valuable heritage originating from ancient times. It is an
integral from of the critical eye and wisdom; it is a guide that can bring up today’s heroes; it is a
spiritual collection, eternal heroic act, national idea of the society. Although the outer appearance and
form of the epic changes with the passing of time, it doesn’t lose its nature, purpose. Quite the
opposite — it is flourishing and improving. Deep research on the spiritual heritage of the Kazakh nation
— epic songs and epic traditions, evaluation of the purposes and objectives of the epic now in
XXI century helps to identify the main nature of the epic, its language, meaning, artistic idea and
message. All of the abovementioned proves that epic is an incomparable phenomenon not only for the
present, but also for the future generations.
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Absract. The article deals with a notion “conflictogen” and its function in the process of
mediation. The notion “conflictogen” correlates with the terms such as conflict markers and irritators
performing the same role on the background of a conflict. An invasive role of the conflict irritators
denotes to the linguistic tools that communicators use in a dispute following their own aims. The role
of negotiator does not also help parties to find out mutually accepted solution but also on the first
stages neutralizes the conflict irritators, define values that each party stays with. Linguistic irritators
can be presented on the lexical, phraseological, syntactical and morphological levels. At the same
time it can be realized in the forms of manipulative tactics such as fascinating tactics, tactic of
“disheveled feather”, tactic of “hidden reproaches”, proved argumentative tactic, tactic of treat,
tactic of the principle positions that are mostly used in the case of confrontation.

Keywords: conflict irritators, conflictogen, conflict markers, competition tactics, conflict behavior

Introduction. The idea of overcoming the difficulties within a conflict is getting more and
more popular nowadays. Conflict resolution as a notion attracts attention of modern scholars from
different sciences. Such tendencies allow to deep into phenomenon from different perspectives. At the
same time the important role belongs to the strategies that have to be chosen in order to deal with
parties in a dispute. Communication as a process of opportunity to achieve a negotiating goal on the
way of peaceful resolution predicts the presence of highly qualified skills of participants to deal with
their emotions, expressions. In cases when the third party is involved, e.g. in mediation or facilitation
process, negotiator is becoming entitled to solve the conflict situation via moderating the discussion
and choosing the most powerful communicative strategies to motivate parties to find mutually
effective solution. The usage of an appropriate strategy depends on the personalities of the parties,
object of a conflict, moods of the parties and their own interest towards the negotiating process.

Important factor in leading the mediation process as well as communication in general is the
moment of understanding the presence of stimulus that while personal interaction at least provokes the
development of communication process. At the same time the inner motifs of the usage of such stimulus
form the development of a dialogue. In case when stimuli are tools with the help of which a speaker
wants to manipulate the others, they start being called as an irritator, conflict marker or conflictogen.

The objective of the article is to find out the role of irritators while the process of mediation
via defining their peculiarities and place in communication strategies in peaceful resolution process.

Irritators are a complex notion that involves investigation from psychological prospective.
That is the reason why most scientific researches towards irritators in conflict are focused on the
attention of such scholars as L. V. Dolynska, L. V. Nazarets, V. P. Sheinov, M. Afzalur Rahim and
others. At the same time most of them draw attention to the necessity of interdisciplinary research
from the linguistic prospective. Most conflictogens are realized in verbal form or with the usage of
paralinguistic means of communication such as gestures, poses etc. Thus the irritators are investigating
by such Ukrainian linguists as L. Bilokonenko, O. Melnyk, and foreign scholars H. Makarenko,
O. Hergie, M. Horbanevskyi, O. Nyktovenko.

Irritators are factors that can cause a conflict. Psychological side of the conflict is formed
according to the values that the opponents stay with. Common values contain veracious judgment,
right of decision, when personal values are depicted in honor and dignity.

Psychologists draw attention to the fact that not all conflictogens cause conflict. Sheinov
points out that conflict escalation is created by the mutual usage of parties of conflictogens in their
speech in response to each other where the first conflictogen in speech can appear accidently under the
influence of circumstances [8, p. 16].

An essential part of a conflict denotes to the communicators’ aims, their personal imagination
towards final result of a conflict and conflict interaction. Thus, aims can be divided into strategic and
tactic ones. The way of conflict prevention can be divided into primary that supports conflict parties
with psychological ways of conflict resolution and secondary that realizes in reducing emotional level
of a conflict transforming conflictogens in neutral verbal expressions [5, p. 200].
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Conflict text is the text with abusive content directed to a particular person or a group of
people, invective lexis in characterizing a person that has already become an object of a conflict while
the text with conflictogen is the text that potentially can make a conflict [7].

Finally Bogatyrioava considers three main groups of conflictogen: those that express dominant
role in forms of order, threat, comments, derision, kidding, recommendation as impulsing category;
those that show aggression that can be caused by nature or mood of a person; self-confidence as
conflictogen. [1, p. 26].

In order to define an intention of a dispute, the important part of this process is to recognize
the context and circumstances of a situation and define the tactic that parties use to manipulate in order
to achieve their personal goals.

Mostly such conflictogens are realized with the confrontation tactics that opponents use in
conflict interaction. The value of the competition tactics is in its influential effect on the result of the
conflict. Negative impact on the opponent’s side can be realized in light form if they can be defined as
positive or neutral or in hard form that can cause destructive effect.

Fascinating tactics are considered as behavior in order to influence other via pointing out the
positive qualities of the opponent. This tactic is supervised with psychological tips that can be
considered as “the less person is interested in success, the easier she/he can reach it”.

The aim of the tactic “disheveled feather” is to make a partner be confused. The idea is to
weaken the principle position of the opponent. It can be realized if a person tries to present his
strategies totally in a totally different manner to the opponent’s one or expressing the lack of his/her
competence in the subject of the discussion.

The third group of the tactics is represented as “hidden reproaches” that uses comments as a
way to provoke an opponent trying to reach the feeling of fault. It can be in a form of reminding “old
faults”, showing small mistakes as much more serious ones, force to take responsibility for the action
that weren’t performed by a particular person.

The fourth group is realized as a proved argumentation when the one party asks another to
reduce their demands on the basis of advantage or legislation.

Another tactic of influence is a treat, it is the most popular tactic of social influence in the
dispute that shows intention to behave in a way that can cause damage to another party in case when
demands would not be accepted. A negative side of this tactic is in the possibility to escalate a conflict
when the opposite side will use the same tactic of treat.

The one more tactic is the tactic of principle positions, when a party proclaims the usage of
definite actions and guarantees their performing. In such a case the responsibility of the conflict results
will be transacted to another party in a form of strikes, boycotts [3].

Conflict behavior can be expressed in the following situation via the behavior patterns such as:

— expressing distrust towards a person or a group of people;

— interrupting and showing unwillingness to listen to;

— constant demeaning of a person’s role;

— making accents on the differences as drawbacks of the opponents;

— non-accepting somebody’s points of view;

— quick-ending of communication process that causes negative feelings;

— portraying one-side point of view;

— constant lessening of the other’s contribution;

— fact of insincerity in expressions.

Thus, the most productive and proved conflict markers are verbal because language is a
complex system of symbols with its peculiarities that create the appropriate conditions for interpreting
different circumstances of people’s interaction, including a conflict.

Lexical markers can be tools that realize the critics, disrespect, and offence to the opponents. It
can be represented by connotative marked lexis that causes negative emotions because of the
description of ethic, esthetic behavior, actions or speaking skills.

Invective lexeme includes emotional and evaluative words and word expressions, the usage of
which doesn’t correlate with stylistic background of discussion, no morality norms. This category is
presented by lexical units of lower register such as non-standard language, vulgarism although literally
words can also be present. Expressions can be explicitly or implicitly marked. If in the case we can
consider conflictogen based on the negative usage of non-standard language, implicit lexis has to be
investigated within the context and collective memory of a particular concept where conflictogen can
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be analysed on the criteria of discredit [4, p. 193]. In addition to this conflictogen can be expressed by
lexical units being portrayed as:
1) words that express distrust “you lie to me”, “I don’t trust you” etc.;

2) words for demeaning insult: “...you are unteachable”, ““...Look at her ears. They belong on
a Martian”, ““...Or look at the mouth on this one. You could put your whole head in it...”;

3) words as a threat;

4) word-derisions: “monsters”, “lop-eared” etc;

5) words expressing comparing: «as a mule», “you’re worse than those goddamn tree roots”,
“Like the Turks they are burning everything!”;

6) expressing negative attitude: «I don’t want to talk with you”, etc.

7) words that obligate such as “you must”, “you are obliged”;

8) words to accuse: «because of you», «you are the reason of my failure” etc.;

9) categorical words such as “always”, “never”, “nobody” etc.

Phraseological markers is also available while expressing the attitude towards a conflict
situation forming phraseological units with evaluation of conflict behavior of parties, evaluation of
linguistic skills, personal characteristics, physical interaction, conflict as a notion.

The usage of proverbs with polemic conflict directed component in communication serves as a
connotative markers that contain negative assessment in the form of irritation, irony, disappointment
etc. Such a tool transforms a speech unit into conflictogen forming the following scheme: intention —
information — argumentation — persuation — influence — summarizing [6, p. 155].

Morphological markers are represented by imperative mood of verbs in expressions,
demonstrative pronoun, negative pronoun such as nobody, nothing, attributive adverbs.

Syntax markers can be represented by repetition, when some elements of an expression are
repeated in order to make an accent on the conflict conditions. Question is moving opponents from the
theme to theme, but the conflict markers are phrases that can be reframing in order to paraphrase the
opponent’s thought to show unclearness or doubts. Conflict communicative acts include stimulating
constructions that reflect the person’s will [2, p. 171].

Scholars consider interruption of speaker’s speech that corresponds with rising tone of voice,
correcting somebody while expressing his/her thoughts, lack of staying with ethic norms and non-
natural sweet attitude in expression such as “don’t feel offensive but you are wrong” as conflictogen
factors as well.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. Finally, irritators are the forming part of a
conflict that serves as stimuli for the conflict escalation but at the same time they uncover the
background of the opponents’ values that empower the negotiator to find out mutually appropriate
decision. Conflictogen can be realized in the forms of psychological tactics of confrontation but also
can be presented in lexical forms on the lexis, morphological, syntactical and phraseological levels.

The prospects for further research we see in recognition and definition of the communicative
strategies of conflict neutralization.

Abstract. In this article, we tried to research and compare the manner of writing of two
famous English writers S. Maugham and J. Fowles. We noticed that Maugham signed out three
components of a style: a simple language, clarity of writing and euphony. But in the novels of Fowles
great importance was attached to subtext and paradox in reference to the mythological sources. We
noted that in Maugham’s stories a paradox, subtext and irony were revealed in the portrait features of
the characters but in the novels of Fowles these signs acquired the importance of secrets and riddles.
Both writers could destroy the borders between fiction and reality.

Abstract. An analysis of allusive elements in the British literature is carried out. The statistical
aspects of the functioning of allusions in the British literature of modernism are researched. The key
types of allusive units in the literature are highlighted. Among them mythological, theological,
literary, historical and social, folklore, everyday-life, art and personal allusions are distinguished.
The random samples of the texts of seven authors were taken as the material for the investigation. The
distance between the generated samples of the authors is calculated and the differences in the
distribution of different types of allusive units in the text samples are revealed.

Abstract. The search for a hypothetical Proto-Slavic pre-intonation, hidden in the melodies of
ritual songs for many years, as well as author's melorythmic development of this intonation, constitute
the root material of the creative laboratory of Yurii B. Alzhnev and reflect the neomythologic
tendencies of his work. Thanks to the creative team of the Ukrainian folk music theater "Oberehy", the
composer has the opportunity to realize his ideas in the form of not only composing, but also of
performing interpretations.

In the composition "Meeting of Spring", the means of artistic reconstruction of folklore texts
are used to highlight the elements of musical texture, which encode the primary basis of the subjective
perception of the traditional world view. The sounding of these elements as musical ritual archetypes
corresponds to the cultural codes of ethnic memory. Their manifestation and action in the dramaturgy
of the musical scene is happening through direct citation and reconstruction of figurative content of
the ritual text with the obligatory preservation of the rhythm structure of the chant. This activates the
perception of the esotericity of ritual chants of vesniankas (Ukrainian ritual spring songs). In the
process of composer’s interpretation, the author systematically approaches the holistic reconstruction
of folklore text based on the musical ritual archetype, and also attaches importance to the sacral
symbolism of images of verbal text as the signs of Ukrainian ethnoculture. The integrity of the
performance interpretation of the musical dramaturgy of the piece manifests itself in the dialogue of
vocal and orchestral parties and the use of techniques of theatricalization of musical stage action.

Abstract. The article examines the aesthetic ideal, which is an image of the beautiful,
regulating and directing spiritual and practical activities to its acquisition in the objective form as the
implementation of value guidelines. It does not have absolute expression; on the contrary, it is
historically changeable and depends on many factors, including on the stage of formation and
development of this or that local culture. The converse is also true: according to the appearance of a
formed culture, viewed from a historical distance, one can judge the inherent aesthetic ideal. At the
same time, his mobility is revealed within the boundaries of the culture that he created, caused by its
evolutionary dynamics. From these positions, piano performance is interpreted on a fairly long stretch
of his historical movement with the predominance of the aesthetic ideal of "pure" pianism - "the era of
virtuosos." Its beginning was attributed to the 1780s, the end to the 1840s.

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FERTILITY RITUALS IN OLD GEORGIA
PhD Sikharulidze K.

Abstract. The article reviews the rituals related to fertility observed in the Caucasus, namely,
in Georgia which represent rudiments of the old mythos-religious system. Their Aim was coaxing the
deity of fertility which was a patron of successful life. There is abundance of such actions but this
article covers only some of them. The following calendar customs and traditions are described in the
article: first plowing which had a magic function; visiting houses through which all members of the
collective were engaged in asking for fertility; Berikaoba which was a large-scale festival dedicated to
revival. The symbol of fleece which was described in the Legend on the Argonauts is also discussed.

Keywords: Mythology, rituals, fertility deity, agrarian cults, sheep skin

Introduction. It is known that mythological-religious thinking and the rituals formed based on it
played a big role in formation of traditional society. The life of members of this society was entirely
included in the ritualistic system. For them, the starting point of existence was the rituals as the only true
reality (and not conventionality). The function of initiation-rituals is that they form the type of thinking
and social values which have big importance for the group and civilization (Malinovsky, 1998, p.42).

For the traditional society, all rituals are inherited from gods and mythic ancestors. A human
being repeats the actions performed in the time of beginnings by symbolic behavior and thus expresses
his worship to supernatural forces. At the same time, he contributes to preservation of the universal
order. For the old human, as well as the entire society, it was important to take care about the means of
continuing the life and existence. Therefore, the entire collective performed rituals together with
particular willingness and the purpose of these rituals was to please the divine forced associated with
fertility. One of the first among them was the Earth, because first of all, a human being is a child of the
Earth, residing on the Earth and fed by the Earth.

The agrarian topic occupied a leading place in the ritualistic practice in Georgia not only in the
ancient times, but also in the first half of the 20™ century. Certainly, they had been deprived of the
religious basis that time and often performed an entertaining function, but the trace of old rituals is
clearly seen in these folk customs and rituals.

Caucasus is one of the regions where agriculture was introduced. Multiple species of different
corns and varieties of wheat are observed in this area archaeologically. Archaeological data have
shown that Transcaucasia is the ancient center (7" millennium) of agricultural civilization like
Western Asia. In V-1V millenniums the population carrying out agricultural activities lived on the
territory of Georgia. These people had pits for storing corn as well as stone tools for crushing wheat. It
is clear that agrarian cults and related rituals were formed here in the ancient era.

Results of researches.

Plowing the first furrow. Previously, the New Year started in spring. The earth, the nature
wakes up and the renovation process begins during that time. According to people’s beliefs, the
fertility deity stayed in the underground during the winter period and returned on spring, brought a
new life and abundance. That’s why the New Year ritual was distinguished for abundance of products.
The deity was welcomed with this sacrificOe, people prayed and asked it to give more power to its
fertility and reward the people generously.

Major part of agrarian customs and traditions held in spring and autumn, i.e. when agricultural
works begin and when the harvest is reaped were dedicated to the fertility deity. Meeting the spring as
well as other agrarian customs and traditions were universal and the entire collective (village,
community) participated in the ritual because unlike the family cults, the interests of the entire
collective were included here. Plowing the first furrow was specially celebrated at the beginning of
spring because the annual agricultural works began by this ritual. Existence of the collective depended
on the obtained result. That’s why it was specially celebrated to win the heart of the earth and fertility
deity. Plowing the first furrow had a great importance in the agriculture. The time of plowing the first
furrow ranged from March 20 to the end of the month. When the ground was ready for tillage the
seniors of the village would announce the day of plowing the first furrow. Nobody had a right to start
the spring tillage before conducting the ritual. It was considered that richness of harvest and the earth
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depended on the person plowing the first furrow. Therefore, a person known for bringing a good
fortune was selected.

After announcement of the day of ploughing in the village, big preparations for conducting the
ritual began. During the feast, round breads (symbol of sun) were hung on the oxen horns, fat was
applied on horns which meant giving them a fertility power. In some places, the yoked oxen were led
by a woman which symbolizes the female principle in agriculture. Previously, women had the leading
role in agriculture. Being the first visitor on New Year must also have been the woman’s prerogative
which is seen from the Georgian name of the ploughman (male) - "gutnis deda" (mother of plough).
After use of horned cattle began in agriculture, the men took the leading position and the cult of the ox
connected to the religion of fertility deity.

In places where men where shepherds, women took care of the earth and ploughed the soil as
well. Before the ploughing started in spring, the elder woman of the family would take the
ploughshare or the ploughing equipment in the land parcel and would dig the soil, or "wake up the
soil". When the ploughing started, triangular unleavened bread was baked, lit candle was attached to
the right horn of the oxen taken for ploughing. One-third of the candle had to be lit in the middle of the
yoke as well. The unleavened breads would be broken, each piece of bread would be given to the
oxen. A cup would be filled with vodka and the eldest person would say a toast. It was allowed to start
ploughing and sowing only after conducting this ritual (Jalabadze, 1986, p.36).

The day of plowing the first furrow was considered to be a feast until the evening. People
returned home from the field together, they made a feast together and arrange entertainments and
competitions. Harvesting in autumn was performed according to the rule named "Jvarimamloba". A
cross was inserted into the ground before starting working in the field and a worker would take it out
after finishing the work. After reaping was finished, the workers had a dinner together where each
participant brought a rooster. The reaper would receive the rooster from the hostess only after he gave
her the field cross after returning from reaping. This rooster was called the "cross rooster" and the
common dinner made with the rooster meat was called "Jvarimamloba”.

All three forces of the earth deity system became united in the ritual of plowing the first
furrow: Mother Earth, Place Mother and the Family Guardian. Therefore, both the earth and the ritual
were particularly precious for the collective. They would not allow to transfer any land parcel to others
to prevent penetration into their unity by a stranger who was not familiar with the cult of guardian of
these places and violation of the order existing between the deity and population of that place.

Walking door to door. Ritualistic walking door to door occupied a significant place in
calendar customs and traditions. The ritual participants would visit each family and sing special texts
dedicated to celebration of feasts, blessing, asking for victuals.

As a rule, walking door to door was not an independent ritual but represented a part of any
feast. The main elements of this custom — visiting each resident, ritualistic blessing (mainly abundance
was wished) and giving ritualistic food (primarily, egg) as a gift — make it clear that it is associated
with the name of fertility deity (Sikharulidze, 2006, p.127).

One of the old symbols of fertility, origin and renewal of life is egg (that’s why it was
introduced in the Easter feast), therefore it is not a suprise that the primary sacrifice to the praying
persons visiting the families was an egg.

The door to door visitors never entered the house. The deity which they represented was a
community (or a higher rank) deity. Internal space of the family (house) entirely belonged to the
family guardian angel and the senior deity did not interfere into its locality. The participants would
stop by the door of the yard and waited for the hosts there. By such visiting, the deity made every
family participate in the feast. Maybe it even checked their readiness and generosity to pay them back
as they deserved. Such situation is described in a later legends. The God used to visit families in the
image of a poor man and the God defined their life according to the way they welcomed the guest.

The door to door walking ritual is very old. It dates back to the time when deities did not have
a place in the form of a praying house, cult items or own estates. They used to accompany the persons
selected by them and informed people of their will through them.

Berikaoba and skin symbol. Berikaoba-Keenoba, a feast dedicated to awakening of the
nature and agrarian cult service consisting of various episodes and lasting for many days was the most
large-scale among the spring feasts.

Similar to the above discussed rituals, Berikaoba is also associated with the cult of fertility,
but is more large-scale and enriched with dramatic episodes. Berikaoba underwent certain
transformation over time, but the methods of ensuring fertilization, enrichment of the harvest and
cattle breeding, rich agricultural traditions are seen in these rituals. Characteristic elements of the feast
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are: masks and clothes with animal and human images, warrior Berikas, customs actions (dances,
erotic scenes, marriage) and the main signs of restorable deities.

The participants wore masks, and sheep or goat skin dominated in their clothes. Tavberika (the
main Berika) distinguished himself among them, a horn hung on his neck. He was a King and he had
his "Queen" who was represented by a boy wearing a motley dress and jewellery. Their marriage
scene was played, after which the "King" died, while the "Queen" and other participants mourned his
death. Meanwhile, the "Queen™ was kidnapped. At that moment the "King" came back to life and
returned his wife after a fight. After that boundess amusement began which strongly resembles the
episodes of orgy cults of goddesses of Asia Minor. The necessary elemens of these feasts was rolling
the participants down on the ground which would lead to rich harvest (Rukhadze, 1999, p.211).

Door to door walking where the participants were hosted was a consisting element of
Berikaoba. At that moment the host tried to take fur from Berika. Sometimes Berika would tear fur out
of his hide coat and give it to the hostess. The latter would put it into the manger, nest or on the central
pillar because it brought abundance.

Sheep or goat skin as well as a mask are observed in these rituals. The man plowing the first
furrow used to wear the sheep skin coat covered with hair. Wearing a skin is a ritualistic entry. The
person wearing skin actually personified the deity whose attributed was a sheep.

Sheep skin is a symbol of fertility deity which was represented by the image of a woman and
had a sheep head. Female figures with a sheep head are discovered in Georgia and one of the ancient
among them dates back to the 2nd millenium BC (Muskhelishvili, 1978, tab.10).

Participation of animals in the rituals and increase of their sacral importance corresponded to
the agricultural interests. Therefore, ox, sheep and goat became sacrificial animals and occupied a
significant place in mythological beliefs.

Increase of beliefs and ideas related to sheep is associated with development of sheep farming.
This animal is known for particular fertility and this caused it to become the attribute of th fertility deity.

Generally, the skin symbols were created in the early agricultural cultures which were closely
associated with the cult of the Mother Earth. The sheep and its skin acquired particular importance
among the selected animals of the goddess - it became the symbol of the fertility goddess and the
clothes of her priestesses as a token of sharing the power and secrets of the goddess. From here the
idea of the sheep skin as the symbol of richness and power is created.

Sheep/goat skin used to be hung on the tree, and then on the stick in Caucasus in general.
People used to walk around a certain territory with a stick with skin and this implied that the skin is a
predecessor of flag. The flag personifies the deity and walking round with a flag means encircling the
sacral space.

Conclusions. As we can see, these rituals had a vital importance for the entire society. This
tradition was very strong and this is certified by the fact that people did not forget them and brought
the rudiments of the old mythos-religious system related to fertility almost until the present time. As it
seems, this system had a complicated structure and consisted of various parts. This is proved by
distribution of functions and roles between the participants, the texts to be expressed, actions and
special attire as well as the symbolic meaning of the used items.

The confirmed rituals in Caucasus suggest that the Golden Fleece hung on the tree in the
Legend of the Argonauts were not invented by the Greek people, but are based on the religious-cult
values of this regions.

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Abstract. This article examines the environmental problems of some Central Asian countries
associated with the intensive development of the resources of the Caspian Sea shelf, the degradation of
the Aral Sea ecosystem, the functioning of mining and metallurgical industries in the Fergana Valley,
deforestation, the use of subalpine meadows and steppes for agricultural land, the construction of
various hydraulic structures in combination with agricultural development of the territory,
intensification of agriculture, which lead to the climate change, ozone layer depletion, biodiversity
reduction, desertification and land degradation, destruction of the ecosystem balance of our planet.

The main directions of the solution of environmental problems of the region are considered
through the development and consistent, maximum effective implementation of the state environmental
policy for the formation of modern environmental legislation corresponding to the requirements of the
time, the creation of an optimal system of state management of environmental management and
protection of the environment, ensuring the optimal financing for rational use of natural resources
and environmental protection, high effect investment in environmental protection, attracting the broad
sections of the population to the environmental protection, organizing the environmental monitoring
at the local and regional levels, educating the environmental literacy, environmental culture and
environmental awareness in the human being, and focused training of environmental specialists in the
fields of techniques, technology, law, sociology, biology, hydrology in the countries of Central Asia
and Kazakhstan.

Introduction. Mankind enters to the new Era of its history; its most characteristic feature is
the emergence of the global environmental problems. It already lives in a collapsing world in the face
of an ever-growing cruel ecological crisis that is turning into a crisis of the whole civilization. Global
problems are generated by the contradictions of social development, the sharply increased scale of the
impact of human activities on the world around them and are also associated with the uneven socio-
economic and scientific and technological development of the countries and regions.

Methods (methodology of the experiment). Methods of achieving the research goal are the
application and use of the following methods: general scientific methods (historical method, logical,
analysis, synthesis, system method, functional method); private scientific (statistical method, method
of modeling, method of concrete sociological research, method of socio-legal experiment, comparative
method); special legal methods (formal-logical, comparative-jurisprudence, historical).

This research will be based on an integrated approach to developing the mechanisms for
addressing environmental problems that occur in some regions of the Central Asian Republics - such
as air pollution, water resources, irrational use of natural resources, climate change, etc.

The methodological basis of this research is: sociological, environmental, legal studies of
domestic and foreign scientists, state and public figures affecting the problems of environmental safety
of society and the state, ways and forms of resolving the environmental problems, the studied regions.

The problems of the environmental character are also inherent in the Republic of Kazakhstan. In
most regions of the country, the environmental situation is not only unfavorable, but also catastrophic.
These are the problems associated with the intensive development of the resources of the Caspian Sea
shelf: depletion and contamination of water resources; use of trans-boundary rivers, impact of polygons
of military space and test facilities. The problems of the Caspian and oil and gas pollution are acute
because of the continuing rise in the level of the Caspian Sea. The Aral ecological crisis in a number of
global catastrophes of the world occupies a special place and is a consequence of the largest
anthropogenic interference in the natural environment on the planet. The degradation of the ecosystem of
the Aral Sea also caused the serious socio-economic consequences for the region. A special emphasis in
the aggravation of the environmental situation in the Karaganda region was made by the activity of
“Baikonur” complex, the “Sary-Shagan” military missile test site, and the consequences of the long-term
operation of the Semipalatinsk nuclear test site. A complex ecological situation in the basin of the Lake
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Balkhash was caused by the construction of the Kapshagay hydroelectric complex, in which the state of
the natural complex of the lle zone was not taken into account, which caused significant harm to the
muskrat and fish farms, agriculture and livestock of these places.

The enterprises of the oil and gas complex of Aktyubinsk, Atyrau, Mangistau, Kyzylorda and
West Kazakhstan areas have a negative influence on air pollution. Also, the most harmful
manufactures are available: in Ust-Kamenogorsk, Shymkent, Taraz, Aktyubinsk (lead-zinc, lead-
phosphate, chrome enterprises, phosphor industry, etc.). So, for example, a critical situation has
developed in the cities of Taraz, Temirtau, Pavlodar, Zhezkazgan, Ekibastuz. Aktobe. Almaty,
Shymkent. where the concentration of harmful emissions in the air as much as possible exceeds the
maximum permissible norm [1].

Almost the same situation is in other Central Asian Republics. For example, one of the most
important types of anthropogenic impacts on landscape complexes in the south of Kyrgyzstan is the
construction of various hydraulic structures in combination with agricultural development of the
territory, intensification of agriculture, road, urban and mining industries. As a result of such impacts,
the following environmental problems arose in the south of Kyrgyzstan.

There is a danger of contamination of the Fergana Valley by radioactive and heavy metals. In
particular, in Kyrgyzstan there are 4 uranium production waste storages in the territory of Minkush,
the danger of which is that in case of an avalanche, a landslide, warehouses can be flooded and
radioactive waste can get to the rivers Naryn and Kokomeren, through them to the Toktogul reservoir,
providing water supply of the Fergana Valley. The total area of the pollution is 61,000 sq.m. and the
maximum dose of irradiation is 30-100 micro R/h. [2].

As a result of the consumption of natural resources in mountainous areas (deforestation,
conversion of pastures to takyrs, use of subalpine meadows and steppes under agricultural lands), soil
erosion is spreading, the hydrological regime is being violated and mudflows and landslides are
increasing year by year. Currently, most landslides occur in the south of Kyrgyzstan. The main cause
of landslide processes is the anthropogenic factor, i.e. our careless attitude towards nature and
irrational use of its resources.

With the extensive use of land resources, the areas of natural complexes such as walnut-fruit,
juniper and spruce forests, pastures, steppes, etc., have been greatly reduced. As a result of the
reduction in the area of natural ecosystems, the species diversity of the plant and animal world has
decreased. For example, over the past 50 years, the area covered by forests in the republic has almost
halved - from 1.2 million hectares to 680,000 hectares, including walnut-fruit forests - by
62 %; archaids - 2.3 times, spruce - almost 2 times.

Currently, more than 60 plant species, 18 species of insects, 49 species of vertebrates are on
the list of endangered species. Populations of the red wolf and the river otter have almost disappeared
on the territory of the republic. On the verge of extinction are the gazelle and the marmot.

Further reduction of the areas of walnut-fruit, archaid forests will have tragic consequences
not only for Kyrgyzstan, but for the entire Central Asia, because most sources of water originate in
these forests. And if the forests are exterminated at the same rate, by the year 2020 the majority of
small streams and rivers will dry up and this process will spread to larger rivers.

The problem of reducing biological diversity is one of the most difficult environmental
problems for the future of mankind, since it is impossible to restore a disappeared species in principle.

Deforestation, environmental pollution and other anthropogenic factors cause a decrease in the
species diversity of flora and fauna. The fact is that for today science has convincingly proved that
physicochemical parameters of the environment and natural resources were created by the vital
activity of microorganisms, plants, animals for more than three and a half billion years of existence of
life on earth. And now, without a clear understanding of the role of life of different organisms in the
creation of the past, present and future biosciences, the solution of ecological problems and rational
nature is inconceivable.

In fact, a person, regardless of natural laws, has achieved that nature began to act against man.
For example, the honeycomb is more human in Kyrgyzstan remains under a landslide, as happened,
for example in the village as Tosoy, the intensive mud flows every year destroy the cities, villages,
farmlands and so on. This makes us recall the pessimistic statement of V.Lamarck. “You might say. -
He warned at the beginning of the nineteenth century that the appointment of a person as it is
concluded in destroying your gender, preliminary making the globe unfit for habitation” [3]. The
results of sociological surveys are such that the population is more concerned with crime and high
food prices than with the environmental situation around them.

The environmental factor of the development of society persistently declares its priority. If we
cannot breathe with air, can’t drink water, and can’t eat food, then all social problems lose their meaning.
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Naturally, the question arises as to how to solve my environmental problems. Of course, this is a very
difficult task, especially with the difficult economic problems of our Central Asian Republics.

Solving the global problems, in our opinion, requires the formation of a new environmental
and legal worldview. To overcome the ecological crisis and the consistent solution of environmental
problems, mankind needs a completely new and valuable legal worldview. His scientific and
philosophical basis can be the doctrine of the noo-sphere, in the development of which a great
contribution was made by the Russian natural scientist, Academician V. I. Vernadsky. It is permeated
with the idea of humanism, aimed at transforming relations with the environment in the interests of
free thinking humanity as a whole.

The basis for the formation of a new environmental and legal worldview can be a rethinking
on the basis of modern natural and social knowledge of the theory of natural law and natural justice.
At the same time, the problem of restoring the long-lost healthy connection between man and nature
and the correlation of the legal norms on which a person lives or should live, with natural imperatives
arising from the laws of the development of nature, needs to be solved. When educating, forming an
ecological outlook, these truths must be taken as a basis. Recognizing his life as the highest value, one
must learn to appreciate all life on Earth in order to resolutely re-arrange the conditions of joint the life
of mankind and the nature.

Especially it should be noted that environmental problems should be solved at the level of the
state - the executive and especially the legislative branches of power. It is necessary to carry out socio-
economic reforms, which should be based not on economic but on environmental interests. These
interests should be taken into account when locating the objects of the national economy. Conducting
socio-ecological and economic expertise of possible impacts in the implementation of projects should
become the norm, the work of nature protection and rational nature management should become an
element of state policy.

Results and discussion. On the topic “Environmental problems in the Republic of Kazakhstan
and the ways of solving them”a round table was held where the professor-supervisors’ staff of the
cathedra of Civil Law and Civil Procedure of the South Kazakhstan State University named after
M.Auezov, the Head of the Department of Ecology of the South Kazakhstan District’s Committee of
the Environmental Control Regulation and State Inspection in the Oil and Gas Complex of the
Ministry of Energy of the Republic of Kazakhstan Meyrbekova B.K. and the Vice deputy of this
department Utebaeva R.S. took part; An application was submitted for the participation in the grant
competition for the scientific projects for 2018-2020 years in the priority area: “Rational use of natural
resources, including the water resources, geology, processing, new materials and technologies, safe
products and structures”.

Conclusions. To solve the environmental problems of the Central Asian Republics, it is
necessary to carry out the social and economic reforms, which should be based not on economic but
on the environmental interests.

It is necessary to create the system of special legislative acts in the field of the environment,
the acts of natural resource legislation and the ecologization of the following branches of law -
administrative, civil, entrepreneurial, tax, financial, criminal law; form a mechanism to ensure the
implementation of legal environmental requirements; legislatively regulate the strategy of
environmental protection; to organize the management proceeding not only from the administrative-
territorial, but also the natural-geographical zoning of the country, to create a legal mechanism for
ensuring the maximum effect of capital investments in the sphere of nature management and
environmental protection.

One of the recent trends is related to the democratization of environmental law. This is
manifested in the creation of organizational and legal conditions for the participation of interested
public groups and citizens in the preparation and adoption of environmentally significant economic,
managerial and other decisions. In this regard, it is necessary to solve the problem of education of
ecological literacy, ecological culture and ecological sense of justice among the citizens, to prepare the
specialists - ecologists.
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Abstract. The article is devoted on researching the peculiarities of appliance of criminal
versions construction and verification rules. Authors carried out the comparative analysis of statistic
data of General Prosecution of Ukraine and the results of anonym questioning. It was determined that
grounding of respondents has gaps, that must be removed in proper way. According to results of the
research having been carried out, there were proposed the ways of solving the situation that was
formed in practical and theoretical aspects. First of all, proper changes in educational process must
be done. These changes must include special part about forensic versions construction and
verification in special discipline.

Background. During research general-theoretical issues of construction and verification of
forensic versions it was determined significant gap about the rules of forensic versions construction
and verification. Unfortunately, scientists in forensic area appropriate issue didn't research and finally
lead to inexperience of practical employees and cadets about the rules of forensic versions
construction and verification. In practical activity of investigators, defects, that cause a possibility to
avoid criminal responsibility and raising of criminality level.

Taking to consideration statistic data, being provided by General prosecution of Ukraine [1],
about activity of preliminary investigation bodies there are such defects (see Fig. 1):

According to the results of statistic data, we may conclude about raising of percentage level of
criminal offences that stay unsolved at the end of accounting period. It indicates about low level of
investigator's qualification and also about their high workload, that doesn't allow to carry out pre-trial
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investigation in time. For example, the quantity of unsolved criminal offences during 2013-2014 increased
on ] 9,6 %, during 2015-2016 on 1 %, during 2016-2017 on 14 %. General quantity of f Ukraine.

Results. Low level of efficiency of pre-trial investigation also caused by levelling the rules of
forensic versions construction and verification. Unfortunately, the majority of investigators misinterpret the
definition and essence of proper scientific categories and often mix them. The aim of the questionnaire was
the identification the level of knowledge of investigators, of investigative departments of National police of
Ukraine [2]. The respondents was proposed to answer the questions about the rules of forensic versions
construction and verification, that can often, sometimes and never be used [2].

The answers of respondents can be represented in such percentage correlations (see. Fig. 2.):

As it was mentioned on the Fig. 2 the respondents gave different answers about the order of
the rules of forensic versions construction and verification (rules ranking according to their
meaning) [2]. On cadets and investigators opinion it was determined that the rules of forensic versions
construction and verification must be applied in the next order:

1) Primarily the reason of criminal fact is determined (for further crime qualification) —
60,9 % cadets determined it, but the investigators referred this rule to the fifth place.

2) First of all the investigatory actions are carried out, that can't be postponed or which are
connected with discontinuation of criminal activity (detention, search) and also the result of which has
the significance for verification all or majority of them — 53,1 % cadets determined, but the
investigators referred this rule to the sixth place.

3) Forensic versions verification procedure must take place on basis of proves, that were gathered
in legal way — 53,1 % cadets determined, but the investigators referred this rule to the first place.

In contrast as the majority of investigators suppose the rules of forensic versions construction
and verification that can be often used must be ranked according to the meaning in such order:

1. The forensic versions verification must be carried out on basis of proves, that were
gathered in legal way — determined 61,6 % investigators.

2. Each of forensic versions must be properly and comprehensively by means of gathering
proves for finding logical sequences, that means relatively to each version uniquely may be solved the
issue whether it is proved or not — determined 59,1 % investigators.

3. Collection of proves must contain objective and comprehensive characteristic of all
juridical significant circumstances, that must be identified— determined 48,8 % investigators.

4. 1t is necessary to provide confidention of procedural acts, especially if it's connected with
certain person— determined 47,6 % investigators.

5. First of all the reason of criminal fact is determined (for further qualification of the crime)
— determined 46,5 % investigators.

6. Firstly the investigative acts, that can't be postponed (for example inspection of the
accident location), or which are connected with discontinuation of criminal activity (detection, search),
and also), the result of which has the significance for verification all of the versions or majority of
them — determined 46,5 % investigators.

According to the result of anonym questioning that was carried out between the answers of
respondents there are many contradictions. (see. Fig. 3.) Since, the investigators in majority of cadet’s
opinion often can be applied such rules as primarily the reason of criminal fact is determined (for
further crime qualification) — 60,9 % cadets determined it; firstly the investigative acts, that can't be
postponed (for example inspection of the accident location), or which are connected with
discontinuation of criminal activity (detection, search), and also), the result of which has the
significance for verification all of the versions or majority of them — determined (53,1 % cadets).

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On our point of view the answers of investigators are also contradictive and point about
existence of gaps in theoretical grounding about processes of construction and verification of forensic
versions. This leads to certain mistakes during pre-trial investigation and causes the increasing of
crimes level. Thant's why we suppose these gaps must be eliminated, first of all by means of changing
the educational process by providing in the lectures of criminalistics the issues about the rules of
forensic versions construction and verification.

Next question was about the rules that sometimes can be used during processes of construction
and verification of forensic versions. The answers of respondents are presented on Fig. 4.

As it was mentioned on the Fig. 4 the respondents gave different answers. On cadets opinion it
was determined that the rules of forensic versions construction and verification must be ranked in the
next order:

1) The results of private versions verification are used as the basis for construction of general
versions — determined 56,2 % cadets, but investigators referred this rule on the third place.

2) The sequences that proceed from constructed version may be maximally detailed for
facilitating their comparison with real facts— rdetermined 53,1 % cadets, but investigators referred this
rule on the seventh place.

3) Any of sequences that proceed from constructed version can't be remained without verification
— the verification must be carried out from the position of it’s correspondence (disconformity) of reality —
determined 50 % cadets, but investigators referred this rule on the third place.

4) The forensic versions verification can’t be finished if the version is not verified totally, this
verification must last until the full explanation and eliminating of contradictions — determined
50 % cadets, but investigators referred this rule on the.

In contrast as the majority of investigators suppose the rules of forensic versions construction
and verification that can be sometimes used must be ranked in such order:

1. As a result of verification all forensic versions may be disproved, but gathered proves and
non procedural information must be the basis (outgoing material) for construction of new versions —
determined 62,7 % investigators.

2. Any of sequences that proceed from constructed version can't be remained without
verification — the verification must be carried out from the position of it’s correspondence
(disconformity) of reality — determined 61,6 % investigators.

3. The results of private versions verification are used as the basis for construction of general
versions — determined 25,5 % 56,2 % investigators.

As it is described on Fig. 6., on cadet’s point of view the rules that are not applied during
forensic versions construction and verification can be ranked in next order:

1) The process of forensic versions verification is finished only when all amount of gathered
proves establishes all juridical significant circumstances and eliminates any other explanations of criminal
activity and when this process is changed with actual and reliable knowledge and details of investigated
accident — determined 28,1 % cadets, but investigators referred this rule on the fourteenth place.

2) It is necessary to construct as much as possible amount of logical sequences, that have
different forms of relation with version and with each other— determined 25 % cadets, but investigators
referred this rule on the first place.

In contrast as the majority of investigators suppose the rules of forensic versions construction
and verification that are not applied must be ranked in such order:

1. It is necessary to construct as much as possible amount of logical sequences, that have
different forms of relation with version and with each other— determined 22,1 % investigators.

2. Confirmation of one version may logically refute others — determined 19,7 % investigators.

3. The sequences that proceed from constructed version may be maximally detailed for
facilitating their comparison with real facts— determined 18,6 % investigators.

4. First of all the reason of criminal fact is determined (for further qualification of the crime)
— determined 13,9 % investigators.

5. Any of sequences that proceed from constructed version can't be remained without
verification — the verification must be carried out from the position of it's correspondence
(disconformity) of reality — determined 13,9 % investigators.

6. In process of construction and verification logical sequences special attention must be
payed on those, which are characterized the properties of concreteness, specificity, rarity — determined

Conclusions. Talking about the rules that are not applied during construction and verification
of forensic versions the percentage relation of cadets prevails of investigator's one (see. Fig. 7), but
nevertheless the investigators referred this rule on the first place and the cadets referred it on the
second one. Taking to the consideration that this rule is quite important in context of forensic versions
construction, it’s ignoring lead to negative consequences during pre-trial investigation.

That's why we consider the chief attention must be payed at cadet’s education. There must be
provided special conditions for practical training of peculiarities of forensic versions construction in
different investigational situations within different criminal offences. It will provide consistent and
correct understanding the essence of forensic versions construction and verification procedure. For
providing such changes in educational process we consider special discipline must be introduced. It is
called «Forensic versions and planning of pre-trial investigation» that involved separate theme about
forensic versions construction and verification.

Abstract. Forensic characteristic of crimes is a new and controversial concept of forensic
science.

Fiery scientific discussion is about the issue of elements of the
system of forensic characteristic of crimes, which is a complex comprehensive category, is systemic in
nature and assumes the presence of appropriate structural elements. Summarizing the achievements of
modern forensic science and taking into account the research, we can include the following elements:
1) the subject of a criminal offense; 2) the method of committing a crime; 3) an investigative depiction
of the crime; 4) characteristic of the offender. Forensic characteristic of crimes gives the opportunity
to collect, accumulate and remaking of the information in the process of thinking construction of
information models of events, for the remaining obvious or probable traces (material and ideal) that
are necessary for investigation of a crime. Today the forensic characteristic of crimes is an integral
part of most investigative techniques.

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Abstract. The "new geopolitical architecture" of the East European space has continued to be
determined by the interests’ evolution but also by the Russian Federation actions in that area.
Therefore due to this international framework that are being influenced by the external and domestic
factors, the geostrategic interests of the Russian Federation in the East European space are outlined.

This research analyzes the process of establishing the foreign policy and the interests of the
Russian Federation in the Eastern European area.
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“The New Geopolitical Architecture” of the Eastern European space has been and it continues to
be determined by the evolution of the interests, but also it is influenced by the acting strategies of the
Russian Federation in the area. Thus, taking into account the international context, it continues the shaping
processes of the geostrategic interests of the Russian Federation in the Eastern European area that are
depending on the influence of external factors, but also of the internal ones. In order to better comprehend
the development and formation of vectors of the geostrategic interest of the Russian Federation, it is
necessary the retrospective analysis of this phenomenon. Due to the analyses of the geostrategic interests
that are part of the foreign policy of the Russian Federation, then it is to be noted that in the ' 90, there are
profiling three political currents: the “Westerners”, the “Stators” and the "Civilizers".

Thus, the “Westerners” current highlights the common elements of the Russian Federation
with the West, considering the Western civilization as the most developed and viable in the world. The
Western Liberals in Russia are focusing their ideas on the development model of the Western states,
they believe that the Russian Federation, will achieve the same level over the course of 2-3 years.
Also, the representatives of the” Westerners “current are standing for the deployment of partnership
with the West, especially with France, Germany and the United States. A. Kozirev also formulates the
main national interests in the spirit of liberalism, which consist in transforming Russia into a
democratic, free, independent state, with democratic State institutions, with an efficient economy,
ensuring and respecting Freedoms and Rights of citizens. The main element of the integration strategy
is joining the main international organizations of the Russian Federation with the West. As the US and
European states were considered, "allies,”" Russia seeks to achieve full membership in transatlantic
economic institutions, IMF, G-7. The new concept for the integration of the Russian Federation into
western structures will become a priority in the country's foreign policy [29, p. 76-77].

The second current, is the current, of the "Stators"”, or so-called, “Derjavnichi”. This current is
the most influential in the foreign policy of the Russian Federation. The State representatives pay great
attention to the fortification of the power, stability and sovereignty of the Government, in comparison
with the liberal and democratic values of the” Westerners”. The most important is the National
Security of the state for the representatives of this current. According to their ideology, the “Stators”
are anti-Westerners. They are attempting to obtain the recognition of Russia from the West on another
path, highlighting the role and importance of the economic and military power of the Russian
Federation. The Liberal “Stators” of the post-Soviet period are no longer followers of the One-party
system state. According to their opinion, the liberal values must contribute to strengthening, but not
weakening of the state. The representatives of this current (Primakov, later and V. Putin) are
pronounced for the political stability and the return of the second supremacy and the power status of
the Russian Federation on the international arena.

The third current, the so-called "Civilizers", are considered the Russian values as the main
features and opposed characteristics to the Western ones. The “Civilizers “are pronounced for a wide
spread of Russian values throughout the world. The current, in turn, meets the representatives of two
political groups: the National-Communists, united by the Communist ideas (leader Gh. Ziuganov) and
the second group are formed by the Eurasians. The representatives of both groups are stated on the
idea that, the world is a geopolitical division by the Maritime and Terrestrial battle of powers. The
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representatives of both groups are pronounced for the geopolitical expansion of the Russian
Federation. While the National-Communists are supporting the restoration of the USSR, the Eurasians
tend to create a broader axis of the Russian Federation with allies such as Germany, Japan, Iran, in
order to oppose to the American influence. They found allies from the representatives of nationalist
movements, for example V. Jirinovskii's Liberal-Democrat party. Due to this, should be noted that
both groups are following the critics of Kozarev's foreign policy course, they are defeating him by
supporting and serving the interests of the West. According to the “Civilizers” ideology the Russia's
national interest, is anti-Western [29, p. 81]. The pro-Western policy made by B. Yeltsin and A.
Kozirev, which was the continuation of the first approach of M. Gorbachev that were promoted the
rapprochement of Russia by the West, was criticized by the President adviser S. Stankevich.
Stankevich believes that Russia must unite Europe with Asia, and become a cultural bridge, which will
defend the Russians rights and interests in the former union republics [29, p. 85]. Already in the late '
92 years, the pro-Western course of Russia's foreign policy loses its influence. It was happened
because of the lack of practical results and the criticism of the opposition. President B. Yeltsin
expresses his opinion that the US is the main actor on the international arena who dictates the
conditions of the game. Yeltsin has mentioned that Russia's relations with the West must be balanced
as a reflection on the external policy of the state.

According to this, the “Stators” program is becoming more popular. The B. Yeltsin and
Kozirev hope that the Western support for the Russian Federation and its acceptance and integration
into Western structures has not succeeded. The failure is also observed in the sphere of security, which
is characterized by the lack of Russian support from the SCEO and the reserved relations between
Russia and NATO [13, p. 85].

We can distinguish five stages due to the analysis of the process of forming the geostrategic
interests and of the foreign policy vectors of the Russian Federation from the Russian political leaders
perspectives (see annex 5), and of the electoral processes and from the perspective of the main
documents,—“The conception of the foreign policy of the Russian Federation”, in which are stipulated
the main directions of the external politics.

The first stage of building the main directions of geostrategic interests and foreign policy
coincides with the collapse of the USSR —the 1990-1993 years. Immediately after the collapse of the
Soviet Union, the Russian diplomacy was indoctrinated by the not-so-distant past and it was not so
developed. The first attempts to develop an external policy conception are carried out at the end of the
1980 years, that period was characterized by the presence of excess ideology. The diplomacy of the
90 years has contributed to one of the main roles to build a new Russia under the conditions of the
international environment that is in a permanently dynamism. The USSR was manifested on the
international arena as a superpower but it faced with a political-psychological problem, which was
opposed to the capitalism, while to the new Russia was given the role of manifesting itself as a new
democracy. According to the scientific sources framework, the period from 1992-1993 years is
characterized as one with a lot of the changes and transformations in the post-Soviet space. The
administration of the Russian Federation has avoided the fact which would indicate the directions, the
vectors of the national interest in the sphere of foreign policy. The Russia is working to persuade
Western partners identifying themselves with the interests of the western democracies community, but
not taking into account the presence of mistrust on their part, which it intends to restructure and
democratize the former union space. The foreign Minister Kozirev is playing the main role in the
formation of the vectors of geostrategic interests and on the Russia's foreign policy stage. The logic of
solidarity with Western states is seen in the support of Russia of all Western actions on the
international arena: the Falling of Yugoslavia (1991-1992) and support for the formation of new States
in the territory of the former federation (Slovenia and Croatia, then Bosnia and Macedonia). Moscow
recognizes the formation of new states, along with the European Community.

It is important to mention that, at that time, the US is not in a hurry to recognize the
independence of these states [25, pp. 19-23]. The Russia's refusal to support Belgrade against
separatists in Serbia and Croatia is a surprise for Western diplomacy. The logic of the new
administration of the Russian Federation resides in, the determination of the State's position in the
process of democratization. President B. Yeltsin is working to persuade the European Community and
the US in its intentions for democratization and westernization of the Russian Federation. The Russian
diplomacy activity in the early ' 90 years consisted in the intention of demonstrating compliance with
the Moscow principle and the right of every nation to the self-determination, both inside and outside
the former USSR.

The policy of decentralization was regarded as the principle, which conducted the nations to
self-determination. Inside, the Russian government is playing a risky game. The local nationalists in
Chechnya, the republics of the North Caucasus, Povolgia demand the right to self-determination. Due
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to this policy, the elites of the autonomous republics and the developed economic regions gave support
to President Yeltsin in the 1996 elections. During this period, Russia's foreign policy is characterized
as a continuation of internal policy. The Russian government was destroying the remnants of the
previous bipolarize world order of the Soviet system inside the state, and it was contributing to the
creation of a new unipolar world order by strengthening the presence of the United States on the
global arena as a unique Superpower. Each step carried out by the Russian Federation was regarded as
evidence of the supporting the Western values. The US and the EU are discussing the new world order
and the creation of the global democratic society.

The peculiar feature of the ' 90 years is that Russia cannot actively manifest its geostrategic
interests and foreign policy on the international arena. It didn't even exceed the effort to manifest
them. The increase of the US influence in the Central and Eastern Europe, and in the ex-Union
countries, did not cause protests from the Russia Federation. Russia does not even manifest the
opposition to the American conception regarding “the promotion of democratic values”, which was
asserted on September 1993, on the contrary, it welcomes this policy, considering it as a strategy that
can benefit it. The concept promotes the democratic values and reforms in the States of the former
socialist camp, especially in the Member States of the Warsaw Treaty, the main aim of which is to
focus on the removal of the countries of Eastern Europe from Moscow. The countries in the region are
reoriented from the economic perspective to the European area, and from the political and military
perspective they need to collaborate with the US. Thus, in the newly created context, the US becomes
the most influential political actor in this space, taking over the role of the old European states leaders
Germany and France.

Due to the expansion of western democratic conception and values, Russia does not gain any
advantage. On the contrary, the passive attitude and the loyalty of Russia towards this process lead to
the fortification of the US presence in Europe. In turn, the US and the EU accept Russia's request to
join the most important international financial bodies-the International Monetary Fund (IMF), the
World Bank (WB) [27]. The Russia's cooperation with these institutions was the main precondition for
resisting the economic crisis, as a result of the "shock™ of E. T. Gaidar's government. It is important
that the facilities awarded by the international financial institutions to the countries of South Eastern
Europe do not also refer to the Russia case. The Western partners have their reasons regarding Russia:

1. firstly, it was important to finalize reforms in the former socialist states with the aid and
support of the West;

2. secondly, the interest of international creditors, it was important to impose to Russia
government to pay all the financial debts and with the percentages together with the basic amount of
was to exceed the initial amount credited:;

3. thirdly, the obligations assumed by Russia on the lending policy offered to the international
financial institutions the opportunities to influence the economic policy of the Russian government.
The credits were granted on the basis of harsh conditions which allowed the control by the
international organizations on the debtor's state [14].

The first half of the years is characterized not only by the breaking up relations with the ex-
socialist states, but also by the distant relations with the countries from the Near East, South Asia,
Latin America. Firstly, Russia withdraws from the world's regions, from those States with which the
former Soviet Union had not too distant political-military collaboration in the past. It also loses
geostrategic positions on the international arena, including in the Eastern European area. This
diplomatic withdrawal from the international arena is explained by the rational use of natural resources
within the country. On the outside, this process is appreciated as a conscious retreat from the
international arena to avoid competition with the US.

During this period, for the first time in history, the Russia's internal policy becomes the
element present in Western political discussions. The former USSR was always led by the principle of
not subjecting the state's internal situation to the discussions. This principle has also been fixed in the
Helsinki Act of the 1975 year on the State law to choose its own political regime. In the 1992 year is
signed the Charter of the Russian-American Partnership on Friendship Relations, during the visit of B.
Yeltsin in Washington. In the preamble, but also in a few articles, the principles that the Russian
Federation was going to respect in promoting the domestic policy with US support: the principles of
society's democracy, respect for human rights and freedoms, respect for Minority rights, including
national ones. Thus, it is the first case in the history of Russia when, in a document signed with a
foreign state, it is subject to the analysis and regulation of the internal situation, both the political and
economic spheres of the country. According to this document, Russia is basically taking responsibility
for recognizing US law as an informal arbitrator in assessing the domestic reforms. Due to the sources
from diplomatic frame, the theme “homework™ was submitted to Russia-a set of the moral-political
obligations which the Kremlin has assumed to pursue in order to set up the reforming and
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democratization processes of the state, but also of closeness to the United States. The same document
stipulates the issue of the Common Security of North America and Eurasia, according to which the
security becomes inseparable from Vancouver (Pacific Ocean port at the American-Canadian frontier)-
to Vladivostok. The Russia is related its national security to the security of NATO's Member States by
signing this document. According to the conception of Russian administration, Russia's security will
be ensured in the context of co-operation with the North Atlantic Alliance. Thus, it begins the
formation of the “quasi-allied” relations between Russia and the US [8].

According to A. Pikaev, since the middle of ' 92 years, Russia has four specific goals-the
withdrawal of the army as urgently as possible from the former union republics, the covert support of the
passage of armed forces under the jurisdiction of former Union republics, ignoring the separatist
tendencies, sanctioning the participation of external forces in resolving conflicts in the post-Soviet space.
Initially, President B. Yeltsin does not oppose to the Ukraine's decision to pass under the state's jurisdiction
a considerable part of the army of the former USSR. President Yeltsin signs the agreement on the collective
security of the CIS thus creating in the 1992 the Ministry of Defense. Until the ' 93 years, the Russian
Government supports the national identity policy, that was formulated by the Minister for National Affairs
V. Tishkov, who admits the annulment of the ethnic principles and the autonomies of the new states. The
Citizenship Law is adopted on the 1991 year by imposing the priority of individual and not collective
priorities, according to which the Russian citizens are, recognized all the residents from the Russian
Federation territory. Thus, the principle of ethnic identity is annulled [1, p. 104]. The Russian Government
refuses any liability regarding citizens from the foreign States, despite B. Yeltsin's assertion to defend the
interests and rights of citizens living outside Russia. A. Kozirev states that Russians outside Russia are not
presented any threats, by the fall of ' 92 years.

Already in the early years from the collapse of the former USSR, the Russian Federation
manifests interest in the diplomatic perspectives to the Eastern European countries, particularly it
manifested interest to the former union republics. Thus, on the April 23, 1993, the President of the
Russian Federation, B. Yeltsin approves, “The concept of the foreign policy of the Russian
Federation” [19], the main objective being, “the establishment of positive diplomatic relations with the
neighboring countries” for the purpose of overcoming and under non unintegrated processes in the
former USSR's space. Another priority of foreign policy interest is the attribution and assurance of
Russia's role in the world's influence balance, including the status of Super-power [34]. In the Yeltsin -
Kozirev project, Russia had to co-operate with the West the becoming part of it by losing its own
identity. As a result of the parliamentary elections on the ' 93 years, the trend of integration into
Western space is replaced by the anti-Western. The victory of the Nationalist Party of V. Jirinovskii
was a response to the neglect of the state of the armed forces. As a consequence, A. Kozarev seeks to
improve the Russia's foreign policy vector, due to the voters ' wishes and preferences. The Foreign
Minister Kozirev announces that the territories of the former USSR will become the sphere of
primordial interests of the Russian Federation by imposing military presence in the regions where
traditional Russia has dominated.

In this context, Russia elaborated the theoretical basis for its armed interventions, which in
turn reinforce the political-military behavior of the Russian elite in Moscow and the Russian
minorities in the new Independent States. Thus, on the November 2, 1993, the new Russian military
Doctrine was adopted, which establishes ten sources of external military hazard, among which six
offer the possibility of military intervention in the so-called immediate abroad:

a) Existing or potential local conflict zones, particularly near the borders of Russia;

b) Violation of the rights, freedoms and legitimate interests of the Russian citizens abroad:;

c) Attacking Russian military targets abroad,

d) Preparing military groups to enter into Russia or its allies;

e) Expanding military blocks at the expense of Russia;

f) Armed challenges at the borders of Russia or its allies [3, p. 310].

The Russia's government also initiates the signing of the Agreement on the creation of the
Community of the Economic Union. The Russian Federation's leadership refuses to co-operate with
NATO and, respectively, participation in the, Partnership for Peace because of the opposition within
the state, drafted for military co-operation with NATO. The changing vector of the interests and
foreign policy of the Russian Federation is a tactical cession at that moment, rather. As a result, the
“Stators” or so-called, “Derjavniki” formulated an alternative plan of the Western course, the one, “the
Eurasian”, reorienting the vector of interests, but also the foreign policy of the Russian Federation
versus the Asian and Middle Eastern space. The opposition has pronounced for more active
cooperation with Asia and the Near East. In this context, the Russian foreign minister A. Kozirev is
deciding to intensify the relations of the Russian Federation with China and India [8].
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The cooperation with the former Union republics becomes the main strategic direction of the
Russian interest and foreign policy. The Political leaders start from the rhetoric on the great
responsibility of the Russian Federation for the post-Soviet states. B. Yeltsin announces under political
pressure that Russia must intensify its military presence in Georgia, the Republic of Moldova,
Armenia and central Asia. In this context, Kozirev underlines the importance over of the territories of
the former USSR as “areas of special status for Russia's interest”, and he promoted idea that involving
the NATO and OSCE forces to resolve the conflicts is no longer valid [33, p. 97-107].

The first elections on the December 12, 1993 in the state Duma have denoted a sharp decline
in the popularity of the presidential force and an increase to the nationalist disposition. The enthusiasm
is deception in, for co-operation with the West, from which the liberal society was awaiting support
and help, the democratic solidarity, and the US are blamed on the involvement in the State affairs. The
idea of national identity loses in actuality as a result of the parliamentary elections, and the notion
regarding the integration with the West suffers failure, it being rejected by the Stators opposition
coalition. Also, the numbers of events contributed to the victory of the state's Westerners: The West
did not have an interest in Russia as an independent country. Secondly, the internal political context
led to the victory of the Stators over Westerners [33, p. 108]. The conflictual areas are also appearing
on the territory of the former USSR. The leftist opposition blames the president for neglecting the
national interests and also for the promotion of a Western policy.

Due to this framework, on the 1994 years, foreign Minister A. Kozirev called the interests of
Russia as “special interests” manifested over the territories of former republics. Though the Russian
politics symbolize a new trend in the ISC area, the reality of the mid-'90 becomes more and more
contradictory. The war in Bosnia on September 1995, with the intervention of NATO troops in this
country, become the subject to harsh criticism in the Russian Federation, not just to the Western
powers, but also to the President and Foreign Minister Kozirev who stay for the opportunity not to
avoid this intervention. There is also a decrease in the popularity of President B. Yeltsin, and on the
contrary, an increase in the popularity of anti-Western forces in the Russian Federation. In the West,
however, the NATO enlargement perspectives processes to the East are considered a threat and
pressure on Russia [8].

The period between 1996-2000 years becomes the second stage of the geopolitical interest and
the extensive policy of the Russian Federation in the Eastern European area. The foreign policy takes a
new course due to the presidential election of 1996 years and the appointment of E. Primakov as
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation. The new minister is attempting to revive
Russia's status of super power that previously was promoted by actively diplomacy; however,
E. Primakov's policy does not bring reforms and successes in Russia's economic development. The
intention for integrate of the former union republics into a common space is dictated by the
geopolitical logic, but not by the economic one. The Russia's economy was in a decline, which did not
attract the investors from the West [33, p. 43-44]. The appointment of E. Primakov as Minister of
Foreign Affairs of Russia can be considered as the end of the pro-Western course of the Russian
Federation. Although the central idea of the new foreign minister is focused on granting to the Russia
the status of overlapping in the state's interim, Russia has faced with the phenomenon of separatism
and instability (especially this instability is present in one of the most Southern regions-Chechnya).
E. Primakov and his followers did not believe that the course of international politics is formed under
the influence of cooperative tendencies. They considered Russia, as power capable of defending its
land with its own forces from a historical perspective, and the main purpose which consisted in
maintaining this Status [33, p. 115].

The Stators (a good ex- Westerners) were pronounced to keep the Russian Federation of
overlapping status, which seeks to ensure and achieve its interests by emerging from the sphere of
influence in the international relations frame. The terms of national idea, high power, Eurasia-terms
are often used in the lexical of Stators in the speeches of politicians. E. Primakov, in the governance
programmer, focuses on two elements: 1) The idea of bringing Russia back to the international arena
and retaining the United States ' unipolar ambitions in the coalition with other States in the context of
the multi-polar world, and 2) the integration of Post-Soviet space under Moscow control. Primakov
believes that the Russian Federation must lead an active foreign policy coming out of these principles,
and in relations with the West it must be driven to emerge from its own interests. He also exposes his
opinion on the multipolar system. According to the new Russian minister of practice, Russia would
soon become dependent on other stronger states, and Russia in order to preserve its geopolitical
importance on the international arena had to become an independent power pole.

The logic of the Stators is simple-force dictates force; the Russian Federation lacks the
sufficient strengths, the lacks voice on the international arena under the unipolar conditions. Therefore,
according to the current opinion, the "Stators", Russia in relations with the West, must refrain with the
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US from cooperating as the most powerful geopolitical actor. The Russian Federation must lead to the
principles of influencing the creation of alliances, and Russia only needs to have benefits from the
presence of potential conflicts and contradictions that exist in the world politics, such as between the
West and the Muslim world, or Asian and Muslim states. According to the new conception, Russia
had to lead a multilateral policy in the world and its important aim to develop balanced relations with
both Western and Asian countries.

According to E. Primakov the Russian Federation is a Western state, but also Asian one from
the geographic location perspective. It is also Europe and Asia, and this geopolitical location plays an
important role in the formation of the foreign policy of the Russian Federation and in the process of
training its national interest. Thus, the geostrategic interests of the Russian Federation, according to
the external policy concept of 1998 [22], it includes the relations not only with the US or Europe, but
also with China, India, Japan. Russia would cease to be a power to hold the role on the international
arena outside on this geopolitical framework. The Russian Federation must take into account the
geopolitical and historical values in the process of establishing the relations with all these States. The
Stators are pronouncing for the creation in the post-Soviet space of a well-integrated area, where
Russia would return its main role of establishing the relations between the former Union republics.
The geopolitical interests of Russia have a more pragmatic character extend beyond the boundaries,
the sovereignty area, and the foreign policy course [33, p. 118-122].

The new minister leads a moderate foreign policy, thereby consolidating the position of the
Russian Federation on the international arena, cooperating with the west where possible and avoiding
conflicts, where it might arise. The priority of E. Primakov policy include two aspects towards the
relations with the West,: 1) The UN's support as a basic institution, which imposes the rules of
international conduct on States, and 2) the development of close relations with influential States
outside the Western sphere, such as China and India [24].

An important role of Primakov's policy is the adaptation of Russia to new realities under the
conditions of NATO's eastward enlargement. The NATO's enlargement was seen as a direct threat to
the security of the Russian Federation. Due to that in the 1997 years Primakov is signing the document
regarding the relations and cooperation in the security field between the Russian Federation and
NATO. According to the document, the Russian Federation lacks the right of veto, however, and
NATO's intervention in the Balkans has demonstrated this fact. The document is subject to criticism in
Russia, especially by Ziuganov. Primakov strives to increase the economic and military potential of
Russia, as a Stators. Although, Primacov does not continue Kozirev's policy of accession to the
Western organizations in the economic sphere, but it creates Russia's independence from these
institutions, because of the intention to bring Russia back to the international arena through the supply
of raw materials on the West markets.

Despite Primakov's efforts to restore Russia's economic independents, however, at that time,
the country held a debt of 17, 5 billion U.S. dollars, while the internal budget constituted $20 billion
U.S. The difficult budget is increasing, as a result of the government's inability to demand credit; it is
starting with Yeltsin's reforms. The IMF requires the exact execution of the lending conditions, in turn.

In regards with the US relations, E. Primakov expresses its disagreement with the imposed
sanctions made by the US to the Yugoslavia and Irag. According to Minister Primakov, there were
three reasons why Russia did not advocate American intervention in these states: 1) The negative
attitude of the Russian Federation towards “One polarity”, unwilling to follow the US; 2) The
imposing debts of the Iraq 7 billion against Russia, which could not be returned without the annulment
of sanctions; 3) The increasing economic agents such as “Lukoil”, which tended to conclude the
agreements with Iran and the Arab market in general. The NATO's intervention in Belgrade in March
1999 changed the structure of the Russian-NATO-Russia relations. The NATO's actions were
considered by Russia as violating the of the Helsinki Act rules on respect for the States sovereignty.
Russia ceases its work in the "Basic Act", reaffirming its mission in Brussels and urging the NATO
representatives to leave the territory of the Russian Federation [33, p. 127-131]. The Russia's failure to
oppose NATO's intervention in Iraq and Yugoslavia, as well as its dependence on Western financial
organizations, makes Russia isolate itself on the international arena.

I consider the extending NATO processes to the East as the main threat to Russia's security,
many Stators, under the newly created conditions, considered timely integration of the ex-Soviet space
for the purpose of self-defense. Primakov's active policy was also supposed to have the geostrategic
cooperation in the economic sphere with China and the Near East.

Moscow considers it necessary to preserve the military presence in these spaces from the
presence of conflictual areas in the territory of the ex-Republic of union states and under the pretext of
defending the ethnic Russians interests outside Russia. Primakov considered it necessary to defend the
interests of over 25 million Russians outside the Russia. On the territory of the Russian Federation
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lived 140 ethnicities. The problem lies in finding a means to restore the transnational identity of the
community on the territories of the former Union states. In 1996, by Order No. 909 is approved the
conception of the national policy of the Russian Federation, which are formulated and guaranteeing
the main multiethnic aspects,, the cultural preservation and development of national traditions, the
cooperation of Slavic, Turkic peoples, Caucasian, Ugro-Fenice, and other peoples of the Russian
Federation living in the Eurasian space”. This project was not so successfully implemented, however,
as Yeltsin and Primakov wanted [20].

The Russian Federation is also interested in returning the valuable economic patrimony of the post-
Soviet area. The conception of integration becomes clear on September 14, 1995, when President
B. Yeltsin signs the Order No. 940 on, the strategic course of the Russian Federation and the CIS States
[28]. “Since the collapse of the USSR the Russian Federation officially declares priority relations with the
ISC States for the first time, in order to achieve the national interests of the Russian Federation and to
create an economic and political union of the integrated States, able to occupy a place on the international
arena”. For Primakov, the integration of the post-Soviet space is dictated by the necessity of ensuring State
security. Primakov’s policy was accompanied by the changes in the establishments of Russia's geostrategic
interest and the return of power status to the international arena. Although this course, it was different, it
had some common traits with that of Soviet politics. Even in the frameworks of co-operation with the
Western states, all attempts to obtain high-power recognition have been unsuccessfully, with only a limited
effect. The majority of the agreements signed by the ISC states practically are not efficient, and the States
accomplished their national self-interest.

The new military doctrine of the Russian Federation was a document that fully supports the
efforts of the Kremlin leaders to ensure the national interests of the Russian Federation that had
approved by the Dmitri Medvedev. The similar stipulations were included in the National security
Strategy [17] and the maritime doctrine [23], both documents remaining valid until the 2020 year. The
peculiar thing of these documents is the fact that the main emphasis does not focus on ideological
confrontation, but more on the ability of participants in international life to secure their own security
through the use of nuclear weapons. The inequality that were resulting from the military capabilities
that hold different participants on the international political processes and phenomena gives them the
possibility of great powers not only to adopt protective positions, but also to use for this purpose all
the means and instruments that emerge from this statute.

The new military doctrine approved by decree of the Russian President on April 21, 2000, it
detects, 13 sources of danger unlike the Kozirev doctrine of 1993, (following the evolution of the Post
Yugoslav and Chechen) and it reconfirmed, in large part, the militant attitude towards of the protection
of Russian citizens abroad, and, in general, against the attempts to undermine Russia's consolidation
on the world's influential Multipolar center. The Russian experts believe that Russia has the
opportunity to maintain its strength and even high power status, one of the arguments being the
existence of historical heritage, the political potential of influence in the world, that are accumulated
by the Russian Empire and by the former USSR. A serious danger is the growing tendency of the
Independent States Community (ISC) from the Moscow's view to exert joint pressure on Russia, i.e.
political integration against Russia (it is significant Russia's negative attitude towards the group
GUAM, insignia under political or military report). According to Moscow's vision, the emphasis, in
relation to the States of the former USSR, must be put on bilateral relations, firmly defending the
national economic interests [3, p. 310]. One of the objectives of foreign policy remains to be the
defense of the rights of the Russian population and of Russia in the new independent States.

The period between 2000-2012 years constitutes the third stage of the geostrategic interest of
the Russian Federation formation. The enter to power of President V. Putin and his team make the
Russian Federation approaches more explicit and pragmatic, and the national-Russian chauvinism is
directed towards the management of relations involving the complete subordination of former
republics Russian to Russia [4, p. 311]. Due to the new leader V. Putin appointment, the geostrategic
interest and foreign policy of the Russian Federation take a course focused on pragmatism, which is a
continuation of the previous policy, but which also has its specificity [34], focusing on pragmatism,
the main Value of the state being patriotism.

The President Putin focuses not only on the ideas of Westerners, in carrying out his interests
and foreign policy, but also he sustained the Stators ideas, intending to create a great power in Russia
[33, p. 157]. Putin is pronounced for the relations of the Russian Federation with the states of Asia,
China, India, Mongolia, North Korea and Brunei in the spirit of the Stators and the politics of
Primakov. Unlike its predecessor B. Yeltsin, V. Putin sees the possibilities and prospects that open up
to Russia, considering the need for the Russian Federation to achieve success in the economic sphere,
not only in the military frame. Thus, according to Putin's statements “to the contemporary international
relations the main characteristic is competition-for markets, investment, political and economic
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influence... and no one will help Russia, alone we're fighting to get a place on the international arena.
With regard to the security threats, the main threat is a terrorist action on the outside. Asserting, no
one intends to fight Russia, "he referred to the States, but not to terrorists”. That is why the Western
support in the fight against terrorism is one of the principles of foreign interests and policy of the
Russian Federation.

Putin's policy is focused on the ideology of Liberals ready to suppress the pro-Western course,
but also of the Stators, who are deciding to bring the Russian Federation back to the international
arena as super power [12]. Russia is drafting a new document after the conception of foreign policy
was made and launched in August 2008, giving it an additional incentive in terms of the role and
mission of Russia's as a pro-active, first-rate actor on the International stage. Russia reconfirms the
desire to build a multi-polar world, in which the international order will be ensured by 5-6 players,
through its national security strategy. Also, the Russian Federation considers that the United Nations is
the central element of the system of stability of international relations, so that there are the equal
opportunities from the point of view of the National Security Strategy, for the states that are based on
the civilizational instruments for resolving global and regional crisis situations.

According to the Russia's new security vision, an increased emphasis of the Russian state
would be expressed by increasing interaction in multilateral formats, such as G-8 (7 + 1), G-20, RIC
(Russia, India, China), BRIC (Brazil, Russia, India, China), but also by the use of other non-formal,
international institutes. The key reference is the building on the footing of a strategic partnership with
the US on the basis of the interests that coincide to the Russia's National Security Strategy in
addressing to the environment security. The Russian Federation "is deciding on a quantified
consolidation of the interaction mechanisms with the European Union, including the consistent
formation of common spaces in the spheres of economy, internal and international security, education,
sciences, culture” at European level. Therefore the Russia's national interests, in the short term, claim
the formation of a transparent collective security system in the Euro-Atlantic area that would have a
basis of contractual law. The Russian Federation is looking for a new role, so that by the 2020 year, it
wants to be propelled as one of the greatest powers. As a result, we could say that the adjustment of all
its strategic acts has a well-established term, the year 2020, and, at the same time, the Eurasian
emancipation trends are visible complemented by the efforts of the European area [5].

According to the military doctrine on April 21, 2000, compartment “The political military
basis” paragraph 5 the main external threats to the security of the Russian Federation are: the territorial
claims against the Russian Federation; the Involvement in the internal affairs of the Russian
Federation; the intentions to ignore the interests of the Russian Federation in resolving issues aimed at
ensuring international security, the resisting the strengthening of the Russian Federation on the
international arena as a Super power in a multi-centrist world; The presence of conflictual points,
firstly, near the Russian Federation and its allies; The growth and formation of groups/forces leading
to the destabilization of the balance of power in the neighboring of the decisions of the Russian
Federation and its Allied and maritime territories; Expanding the military blocks and alliances against
the security of the Russian Federation; Introduction of foreign military forces and violations of UN
status in the territory of the nearby States or the Russian Federation's friends; Creation and preparation
in the territory of other States of armed formations and groups in order to be deployed in the territory
of the Russian Federation and its allies; The attack (armed challenges) on the military objects of the
Russian Federation located on the territories of the foreign States and on the objects and constructions
located near the decisions of the Russian Federation or its allied decisions, as well as in Planetary
Ocean; The movements, directed towards violations of global and regional stability, including the
imposition of obstacles to the activity of the State and military administration system, on the violation
of the functioning of the nuclear strategic forces, The systems for the pre-launch of missile attacks, the
missile defense system, the control of the cosmic space, the storage objects of nuclear armaments,
nuclear energy, nuclear and chemical industries and other objects presenting Danger. According to the
doctrine may be listed as threats to the security of the Russian Federation also: discrimination,
violation of the rights, freedoms and legitimate interests of the citizens of the Russian Federation in
foreign States and international terrorism [11].

The notions such as military danger, military conflict, military threat, armed conflict, local war
or regional war effectively contribute to the attainment and maintenance of a certain region under
political influence. However, Russia is trying to adapt to the new international security conditions,
where other actors are fighting for political, economic and military supremacy, and here | do not mean
those from the cold scraping period.

According to the text of the new military doctrine of the Russian Federation, the North
Atlantic Alliance violates certain principles and norms of international law, through its activities in
various regions. In this context, it is mentioned that there are tendencies to separate the foreign
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military forces near the borders of the allies of Russia or perhaps even their own countries. For these
reasons, the Kremlin leaders will no accept the interference in the internal affairs of the Russian
Federation at all, but also in those of its partners. In this case, the greatest danger is the expansion of
NATO and the proximity of the military infrastructure of this organization of Russia's borders to the
military security of the Russian Federation, as the process of extending the North-Atlantic Alliance
Contrary to Moscow's political and security interests.

Due to the analysis of the military doctrine of the Russian Federation, it is to be noted that, in the
text of this document, no internal hazards were excluded, which mainly pertain to the institutional
construction of State bodies. The authors of the document do not exclude the possibility of attempts to
violate the unity and territorial integrity of the Russian Federation, which leads to the possibility of there
being certain subjects of the Russian Federation who may wish to have a higher status the document that
provides the territorial autonomy, which Moscow's leadership does not accept in any way.

According to the new doctrine, the conceptual theses are based on a fundamental
interrelationship and interdependence between the national security strategy of the Russian Federation
from 2000 to 2020 years [17] and the conception of Socio-economic development of the Russian
Federation for the period up to the 2020 year [21] from the perspective of the Russian National
Security. The National Security Strategy of the Russian Federation would be a mobilizer for the
development of the national economy, improving the quality of life of the population, ensuring
political stability in society, strengthening the national defense, State Security and public order,
enhancing the competitive capacities and international prestige for the Russian Federation [5] all of
these should be achieved by the 2020 year.

Thus, according to the foreign policy of the Russian Federation conception, approved by the
President V. Putin on June 28, 2000, the priorities of foreign interests and policy, according to chapter
IV, “The regional priorities”, the relations with the Member States Members of the ISC, based on the
neighborhood relations and strategic partnership with each particular state and coming out of the
interests of the Russian Federation. The Russian Federation is also ruling on the integration of the
post-Soviet space, firstly, through the customs Union, the collective Security treaty, the Union of
Russia-Belarus. The priority will be the joint efforts to resolve conflicts of the ISC member States, the
fight against security threats such as international terrorism. Of major importance remain relations
with the EU as the main economic partner. In this context, the Russian Federation develops friendship
and Cooperation relations with Western European states such as Germany, France, Italy, the United
Kingdom, but also with the Baltic States and Central and south-Eastern Europe. For some reason,
NATO policy it does not fall within the scope of security of the Russian Federation, often becoming
adversarial. The constructive dialogue and cooperation between NATO and Russia are possible only if
the interests of the Russian Federation with the US and NATO coincides. The Russian Federation is
willing to overcome the times of crisis in relations with those of the US, preserve and expand the
infrastructure developed over the last 10 years. Important for Russia are relations with the states of
Asia and the East, as well as relations with China, India, Japan, and Iran [17].

Due to the analysis of the evolution of the geostrategic interest of the Russian Federation, we
can consider that the period of the 2012-2014 years is the fourth stage. On 12 July 2008, the president
of D. Medvedev approves the concept of the foreign policy of the Russian Federation in the new
editorial. Thus, analyzing the text of the document, it is to be noted that, instead of the term "high
power", the Russian Federation for the first time is called (the important fact) and the largest Eurasian
power. The document discusses the prospects and loss of the Western monopoly on global processes.
The creation of the Union State with Belarus disappears from the list of priorities of Russian
Federation policy. This priority is replaced by the creation of the Eurasian Economic Union, the
CSTO, and the ISC. The document is indicated for the first time by the energy security policy and it is
underlined that the Russian Federation uses all the resources it has at its disposal for the purpose of
achieving its geostrategic interests [16].

Thus, according to the conception of the foreign policy of the Russian Federation, approved by
the President of the Russian Federation V. Putin on 12 February 2013, chapter Il,,,Sovremennii mir i
vnesneaia politika Rossiskoi Federatii’’, chapter 1V,,,Reghionalinie prioriteti’’, art. 42, The Russian
Federation considers the development of two-and multilateral relations with ISC member States to be
prioritized for further deepening them at the regional level, which have not only a common historical
past, but also they have a common potential for integration with the Russian Federation in different
spheres. According to the 43 article of the conception, Russia has friendship relations with each ISC
Member State, on the basis of equality, mutual interest, it tends to intensify the integrationist processes
in the post-Soviet space, and Russia will develop strategic partnership and collaboration relations with
the states available to these processes [18].
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Russia will strive to strengthen also the cooperation and integration in the area of the Eurasian
Economic Union (art. 44), it will actively cooperate with the ISC States on the humanitarian sphere,
preserving the national traditions and heritage (art. 45), it will cooperate in the sphere to ensure the
mutual security, by jointly agreeing against security threats, in the first place of international terrorism,
extremism, illegal trade in narcotic substances, will combat international crime, Illegal migration.
According to the conception, the Russian Federation, will not allow the destabilization of the situation
in the Caucasus in this context. As guarantor of security insurance in the post-Soviet space is the
Collective Security Treaty (CSTO) organization and its transformation into a universal organization
(art. 47). Russia (48 article, PC. A.) will endeavor and work on achieving the potential of the CIS as a
main goal, by strengthening this organization at the regional level, in a forum of multilateral political
dialogue, and a mechanism for cooperation in the economic, humanitarian sphere, the fight against
traditional and new threats. Russia will promote to resolve conflicts in the post-Soviet area in addition
to all cooperation activities with the CIS countries, it would seek the means to resolve the
Transnistrian conflict, based on the respect for sovereignty and integrity of the Republic of Moldova,
by granting a special status to the Transnistrian area, that will contribute to resolving the conflict in the
Mountain Karabachos (art. 49). The Russia's policy priority is to establish and develop relations with
Georgia in those spheres where the Georgian side is available to cooperate (art. 52) [18].

The Russian Federation will hold partnership relations with the US and the EU (art. 54) due to
the realities of international politics. According to the 55 art., the Russian foreign policy is oriented
towards the formation of a single space of peace, security and stability, focused on the principles of
equality and mutual trust. The Russia Euro-Atlantic direction however, has a negative attitude towards
extending NATO to the East (art. 79, 82) [18].

The new restart of Russian-American relations was halted by the return of V. Putin to
leadership in 2012 year with the coming to power of B. Obama in the U.S. and D. Medvedev in
Russia. Thus, the relations between the Russian Federation and the US are in progress again. There are
obstacles which are an impediment in the relations of the Russian Federation with the US. The main
impediment is the US tendency to limit geostrategic and geopolitical actions, including Russia's
position on the international arena of NATO enlargement and missile shield placement in Eastern
Europe, which is contrary to the interests of Geostrategic of the Russian Federation on the
international arena. The event in the Near East makes the Russian Federation limited in its actions
from the former Soviet space, on which the US is trying to impose control.

The period from the 2014 to 2016 years can be considered as the fifth stage of training for the
geostrategic interest of the Russian Federation. It can be characterized by the manifestation of Russia's
aggressive policy and actions on the international arena by comparing this stage to the previous stages,
especially in the ISC area. The occupation of Crimea in 2014 can practically be regarded as a second
cold war between Russia and the West and the actions to support separatist forces in the regions of
Lugansk and Donetsk of Ukraine by imposing embarks on the wine products and fruits originating
from the Republic of Moldova and by reacting to the International sanctions. This stage is also
characterized by the cooling of Russian relations with the West, this process caused by conflicting
disputes regarding NATO enlargement in the East. The Russo-Ukrainian crisis of 2014 year
contributed to the isolation of the Russian Federation, including the cooling of relations with the US
and European States. The embargo imposed by the US and the EU in the context to the Russian
Federation following the occupation of Crimea, President V. Putin brings a series of steps to the
Western powers on extending NATO to the east. As a pretext, the cartel is invoked between the
leaders Great Powers (in format 2 + 4)-German Democratic Republic And the Federal Republic of
Germany, France, the USA, the USSR and the United Kingdom of 12 September 1990 in Moscow on
the signing of the Treaty of sovereignty [7] which provided for the non-admission of NATO
enlargement in Central and Eastern Europe and the non-admission of development Military
infrastructure in the neighboring of the Russian Federation's decisions.

The NATO enlargement has become quite contradictory. In the circles of the politicians of the
great powers, but also in the literature, this subject is given the greater attention. NATO states that
such a promise did not exist [9]. However, there are also the opinions that the US and the EU, with the
aim of granting support to the Russian Federation in the ' 90 years, have given the guarantee of non-
enlargement to NATO in the East. The Soviet side either inadvertently or because of the confidence it
had against the Western powers, it did not sign these decisions. NATO's expansion to the East,
considers some specialists, was possible due to the protocol of the USSR leader, M. Gorbachev. In the
1990 year, in the discussions of the US, Germany and USSR leaders on the unification of Germany,
M. Gorbachev was convinced,” to bring the guarantees and promises that NATO would not expand to
the East, nor by a step”, but did not sign any agreement. The NATO non-enlargement to the East was
the condition submitted by the USSR to the Agreement on unification of Germany [35]. Even though
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the West has pledged the NATO non-enlargement, from the 1990 year to now, 10 former European
states of the Warsaw Treaty have joined the alliance.

Due to the analysis of the enlargement waves of the alliance in the East this process can be
justified by art. 6 of Chapter 2, the conclusion of the Treaties of the Vienna Convention of 1969 on the
right of States to conclude treaties [2] and by art. 3 of the Vienna Convention of 1986 on the right of
States to accede to the international organizations [10].

Currently, NATO's strengthening policy in the East is considered by the Russian Federation as a
failure to comply with promises from the 1990 year by the US and poses a danger to its security. According
to Russian officials, the changes made in the doctrine were necessary due to real threats that are facing
Russia. The modification of the military doctrine of the Russian Federation was made in accordance with
the decision of the Security Council of the Russian Federation on the July 5, 2013. The final version of the
document was approved at the Russian Federation Security Council meeting on December 19, 2014 and
signed by the President V. Putin on December 26, 2014. The geopolitical context of the adoption of the
doctrine was the political crisis in Ukraine, a prolonged armed conflict in the Eastern region, which resulted
in deterioration of relations with the US, the EU, as well as with NATO, but also of changes in the
International relations and the International security environment [5].

The overall context of the adoption of the document relates to the way for the exploitation of
the principles of the categories of resources, especially oil and gas, it is combined with some strategic
errors of the United States, and it led to recreation of geopolitical counterfeits, which it is conditioned
the end of the economic expansion period, integration and European partnership, which began with the
end of Communist regimes in Eastern Europe and the fall of the Berlin Wall in the 1989 year. The
social instability has been installed due to a political system that has proved incapable of adapting to
new changes. As a result, the instability and social contagion complement each other, which is what
the people who took action with the organization of the Arab Spring have staked out. Thus, the
instability started from North Africa to the Middle East, causing the new wave of Islamic terrorism,
this time more violently than the conflict from Syria in which Moscow's opinion was initially
diametrically opposed to that of the United States. The Russian-Syrian bilateral relations brought the
Russian Federation a much-coveted ascent to the international arena, but also the possible desire for
revenge on the part of Russia to compensate for the vote in the UN Security Council on Libya.

According to the military doctrine another threat to the security is related to the rise of the Islamic
state, the main security threat not only for the Middle and near Middle East, for the European Union, but
also the Caucasus region in the sphere of Influence of Russia. The regional context promoted a weakened
EU economic account of austerity policies that have not had an expected effect; on the contrary, it has
exacerbated the economic disparities between States. For example, Eastern Europe is perceived as an
important outlet and a supplier of cheap forces, but it comes with the problems of the large number of
migrants. We can note that the European aspirations of countries such as the Republic of Moldova,
Ukraine, Georgia, are quite complicated to put into practice and are a dissension generator even among the
leaders of the European Union, and this cannot be in the advantage of the Russian Federation, which wants
to maintain them in its own sphere of influence. Another moment, which we can remark, is the location of
the missile shield in Romania and Poland, which has caused a great deal of discontent for Russia. From the
2012 year, through the voice of Deputy Prime Minister D. Rogozin, the Kremlin announces that NATO is
one step away from reaching the limit that will provoke a strong response from Russia. Another moment
that stressed the cooling of Russia-EU relations are sanctions that were imposed to the Russian Federation
by the West [6].

In this context, can also be analyzed the national strategy of the Russian Federation on the
December 31, 2015, NR,. 683 [30], approved in accordance with federal laws on December 28, 2010,
No. 390-F3, “Security”[31] and from June 28, 2014, nr. 172 F-3, “The strategic planning of the
Russian Federation” [32] that aims, according to section 3 of the compartment I ‘The general
situation”,... creating the internal and external conditions for the achievement of national interests and
geostrategic priorities of the Russian Federation. Thus, according to point 8 of the compartment Il
“The Russian Federation in the contemporary world” “it increased the role of the Russian Federation
on the international arena, increased its role in resolving military conflicts, ensuring the strategic
stability and supremacy on the International law on the interstate relations”. According to the
paragraph 12 of the same compartment, the fortification of the Russian Federation takes place on the
part of new threats to security, the threats that have a complex character. The internal and external
policy course of the Russian Federation is criticized by the US and its allies, who tend to maintain the
dominance on the international arena. According to the paragraph 13, compartment I, the process of
forming the multicenter system is conditional on the global processes and regional instability. The
international arena does not diminish the role of the factor of power (paragraph 14) “... near the
borders of the Russian Federation, the militarization and armament process is taking place, it is
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increasing NATO's potential, but also it is violating the principles of International law, the actions of
the Member States of the NATO bloc are taking place near the borders of the Russian Federation, the
location of the US anti-missile system in Europe, the Asia-Pacific region and the Near East are
considered, according to the Strategy, true threats to the security of the Russian Federation. According
to the paragraph 27, in order to achieve national interests, the Russian Federation will focus the course
of foreign policy on the reason and pragmatism. The same ideas are also exhibited in the conception of
the foreign policy of the Russian Federation on December 12, 2016 [15].

Concluzions. Thus, researching the evolution of the geostrategic interest and foreign policy of
Russia, we could conclude that the Russian Federation, over the course of more than 25 years since the
collapse of the Soviet Union, has made efforts to restore the status of the Superpower. Regardless of
the period, the foreign policy guidelines and the visions of the political leaders in the Kremlin, Russia
aimed to prioritize its manifestation not only as a high-level regional power by restoring influence in
the close proximity neighboring, but also by restoring the status and image of world power. The
Russian Federation has structured its foreign policy on five major guidelines of action, namely: two of
them concern the relationship with the United States of America and the EU, while the other three are
targeting East Asia/Far East and mainly China, the East and last but not least, with the former ex-
Soviet states.
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Abstract. Together with the positive changes that have taken place over the past 25 years after
the economic reform, a number of key issues have emerged, the solution of which is often possible by
the combined efforts of rural residents, and their means. In the modern stage of cooperatives’
formation and establishment, perhaps it is advisable, to inform all the residents of the republic,
especially those who are involved in agricultural production, to explain them the essence of
cooperation and agrarian cooperation, their opportunities, the need of their organization, as well as
concrete ways of their effective activity. An obligatory condition should be the active participation and
support of the state in their organization, especially in the current period of their formation.
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Together with the positive changes that have taken place over the past 25 years after the
economic reform, a number of key issues have emerged, the solution of which is often possible by the
combined efforts of rural residents, and their means. The implementation of this major problem can
also be solved by the help and financial support of various international organizations and individuals.
The article is devoted to the first results of its application in Armenia and its economic interpretation.

After independence of the Republic of Armenia in 1991, 339,2 rural communities have been
organized as a result of denationalization and privatization in the economic field. The average size of
their agricultural usable lands is 1.43 hectares, and in the current stage of the formation and development
of a market economy, they are unable to cope with the time trial and to act effectively individually,
because of a lack of conservative thinking, lack of agricultural machinery and equipment, their technical
and moral exhaustion and many other reasons. Under such conditions, it would be correct to evaluate the
current state of affairs and possibilities, in order to activate the cooperative movement and to carry out
effective activities. In spite of some activation during last few years, for about the half of perennial
plantations of the republic are cut, and out of order, tens of thousands of pastures far from settlements
practically are not being grazed. The program of creating a wholesale agricultural market, soil
consolidation program to increase grain production, as well as other programs failed. The population,
especially, youth migration outside the republic does not stop, but on the contrary, it gets new impetus
and in this time as well as from remote, borderline and other rural areas, which are under unfavorable
conditions. With the support of the World Bank in 2011 and within the frameworks of the Project of
Communities’ Agricultural Resource Management and Competitiveness launched the processes of
improvement of pasture use, creation of cattle-breeding consumer cooperatives, provision of them with
agro-machinery, as well as the process of gradual change of the village mentality through trainings and
practical demonstrations. All these became the main ways for the solution of the aforementioned
problems. In the system of solving these problems in the field of agriculture and giving importance to
their role, the Heifer Project International program, agreed to co-finance and take its own participation in
the process of their resolution, that stemmed and from its mission.

The program is considered to be an integrated approach to the community empowerment and
development, where the total population is over 78,000 people. The selection criteria of the
communities are;

— the villages with 500-3500 inhabitants of mountainous regions (highland zones), where
livestock breeding is the main source of livelihood for most households. The approximate number of
project participants is 4,400 in 55 targeted communities. In average 80 participants in a cooperative.
The criterion for selecting farmers’ participation in the project is based on community’s pasture use
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and membership in cooperatives. Each farmer who uses the pastures of the community and has
expressed readiness to be involved in the cooperative is considered to be a participant of the program.

The project is implemented by the "Agricultural Projects Implementation Unit" State Institution
(RA APIU) of the RA Ministry of Agriculture. The organization Heifer-Armenia supports the project
implementation and in order to alleviate the burden on communities provides up to 30 % financial
support to the beneficiary community consumer cooperatives bringing their share to 20 %.

The total amount of the project is 21.33 million U.S.A. dollars, of which the Armenian
government will finance 5.33 million U.S.A. dollars. The loan repayment period of International
Development Association (IDA) is 20 years, including 10 years of grace period.

During the five years of the project implementation, it was generally expected:;

About 11 million dollars of annual incremental results gain.

— The increase of 58,000 hectares of village pasture use efficiency by about 30 %.
More than 3000 hectares of additional arable land cultivation.

Watering of about 80.000 hectares of remote pastures.

— Provision of complete feeding to 66 thousand heads of conditional cattle due to the
reconstruction of inter-village roads.

— Labor productivity increase not less than 20 %.

— 15-20 % increase in budget revenues of included communities.

Provision of all this will be a major challenge for the rural development strategy in future.

After 3 years of program launch in 90 communities of Shirak, Lori, Tavush, Aragatsotn,
Gegharqunik regions’ mountainous areas, more that 70 units of pasture users have been formed. They
also received 99 tractors and 365 agricultural equipment, which are effectively used to improve the
livestock feed and feeding base. Due to them cooperatives provide its members services by 20-30 %
cheaper price, thus gradually changing the mindset of members turning them from a separate producer
to the united producers with joint efforts. For almost 3 years the communities have already gained
considerable achievements in the establishment and operation of the Pasture Users Union (U4). The
cooperatives which have received the technique and managed to provide certain services to the
cooperative members, that is to say 14 of 35, provided 24 % of cost savings only during the first year,
which, we think, is a good index (table 1):

Heifer’s trainings organized on 12 corners, cooperatives development, pasture management
and accounting topics, had a considerable positive dynamics for the abilities of the cooperative
members and the effective use of these abilities in the industry. Particularly important is the provision
of such a precondition for the realization of Heifer support by the cooperative, such as the collection of
the sum invested by him, during 4 years by means of delivering services by provided techniques. It
motivates the cooperatives to use the techniques as intensive as it is possible, and gradually turn the
members from those asking for the help to the producers having business way of thinking.

But for obvious reasons there are a number of problems and difficulties, the solution and
overcoming of which will contribute to the effective functioning and further development of
cooperatives. These problems are;

1. In the first year, the technique was not used at all in 21 of 35 communities, or in 60 %
because of receiving it late, that is to say out of the season, and in the rest part their use started from
the next agricultural year.

1. 2 In some communities there is a too much private equipment and it is difficult to provide
economically profitable work.

2. A great number of members in separate cooperatives, when the cooperative is unable to
provide service to all of them by existing equipment.

3. In a part of communities, where the 20 % of amount was provided by physical persons in
the form of interest-free loan and which is a subject to refund within 4 years, an additional anxiety
occurs among cooperatives from the point view of collecting it and the Heifer's annual share. In spite
of this, all communities have promised to do their best to collect the amounts within the time frames
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envisaged by the contract. In a number of communities the one year term of contract signed with
Haifer expires before the mowing and baling, and the cooperative does not have an opportunity fully
and intensively use provided them technique, provide services and collect money. So they asked to
prolong the term of the contract by 1-1,5 months up to the October and in some cases until the end of
the year. This will enable them to fulfill their obligations prescribed by the contract.

4. 6.In a small number of communities no training had been organized. As a result of this,
they essentially differ from the rest communities, because cooperative members have no established
faith and confidence towards the cooperative. Organization of the trainings will contribute to a certain
consolidation of members and will simplify the cooperative development tasks. It should also be
mentioned that the organization of trainings during the summer tense agricultural season is not
effective from the point of view of ensuring the number of participants and from the point of view of
focusing their attention on presented issues. It is necessary to organize trainings in a period, when
there are no agricultural works or they are not so much. The trainings should be organized on the basis
of the principle "teaching the teacher”, involving relatively active, progressive and knowledgeable
members. In this case the results are more efficient. It's no coincidence that in some communities there
is a will to take participation in the trainings again.

1. It is also important to organize a training course on "Management and Leadership™ on an
experience exchange principle in Armenia or abroad only for cooperative presidents, as far as their
overwhelming majority is unaware of management principles.

2. In many cases, the initiative of cooperative members is low. Most members of the cooperative
are in a passive, uncertain state and can not imagine that the cooperative is their structure, and does not
belong to the president. The initiative is low and among some cooperative leaders. It is important to talk
about the successful cases at first opportunity and organize the exchange of the best experience.

3. There are no signed pasture lease contracts in several communities, as far as there is still no
confidence and trust in the cooperatives. This is also due to the fact that these kinds of trainings have
not been organized in these communities yet. As an important experience for cooperative
establishment and development, it is worth to mention N. Sasnashen’s initiative. 60 hectares of reserve
land was provided to the cooperative, in order to cultivate the land beginning from 2013, get additional
revenues, and use them for the future development of the cooperative.

4. In cooperatives a situation has been occurred, when due to the contract signed with Heifer,
they must collect an equivalent amount of money to Heifer's investment within 4 years, from services
provided, which ultimately will be used to meet the needs of the cooperative. But, under existing laws,
the availability of this amount is already viewed as a profit, causing a tax liability toward the state.
Thus, the cooperative occurs under financial burden in a case when it needs a financial support itself.
Here, again we come across the problem that we need to have a separate low about the cooperative in
our country. Based on the priority direction of agriculture for the republic and as the most important
way of agricultural development, the law should provide preferential terms for the development of
cooperatives.

In order to solve above mentioned problems and for future development of cooperatives, in
general, it is important to take the following measures.

1. Adoption of a separate law on the cooperative or the regulation of the law at the initial
stage, which will enable the cooperatives to receive financial assistance in the form of preferential
loans. Today consumer cooperatives are not allowed to use loan resources, as far as they are not
institutions which pursue a profit. Creation of such a situation will really stimulate the development of
cooperation in our republic.

2. Review the coefficient of the VAT payback of 58.35 million AMD, calculating it not for
the entire cooperative but for its individual members. It does not encourage, but vice a versa impedes
the development of the cooperatives.

3. Cooperatives should be taxed from the point of view of members’ income, but not by profit
tax. There exists such kind of international experience (Holland, Italy, France). These cooperatives
pursue profit, but they are given significant tax privileges for development.

4. Continue providing cooperatives with techniques with privileged conditions. Import of
spare parts of provided equipment, preparation of mechanisms, technical service organization at the
cooperative base.

5. Organization of additional trainings on cooperative principles, meaning, advantages,
pasture management, accounting and other issues.
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6. Organization of advanced experience exchange, investigations and dissemination in foreign
developed countries for cooperative leaders, as well as invitation of foreign volunteer groups and their
involvement in cooperative's activities.

7. Facilitation of sales problems with the support of processing, storage and sale of
cooperative products, and through public procurement, if is possible, which will be a serious impetus
for the development of cooperatives. In this context there is also an activation of use of the
slaughterhouses, their further expansion and gradual rooting of this culture, which will also be an
important step towards improving food safety and quality.

8. Gradually reach to the significant increase in animal productivity through artificial
insemination of livestock and pedigree works, to the best use of fodder resources, creation of stable
fodder base, optimal feeding ration application, introduction of advanced animal behavior and care
methods in cooperatives as well as reach to the livestock productivity improvement, increase of rural
incomes and poverty reduction.

In the modern stage of cooperatives’ formation and establishment, perhaps it is advisable,
through the mass media, to inform all the residents of the republic, especially those who are involved
in agricultural production, to explain them the essence of cooperation and agrarian cooperation, their
opportunities, the need of their organization, as well as concrete ways of their effective activity.

An obligatory condition should be the active participation and support of the state in their
organization, especially in the current period of their formation.

An invaluable role in that period will play provision of certain privileged terms in which case
the obligatory condition should be the improvement of the indicators resulting from the economic
activity of the cooperative.

A larger place should be given to the development and implementation of specific, realizable
mechanisms and indicators for the cooperative organization, involved in these process the scientists
and individuals who have the necessary experience and knowledge.

After all, everything needs to be launched from the development, acceptance and publication
of the final version of the law “About Cooperatives in Agriculture”.

In order to improve the activity of cooperatives which already are formed and exist in our
republic (which generally have livestock orientation) and make them exemplary, it is necessary to
respond to the wishes and suggestions of the cooperative professionals and practitioners which are
periodically published in the press or informed by other means of mass media (they are not introduced
here due to their volume).

I am sure that the aforementioned and its implementation will significantly contribute to the
further development and efficiency of the agrarian sector of the republic at the present stage.
