European integration is still incomplete. A significant number of threats and dangers contribute to such a
development of events, exercising a negative impact on the national security system of our country.

The dynamics of the external environment is very unstable and difficult to predict, therefore,
overcoming uncertainty and completing the process of European integration for the economic security
of Ukraine today is a priority. That is why the study of the problems of ensuring the economic security
of the state is so relevant. An important basis in this is the awareness of its essence and significance,
which is extremely important in the context of world changes.

Literature review. Today, research of the economic security of the state are studied by a
significant number of leading scientists, in particular L. Abalkin, A. Arkhipov, E. Bukhvald, A. Bandurka,
B. Buzan, T. Vasiltsiv, A. Vlasyuk, V. Geyets, A. Gorodetsky, B. Grier, B. Gubsky, A. Gumeniuk,
M. Ermoshenko, T. lefymenko, Y. Zhalilo, Z.Zhivko, K. Kalmuk, G. Kozachenko, A.Korystin,
S. Lazurenko, A. Lyashenko, A. Lepikhov, H. Maull, K. Murdoch, I. Migus, V. Muntiyan, N. Nizhnik,

Paying tribute to the scientific and practical value of the research results of the aforementioned
scientists, it should be noted that in the scientific literature there is still no one general idea about the
essence of the economic security of the state and its main components.
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The main purpose of the study. The main objective of the study is to substantiate the essence
of the economic security of the state and its main components.

Results and Discussions. Economic security as an independent term began to separate from
the concept of “security” with the advent of a civilized state system. The first accurate descriptions of
this period, as well as bringing the importance of state support for this type of security are given in the
work of Plato "Polytea".

The concept of economic security in its usual form appeared in Western Europe at the end of the
Xl century and was interpreted as a state of absence of threats and dangers for the main social institutions
of the state. At the state level, the basic tenets of the modern understanding of the concept of "economic
security" were first adopted in the USA in 1947 during the admission of the "Act of National Security" [1].

In subsequent years, all civilized states in their own official documents outlined the main
features of ensuring their own economic security. From 1997 to 2010, a number of documents were
adopted in the world (the Paris Charter for a New Europe, the modernization of the Vienna Document
and others), which noted the concept of "economic security" at the international level.

Today, the concept of "economic security” can no longer exist solely within one country, due
to the intensification of globalization and democratization processes in the world.

As T. lefymenko [2, p.35] notes, sustainability from state-owned economies is under pressure
from comprehensive financialization and destabilization trends. Challenges to harmonize efforts to
eliminate contradictions in the norms and rules of countries that aim at the general tasks of inclusive
uplift and produce targeted leverage for their implementation, necessitate coordination of the
environmental impact of the factors of interest of economic agents at all levels.

The development of safety without having expanded the essence of economic security so
much, now it is considered at the mega-, macro-, meso- and micro-levels. Scientists have not yet
reached a consensus on the hierarchical ordering of levels of economic security.

So, for example, A. Lyashenko, B. Pleskach and V. Bantush [3] distinguish local, regional,
national, international and global economic security. The main problem of such a hierarchical
structure of economic security is the lack of detail for each level. In more detail, the level of economic
security is presented in the work of A. Chubukov and T. Voronkova [4, p. 5], which highlight: global
economic security; international economic security; national economic security; economic security of
the regions; economic security of the enterprise; economic security of the individual.

Based on the results of a generalizing analysis, we have formed our own vision of the
hierarchical structure of economic security (Fig. 1).

We agree with the statement of T. Ivanyuta and A. Zaichkovsky [5, p.5], that international security
is a set of international conditions for the coexistence of agreements and institutional structures, according
to which each country member of the world community should be provided with the possibility of free
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choice and implementation of its own strategies for economic and social development, while eliminating
external pressure and gaining full understanding, non-interference and mutual assistance from other states.

Regarding the economic security of the region, V. Geyets, N. Kizim, T. Klebanova and
O. Chernyak [6] consider the concept of “economic security of the region”, treating it as a relatively
independent system for regional governments.

In our opinion, the economic security of the region should be regarded as a state in which the
protection of the economic interests of each regional entity is ensured through the application of
appropriate mechanisms and institutions.

According to L. Goroshkova [7, p.115], “economic security of the industry” should be
understood as a system that is in a state of dynamic equilibrium with constant characteristics, as a
result of which corporate regulation of industries and the national economy as a whole is ensured,
which ultimately leads to increase the level of financial and economic security of the state.

The economic security of the industry should be such a state of a single industry in which safe
development conditions are achieved for each socio-economic system.

With regard to the economic security of the enterprise, the interpretation provided by L. Khudoley
[8] is accurate. He believes that the economic security of the enterprise is a state of protection of the vital
interests of the enterprise from real and possible sources of dangers or economic threats.

We agree that the economic security of the individual is considered by the authors [9] as a
state of human life, in which legal and economic protection of his interests is ensured, and basic
constitutional rights are respected.

Each level of economic security in a hierarchical structure is very important and closely
interacts with others, however, it is the economic security of the state that acts as a kind of
"transitional” level that combines international security and economic security of such micro levels as
regions, enterprises and individuals.

Today, there are a large number of views of scientists on the definition of "economic security
of the state” (Fig. 2).

According to A. Bandurka, V. Dukhov, K. Petrova, I. Chernyakov, this term should be understood as
the ability of the economic system to resist the negative influence of objective and subjective factors to
achieve the established macroeconomic development goals of post-industrial countries [15, p. 64].

A. Stepanenko and M. Gerasimov [16, p. 44], considering the concept of “economic security of the
state” as a state of the country's economy, ensures its external independence and internal stability. As the state
of the country's economy is protected from dangerous actions, which can be both a consequence of the
influence of various factors, and stochastic natural phenomena, this term is interpreted by G. Darnopykh [14].

In our opinion, the economic security of the state should be understood as such a state of the
national economy, in which it is possible to ensure a high level of protection of the interests of each
subjects from the negative impact of external and internal threats.

The economic security of the state is a condition that embodies a large number of structural
components, each of which, through effective management, allows you to achieve the desired level of security.

Today, there is no one list accepted by all of the components of the state’s economic security.
An extensive list of the components of the state’s economic security was presented by V. Muntiyan
[17, p.459]: foreign economic, raw material resources, energy, financial, military-economic,
technological, food, social, demographic, environmental and innovative-technological.
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As a result of our study, we have identified the main structural components of the economic

security of the state (Table 1).

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Today it is impossible to talk about effective public administration without creating a safe
development environment. It is the achievement of the state’s economic security that is capable to
create this kind of conditions, but for this it is necessary to fulfill a number of tasks. One of these tasks
is to achieve a high level of security in all its structural components (Fig. 3).

The economic security of the state is different from any other level of security, and therefore
requires a completely different approach to the provision process. The negative influence of the external
and internal environment, a large number of components and other levels of security, all this and much
more must be taken into account in the process of achieving the economic security of the state.

Today, there are a number of “critical” problems that substantially threaten the economic
security of Ukraine, in particular: high inflation; lack of competitiveness of domestic enterprises; weak
investment policy; high unemployment and corruption. All of these problems require immediate
government intervention to ensure economic security.

Conclusions. Perhaps the most important place in the main hierarchy of economic security is
precisely the security of the state, through effective public administration, it can help achieve a high level of
security at any other level. Today, each component of the economic security of the state has long gone
beyond a close scientific framework, and is independently attracting the attention of leading non-profit
providers around the world. Therefore, the issues of ensuring the economic security of the state are gaining
an even broader nature and therefore require further attention to the search for new methods to achieve a
high level of this type of security, taking into account the significance of each of its components.

Introduction. Regional statistics, including regional GDP, play an important role in the
development and implementation of regional policy.

Regional Gross Domestic Product (regional GDP) is the gross value expressed in the market
prices of final goods and services produced in a region's economy over a period of time.

Regional GDP information is available in Georgia from December 25, 2018. Until that time, only the
region’s value added was calculated. There was no disruption of taxes and subsidies in the regional context.

The conceptual basis for calculating regional GDP is the methodological guidance of SNA
2008, ESA 2010 and Eurostat 2013 Regional Accounts Manual.

Paragraphs 18.45-18.54 of SNA 2008 and points 13.01-13.55 of ESA 2010 refer to regional
accounts.

There are three internationally recognized methods of regionalization for calculating regional GDP:

1. Bottom-up method;

2. Top-down methods;

3. Mixed methods.

Bottom-up method involves collecting data directly from local KAUs or households and then
aggregating them.

The pseudo-bottom-up method is used when we do not have data directly from local KAUs or
households. Evaluation of data on local units comes from enterprises.

Bottom-up method involves collecting data directly from local KAUs or households and then
aggregating them.

Top-down methods imply the existence of data at a higher level than the local unit (eg country
level) and subsequently distribute this data to regions in proportion to the (related) indicators close to
this indicator. For example, wages may be proportional to the regional distribution of employment.

Mixed methods imply mixed use of ascending and descending methods.

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The choice of method depends on statistical information sources.

There mainly used a top down method in the case of Georgia. The regional value added is
estimated in proportion to the turnover, output, value added, as well as regional distribution of employment.

Taxes and subsidies are distributed by region in proportion to the current regional distribution
of value added.

The calculation of regional GDP is based on the administrative-territorial arrangement of the
country. Indicators are limited to regions only; Information is not available at the municipal level. The
calculations till now were based on SNA 1993. The paper is attempt to move to SNA 2008.

The regional GDP calculation methodology is similar to the country's GDP calculation
methodology. From the production, expenditure and revenue methods in Georgia only the production
method is used, according to which regional GDP = total value added by economic activities + net
taxes (taxes - subsidies) on production and imports. Value added is taken as the difference between
total output and intermediate consumption.

Research results. These are first attempt for calculating regional GDP due to the turn to SNA
2008 and to other changes. These are preliminary estimates that are subject to further clarification. The
top down method was used in almost all branches of economy except agriculture. There is information
on each type of product in agriculture at the regional level, both in the crop production and in the
livestock sector. Other activities were mainly distributed in proportion to the regional distribution of
employment. Also in proportion to business output.

The table below shows the results of calculation of Regional GDP of Georgia in 2017 and 2018.

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The sectoral structure of GDP in the region is important. Specifically which activities make up

the largest share. The fields are based on the National Classification of Economic Activities of
Georgia (NACE Rev.2) at the level of section.

The chart below illustrates the sectoral structure of regional GDP.

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The largest component of the regional GDP - Thilisi's highest sectoral share in 2017 and 2018
comes from real estate activities, trade, manufacturing, Financial and insurance activities, Public
administration and defence, construction, transportation and storage; The main sectors of Imereti are: trade,
manufacturing, agriculture, construction, public administration, real estate; Adjara Region — Real estate,
trade, construction; For Kakheti - Agriculture (about a third of the region), trade, manufacturing.

In 2018, the largest share of Thilisi GDP was in real estate activity (19.3%). Then it would be
followed by trade (13.9%), manufacturing (9.1%), Financial and insurance activities (8.4%), Public
administration and defence (6.9 %), construction (6.5%). For Imereti region the share of activities in the
total GDP are as follows: trade (14.5%), manufacturing (10.6%), agriculture (8.4%), construction (7.9%),
public administration (7.8%), real estate (6.5%). Adjara Region — Real estate (22.3%), trade (12.9%),
construction (9.5%); For Kakheti - Agriculture (27.6%), trade (12.2%), manufacturing (11.8%).

The following steps will be taken to improve the regional GDP calculation methods:

» Calculate regional GDP at constant prices.

(3.1 %), Mtskheta-Mtianeti (2.3 %), Guria (3.0 %). The smallest share - 0.8% comes from Racha-
Lechkhumi and Kvemo Svaneti.

Then it will be
followed by Adjara (5514.3 USD). Their rate is significantly higher than the national rate (4722.0 USD).

These regional data should serve as the basis for regional policy.
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At present, a new paradigm of world economic development is emerging through the use of
innovation. Uzbekistan cannot deny these processes and needs to ensure the intensification of
innovative processes in all sectors of the economy, including agriculture. These issues were also
highlighted in the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated February 7, 2017, No.
P-4947 "On the Strategy of Action for the Further Development of the Republic of Uzbekistan".

The transition to an innovative way of economic development depends not only on the
problems accumulated in the agricultural sector of the Uzbek economy, but also on the need to address
the major challenges facing the sector. In modern conditions innovative activity is the main factor of
agricultural development. The maximum use of this factor is the only way to ensure the sustainable
development of the agricultural sector in the country. In the context of accelerated socio-economic
transformations and globalization of the global economy, our country should, in the short term,
accelerate the transition to innovative path of agricultural development, to revive this strategically
important sector of the economy on a qualitatively new technological basis. Otherwise, the agricultural
sector lags behind in development and cannot sustain itself.

Until now agricultural development has been and remains one of the most important priorities.
After all, the efficiency of agricultural production, ensuring economic and food security of the
country, improving the well-being of the rural population and the population of the country are
inseparably linked with the constant improvement of the fertility and quality of our land.

Today, Uzbekistan has all the necessary socio-economic bases for deepening the innovation
process and strengthening the innovation base. However, there are problems with the way of
innovative development of the agrarian sector, or in other words, the implementation of innovative
projects in one or even several farms, because: firstly, farms and agro-processing entities are currently
ordering research and research. insufficient participation in financing; Secondly, the economic entity
cannot independently carry out research and development of advanced innovation technologies;
thirdly, lack of knowledge of agricultural producers and processors for the use of new technologies
and new varieties, they need to use the services of scientists and specialists, and farmers face some
difficulties in the processing and sale of products; Fourthly, the insufficiency of the developers'
demand for innovation development by scientists of higher education and research institutions is not
well established; Fifth, irresponsibility of some agricultural producers.

In the context of the ongoing socio-economic changes and inter-country integration in the
country, it is necessary to move the agricultural sector and rural areas, including rural infrastructure, to
a new path of innovative development. This path will help to raise the status of the village on the basis
of modern technology.

The transition to innovative development of Uzbekistan's economy has been considered as a
priority. It is estimated that the innovation in the agrarian sector of Uzbekistan is 1-2% of the GDP and
less than 50-60% in the rural infrastructure.[10]

The use of state-of-the-art technology and technology in production gives the following
opportunities [12]: the production of competitive, world-class products; Expansion of financial capabilities
of the enterprise due to the significant reduction in the cost of production and expansion of opportunities;
savings of raw materials and resources; reduction of negative impact on environment, etc. If these
techniques and technologies are innovative, that is, they are based on previously unused applications and
ideas, then their economic and social significance is even greater. The introduction of innovative
technologies into production allows to achieve higher efficiency than the technologies used in this field.

Increasing the economic efficiency of agricultural production requires rational use of agricultural
production, wide use of scientific and technological progress, introduction of new highly efficient machines
and equipment, new methods of agricultural and zootechnical methods, organization of labor and
production. He does. In order to select and implement the most effective methods and techniques, it is
necessary to check them in advance, to assess their organizational and economic value. In agricultural
enterprises, this assessment is based on the performance criteria of the national economy, that is, the
increase in labor productivity, and the increase in labor productivity is reflected in the increase in
production and national income. This is achieved by increasing the production volume and improving the
quality of products in each agricultural enterprise, reducing the cost of live and productive labor per unit of
production, and increasing the net income. The following basic indicators are used to determine the
economic efficiency of new methods and methods of production in agricultural enterprises [13]: the
amount of high quality products per one hectare and per head; labor productivity; product cost; net profit
and profitability; capital investments and their compensation. These indicators are closely related and
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mutually reinforcing. The higher the quantity, the better the quality, the higher the productivity, the lower
the cost, the higher the profit and the higher the profitability, the less capital is required and the faster the
cost, the higher the cost-effectiveness of new methods and techniques. .

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Introduction. Currently, in the context of building a civil society, the issue related to the formation,
use and promotion of the image of a political leader in modern society is gaining the greatest relevance.

It is this fact that determines the need to comprehend the basic approaches to the definition of
the phenomenon of “image”.

So, in the newest dictionary of foreign words and expressions, the image is understood as: 1) a set of
representations of others about a given person, his psychological portrait visible from the side, coupled with
appearance and manners; 2) a purposefully formed image of a person, phenomenon or object, designed to
have an emotional and psychological impact on someone in order to popularize, advertise, etc. [1, p. 330]

It is worth noting that the originally studied definition was taken from the conceptual
apparatus of psychological science. Therefore, it is advisable to start the study by considering the
psychological approach to determining the image of a leader. General psychology identifies the
phenomenon studied by us with the related concept of “image”.

Image is not only a stereotype, it is also a certain psychological attitude, a call to action.
Possessing a powerful motivating potential, an “image” (or image) is capable of setting a vector of
human behavior within a certain framework. Indeed, like any installation, it performs the function of
directing, distorting, or blocking human behavior. [2, p. 71-73]

According to the sociological approach, the image (or image) is also a material construct, and not
just a mental image in the human mind or a set of typical types (methods) of the life of an individual, social
group. This means that the image or its components may well be materially expressed. [3, p. 56]
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As noted earlier, the problem of creating and promoting an ideal image and introducing it into
the mass consciousness has become of paramount importance with the strengthening of democratic
institutions in Russia and the main task of political leaders is to be able to maintain their
competitiveness in constantly changing political conditions.

Therefore, how a politician is perceived by the public consciousness is of great importance. It is the
above condition that determines the need for the politician to create his own image, which includes a set of
such personal and professional qualities that could arouse the confidence of the masses.

In order to earn recognition and ensure the victory of a political leader in elections, as well as
to stay in power, a political leader needs to create an attractive reputation and public opinion. He must
convince voters that their opinion is above the privileges that it affords him to belong to the powerful
elite. [4, p.146-152]

Since in modern society in the communicative environment the personality factor dominates,
the problem of choosing a political leader is solved by the majority of the electorate under the
influence of the impression of their image in the media. The image of a politician in the media
includes a complex combination of qualities and characteristics formed on the basis of stereotypes of
mass consciousness, as well as under the direct influence of informational, analytical television and
radio programs, print articles and political advertising. Thus, media entities are actively involved in
shaping the image of the politician’s image and reputation. [5, p.45]

The image created by a politician can, as a rule, be not so much the result of his own efforts,
but the result of the efforts of his competitors. We can say that the image is a set of conflicting
components that consist of a “positive” image created by a politician and a team of his supporters,
everyday reality and a “negative” image created by competitors.

Often the image formed in the public mind of the media does not always correspond to the real
qualities of a political leader. Moreover, supporters and opponents of a political leader differently
prioritize his characteristics. Political images created by PR-specialists with the aim of discrediting
this or that leader are endowed with excessive expression and emotional color. The most vulnerable
qualities of a leader are actively criticized, while the least attractive are publicized. Words, gestures,
actions, decisions, choice of friends, affection - everything becomes available to the public "search".

Various influential circles, “staff” persons make peculiar political bets on the leader and strive
to form, in their opinion, the most competitive image. At the same time, the basis of the image is the
real qualities and characteristics of a political leader. It is simply impossible to give a leader a set of
traits and characteristics to which he does not respond.

Today, the role of the media has grown so much that real actions and events become
meaningful only when they are presented in the media. According to G. Pocheptsov, “the modern
world is subject to the following rule: a real event is only significant when the media told about it to
the general public” 9]. If a politician falls out of sight of the press, the media ceases to cover his
activities, he runs the risk of being quickly forgotten by voters. The development of the media and,
above all, television, for example, led to the emergence of the possibility of almost instantly, by the
standards of political communication, “promotion” of a new leader, which was simply technically
impossible at the beginning of the century. New political leaders can emerge from nowhere and,
thanks to the media, become national heroes. “Media candidates” include, for example, political
leaders of the highest level, such as J. Carter, B. Clinton, and V. Putin.

There is a special type of leadership that the American psychologist W. Stone defined as
“distant leadership” [8]. It is understood that the “leader-follower” interaction is carried out indirectly
through various mass media. At the same time, such an intermediate element appears as the image of a
political leader. It is the latter that performs leadership functions and inspires people to heroism,
creation, destruction, etc. In this case, the leadership function is performed not by a real person, but by
the image of a leader, leader. Those. a citizen is faced not with the event itself, but with its coverage in
the media. And the image is the unit of this symbolic world.

For the image, symbolic constructs, a verbal, communicative representation of the event are
essential. The mechanism of image formation through the media is widely used in the election
campaign. An external role picture is created that allows the media to reproduce in the mind an image
that, to one degree or another, differs from the real person. However, what matters is not what the
candidate offers, but what the audience perceives, reacting to the image, and not to the person. The
impression of the audience on the image depends more on the media than on the candidate himself.
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Research results. The central problem of the topic is the correlation in the image of real
qualities and those that endow it with the media, PR-specialists. [5, pp. 102-109]

It is the reflection of the real merits of the leader, the successful presentation of these qualities
and the adjustment of few attractive features that is the main task of image formation. That is why the
image is not always the case - this is an artificially created product designed to attract the largest
number of supporters. A vivid example is the emergence of well-known political leaders who already
have a vivid image that was only completed in the course of the political struggle with those
characteristics that give the leader additional, attractive features. [6, p. 35]

The image of a politician, as a constructed image, can possess practically any characteristics
corresponding to the desires of the masses. The audience can have a very distant direct idea of the real
activities of the leader, and form their idea of him mainly from the stories about the leader, specially prepared
with the help of PR specialists, media messages in order to influence the recipient of this information.

Such a situation opens up good opportunities for the formation of precisely the desired image of a
political leader. However, we note that a successfully formed image does not guarantee subsequent support
from society. The leader will have to take action and demonstrate his true capabilities.

An important component in creating an image is the position taken by the media in relation to
a particular political figure. And this is exactly the position that a regular audience expects from
"their" media. When choosing media of a certain social orientation, the audience is already ready to
agree with the proposed point of view about the political leader. [7, p. 73]

It is the authority of the media that can have a significant impact on the credibility of a particular
information. In the context of the implementation of the institutions of a democratic society, even a
recognized leader at a certain stage has difficulties with covering his activities in the media, whose political
orientation does not fully coincide with his view on how to solve the problems facing society.

In these conditions, it is important that the image created by PR-specialists should have a certain
ability to change, if required by the current socio-political situation. The image must be directedly formed,
refined or redone by modifying the activities, actions and statements of the social subject.

Thus, the image is a reflection of real personal qualities, beliefs, practical experience, professional
competence of a political leader, and its formation requires serious, thoughtful work with the media.

In 1963, B. Cohen formulated the classic definition of such an effect of mass communication as
“setting agenda items”. This effect has become the subject of modern research. Its essence lies in the fact that
“the press cannot make people think in a certain way, but it can tell its readers what to think about” [11].

e Frank lies. This method consists in combining the actual occurring believable, the real
occurring implausible and the invented believable facts. As soon as the audience’s doubts about the
facts of the second category are debunked, she will not hesitate to believe the facts of the third
category. In addition, it should be borne in mind that facts can be created in the most literal sense. The
American researcher D. Burstin in the book “Image: A catalog of pseudo-events in America”
introduced the concept of “pseudo-event”, which occurs not by itself, but because someone planned,
rigged, or provoked it in order to switch public opinion.

o Repeat information. If you repeat the message with sufficient frequency, it will eventually be
accepted by the audience and strengthened in the mass consciousness. A variant of the “repetition”
technique is the use of slogans and keywords such as “Equal rights for all”, “People and the party are one,”
etc. Such phrases, often meaningless, play a large role in politics and advertising. Especially often the
media use repetitions in news reports, where in each subsequent issue the most significant information -
whether it is a report (television) or a text message (radio) - is repeated without any corrections or changes.
Using this technique, the method of creating political myths is built, the essence of which is reduced to the
systematic, methodical repetition of extremely simplified slogans and assessments. A method well known
to many leaders and social psychologists. Gustave Lebon considered: “The statement, the shorter it is, the
more it is devoid of any evidence, the more it influences the crowd” [10].

e Statement. The peculiarity of this technique is that the media often prefer to dispute bare
statements in support of their thesis, thereby limiting the pluralism of opinions and presenting only one
side of the coin that is most advantageous to them.

¢ Indication of the enemy. The message is put forward not only for something, but also
against some real or imaginary enemy (“The blame for the AOD!”). Here you can use two methods:
the method of "throwing mud" and the method of "ridicule™ and “cloning a competitor."
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The method of “throwing mud” consists in the selection of such epithets and such terminology
that give the subject of conversation a strictly negative ethical assessment. This method is ranked
among the most crude, however, it is most often used in the current political struggle.

“Mockery” seems to be the most interesting for study and often used in the media by the method of
information-psychological impact on the mass consciousness. The essence of this method is to ridicule both
specific individuals and the views, ideas, programs of various organizations and associations. The effect of
this technique is based on the fact that when ridiculing individual statements and elements of a person’s
behavior, a playful and frivolous attitude is initiated towards him, which later extends to his other
statements and views. This ultimately leads to the consolidation of the image of a “frivolous and
incompetent person” whose proposals and ideas do not deserve attention.

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Introduction. What is culture? Culture is that which shapes us; it shapes our identity and
influences our behavior. Culture is our “way of being,” more specifically, it refers to the shared
language, beliefs, values, norms, behaviors, and material objects that are passed down from one
generation to the next.’

The values, beliefs, attitudes, languages, symbols, rituals, behaviors and customs unique to a
particular group of people and that are down from generation to generation. Often defined as a set of
rules, because each culture provides a “blueprint” for its standard of living. Many things influence that
uniqueness. For example, Occupation, Religious beliefs, Education, Life experiences, Geographical
location, Physical characteristics, Family life, Social Environment.

What is cultural diversity?

The phrase 'Cultural Diversity' means a range of different societies or peoples with different
origins, religions and traditions all living and interacting together. The food we eat, the music we
listen to, and the clothes we wear have all been influenced by different cultures coming into one
country. Even the language that we speak. Diversity is about learning from others who are not the
same, about dignity and respect for all, and about creating environments that encourage learning from
others. Diversity makes a rich tapestry, and we must understand that all the threads of the tapestry are
equal in value no matter what color.

Climate, resource, national and spiritual values are different between Azerbaijan and Poland.
Another factor that is different between the two countries is the cultural diversity. Cultural diversity
has different effects on different areas. As a business guide, I will explain that a Polish businessman
should go through a paperwork business to build a business in Azerbaijan and he/she need to pay
attention to several business labels in these processes.

L R. Schaefer Sociology: A brief introduction (New York, NY: McGraw-Hill, 2006)
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Firstly, I would like to inform you that a non-Azerbaijani citizen has the right to establish
business in Azerbaijan or not.

It became clear that a company limited by the charter capital of a limited liability company
established by one or more persons (physical and / or legal entity) in accordance with Article 87.6 of
the Civil Code, Article 24.2 of this Code, all citizens of the Republic of Azerbaijan, foreigners and
stateless persons permanently residing or temporarily staying in the territory of the Republic of
Azerbaijan shall be regarded as physical persons.t

Thus, the foreign citizen's business activity does not restrict the legislation.

A foreign citizen who wants to build a business should be very careful. Be familiar with each
form, make comparative analysis, and choose the most appropriate organizational-legal form for your
business. We will consider important information and tips for this purpose. Entrepreneurship can be
engaged in two forms:

1) By establishing a legal entity

2) Without the creation of a legal entity.

According to the Civil Code of the Republic of Azerbaijan, legal entities must undergo state
registration in the manner prescribed by law, they have a separate property in their possession and are
responsible for their obligations to the company. Individual entrepreneurship is a type of entrepreneurial
activity created by individuals to generate income without creating a legal entity. In such activities, these
individuals rely on their property, take risks and liabilities, and bear responsibility for all their personal
property obligations.? There are two forms of commercial legal entities (legal entities that divide and
generate revenues for profit) are commercial legal entities, such as economic societies and business
partnerships. These, in turn, are divided into several places. Thus, economic partnerships can be created in
the form of full partnerships and partnerships, while economic societies can be established in the form of a
limited liability society, an additional liability company and joint-stock company. Joint-stock companies, in
turn, are divided into open joint-stock companies and closed joint-stock companies. However, those who
are engaged in macroeconomic fields are more interested in creating partnerships and joint stock
companies. Give a very brief explanation of each form.

Entrepreneurship partnerships and societies

Full partnership. According to Article 69 of the Milli Mejlis of the Republic of Azerbaijan, the
partnership is considered to be a full partnership when its participants are engaged in entrepreneurial
activity on behalf of the partnership in accordance with the charter and are responsible for their
partnerships with their personal property.

Kommandit partnership. It's a partnership that has both full partners, and there's a risky
livestock that has the risk of being swallowed by the amount of livestock that it's doing. However,
those lean sheep do not engage in entrepreneurial activity on behalf of the partnership.

A limited liability company. The legal form of the legal entity in which entrepreneurs deal with
most of them is limited liability society. A society, which is established by one or more persons, is
divided into shares in the amount determined by the charter capital of which the charter capital is
considered limited liability society. The supremacy of Limited Liability Companies is that its
participants are not liable for the obligations of the public on their property and are exposed to the value
of the livestock just for the damage caused by the activity of the public. For example, “if a person named
"A" is a participant of the Limited Liability Company "XXXX" and the charged asset is 50 AZN in case
of Damage to the Limited Liability Company, "A" will bear the risk of only AZN 50, in other words the
amount to be lost Will not be more than 50 AZN. There will be no direct investment in this property. The
Company is not liable for its obligations to third parties. If the charter of the company does not stipulate
the charter capital for a certain period of time (maximum 3 months), then the charter capital of the
company shall be paid before state registration. Each Limited Participant has the right to receive profit in
accordance with the May Charter capital. For example, the charter capital of "XXXX" LLC is 200 AZN
and has 3 participants. "A" 50 AZN, "B" 100 AZN, "C" 50 AZN. As a result, net profit of AZN 1,000
will be obtained, which will be AZN 500 for AZN 1000, AZN 250 for "A" and AZN 250 for "C". A
participant in a limited liability company may sell or otherwise share a part of the company's charter
capital to one or more participants in that society or otherwise discriminate.”

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An additional liability society. From the beginning, let's note, that in a very small case, the
additional responsible society is appealed. It is also established as a Limited Liability Company, but
such members of the society, together with their property, are liable for more than one equivalent of
their own assets, together with their property identifiable by the company's charter. For example, “B,
C and D are "XXXXX" participants. "B" has a share of 100 AZN, "C" is 50 AZN, "D" has a share
capital of 60 AZN and the charter indicates that all participants are responsible for their property in the
amount of 3 times the value of the Mayan land. In this case "B" is additionally responsible for their
property with 300 AZN, "C" 150 AZN and "D" at 180 AZN.™*

Joint Stock Company. As mentioned above, stock societies are created when dealing with
larger business activities. The charter capital of the joint stock companies is divided into a certain
number of shares. Stock is one of the types of securities. Only stock companies have the right to make
stocks. Because it is not suitable for microbusinesses, it's just a short story about stock society.

An open joint-stock company is aware that shareholders of the stock-joint-stock company can
disclose their shares without the consent of other shareholders (sell, donate, etc.). Such a joint stock
company may make an open subscription to its shares and exercise its free sale. The Open Joint Stock
Company is obliged to annually publish its annual report and accounting balance sheet for all.

Closed Joint Stock Company is a joint-stock company whose shares are distributed only among
its founders or within other entities that have been fixed in advance. Such a public can not make an open
subscription to the shares he has left, nor can he offer them in any other way to get them.

Can a company incorporate some of the legal forms in the organization?

First of all, it should be noted that, above all, it is clear that specific requirements have been set for
each of the legal forms. Legal entities may be merged, reorganized, reorganized, reorganized and divisible.
It becomes the full name of each company, and its corporate form will be displayed. The combination of
several forms at the same time, so it is not possible for companies to periodically inspect by government
agencies, even requiring mandatory audits for some forms. Financial statements of companies during such
inspections, etc. checked. Any discrepancies that may arise during these checks can have serious
consequences for the company. This stage is the final step to turning your business idea into real business.
To plan your future business better, you need to collect missing information and complete your business
plan again. It was important to keep in mind that important issues were not overlooked. Then it is necessary
to attract funds through the business plan, apply to different financial institutions, funds and investors. You
need the initial capital to start your business. If you really decided to start this business, and if everything
goes as planned, then you need to be ready for a new lifestyle, register your enterprise, register your first
business day and plan your work for a successful start.

Establishment of legal entities ends with their state registration. For this purpose, certain
requirements in the legislation are envisaged. Thus, according to the “Law of the Republic of
Azerbaijan "On state registration and registration of legal entities”, the state registration of the
organization seeking to obtain the status of a legal entity must be filed with the tax authorities of the
Republic of Azerbaijan.”> The application is signed by the founder or by his / her authorized
representative and certified by a notary. The application shall indicate the following: - if the founder is
a natural person - his name, surname, patronymic, place of residence, the identification document
number and date of issue; - When signing the application by an authorized person, as well as his name,
surname, patronymic, place of residence, the number and date of issuing the identity document, and
information on the power of attorney. - and other information in the form of application approved by
the Ministry of Taxes. The application shall be accompanied by the following documents: - constituent
documents - the charter approved by the founder or the authorized representative of the entity wishing
to obtain the status of a legal entity, the decision on the establishment, approval of its charter and
formation of governing bodies; document on payment of state duty; - if the founder is a natural person
- a copy of his / her identity document; - a copy of the identity document, if the legitimate
representative is designated, is submitted along with the copy of the application. The original of the
application is kept in the Ministry of Taxes, and the copy is returned to the applicant. There is an
electronic state registration service of a limited liability company with local investment. To do this, fill
out an application form placed on the Electronic Information Site of the Ministry of Taxes. The state
registration certificate is issued by the Ministry of Taxes - a document certifying its state registration -
certificate of state registration. The legal entity's certificate of state registration and extract from the

state registry are the basis for the individualization of the legal entity, its branch and representation. If
you want to deal with entrepreneurial activity without creating a legal entity then there is no need to
deal with the above documents. With the original of your ID, you apply to the tax office of your place
of permanent residence, fill in the application form, and you will be issued a certificate of
entrepreneurship registration within 2 days. This way you can start your activity. Tax accounting for
individuals can also be made electronically. You need to get an electronic signature or an easy
signature. “Registration of taxpayers and legal entities is also carried out at ASAN Service Centers.™

Get started and plan your work

Plan your first production or sales day right away when you register your business. This is
very important for you and your first customers. Keep in mind that your business starts on that day and
this remarkable day is your first impression of your business for your first customers. Plan the
necessary work for the first days so that this impression is good.

General tips. The concept of entrepreneurial activity is also understood by the fact that the goal is
to earn a living. The revenues of the company arise from the sale of goods, works and services, and
naturally, contracts are formed. The contract is an expression of the independent will of the parties and
regulates the relations with the subject. “Although the basic structure of the contracts is reflected in the
Civil Code, the provisions governing all risks and relationships that may arise from the parties' consent can
be specified. In our country, usually one of the parties prepares, sends it to the other party, and is signed in
the form in which the contract is often presented to companies that are not lawyers. True, contracts in small
businesses are made in the simplest form and reflect the basic requirements of the Civil Code.”? But this is
not always safe. Agreements offered by the other party, regardless of the goods sold, the work done or the
services rendered, must be carefully evaluated. The main focus should be on the rights and obligations of
the parties, the terms and conditions for the payment of the contract, the responsibilities of the parties, the
quality of the purchased goods, the works done and the services rendered, and the quality assurance issues.
The parties should agree on cases that are unclear or generally unacceptable, and should reflect those cases
in the contract. In addition, legal issues should be investigated to assess and identify the future prospects of
the company, consult with experts, seek advice from experts and their opinions should be taken into
account, employees' activities should be monitored, regular service reports should be provided. There is a
requirement for mandatory audit by the Law for Limited Liability Company. Using the services of Audit, it
is possible to clarify the current situation in the financial, tax, accounting field, risks and future prospects of
the company. One of the key points to be taken into account when implementing entrepreneurial activity by
means of individual entrepreneurship or limited liability company is to carry out cash settlement through
cash registers. Otherwise serious financial commitments may arise. The sale of cash registers is carried out
by legal entities. “Citizens can obtain cash registers at any of the legal entities operating in this area. He
must then register it with the tax authority. For this purpose, a foreign citizen should apply to the tax
authorities at the place of his / her application with the application approved by the Ministry of Taxes. The
tax authority shall check the information provided by the foreign citizen no later than 5 days from the date
of submission of the application and register the cash registers.”® If it applies, the citizen will issue a
registration sheet approved by the Ministry of Taxes on registration of cash registers. Control may also
register online cash registers online. Legal entities and individual entrepreneurs, except for the following
types of activities, should carry out cash settlement through cash registers. It should be noted that, below,
we have just mentioned the types of entrepreneurial activities that can be initiated with little funds, so the
list of tax legislation is much wider:

1. Sales of lottery tickets, operator of sports betting and activities carried out by the vendor

2. Passenger and freight (rail, air, water and automobile transport) (humber of seats is 6 a
taxometer should be applied in accordance with the minimum legislation except for taxis)

3. Agricultural products in markets, fairs and mobile sales

4. Bottles and wastewater treatment stations activities

5. Communication service (excluding internet clubs activities)

6. Advertising service

7. Lease of living and non-residential premises

8. Hotel, motel, camping and dormitory services

9. Elevator and security service

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10. Sanitation and sanitation services

11. Physical training and sports

12. Educational activities and education of educational institutions activities of courses

13. Activities of car stops

14. Chemical cleaning and dyeing of clothes, washing

15. Ceremonial services in stationary places related rent

16. Retail sales of shelves, cars and trailers at mobile, market and other public places of
commerce activity etc.

17. Maintenance and repair of furniture, photography, audio and video equipment, repair and
personal construction of footwear, clothes, knitted and crocheted goods, watches, TV sets, refrigerators and
other household appliances, transport vehicles technical and other services, hairdresser's service, repair and
design of jewelery and metalworking, handling and painting workshops and repair points.

What to Look for When Building a Business in Azerbaijan

Azerbaijan can be considered a western country, because business uniforms are usually formal.

The working hours and the opening hours of the stores are normally at 6am on weekdays at 10am.*

Rank is of great importance in Azerbaijan's business culture and business deals are executed
by companies and organizations. First of all, unofficial conversations open up contacts in business
meetings. These meetings may last for hours until everything is fully evaluated and communicated to
the Board of Directors before the final decision is taken.

It is not welcome to speak about local politics during business meetings in Azerbaijan.

The national currency of Azerbaijan is manat. Value added tax is 20% and import and export
duties vary by type of commodity.>

There are equal rights between women and men in business, and at the same time you can do
that, as in other countries, men are the main tasks.

Corporate gifts are welcomed and are usually not opened in front of the person giving the gift.
It refuses to present beverage products as a gift in national culture and traditions.

Here are five business etiquettes to know in Azerbaijan:

Communication

Azerbaijan is the official language in the country. Lezgi, Russian and Armenians, as well as in
Russia and Armenia, are three of the other dialects spoken in the nation - Russian and Armenian
Orthodox, and Azerbaijanis who are Muslim-dominated. Residents speak directly and order in their
conversations.® Precision is appreciated, but it is also important to save face during conversation. In
addition, sometimes it is sometimes best to be inevitable when putting personal ideas on disputed
topics. Keeping eye contact is a general rule when maintained by others. The length of a scroll would
be cautious when talking to colleagues, acquaintances and friends.

“- Although direct communication is seen as a positive in Azerbaijan, one also has to be
careful to employ such directness.

- Information should always be presented in a way that is diplomatic and sensitive so as not to
cause loss of face.

- The level of directness you can use is dictated by who you are speaking with. If it is a new,
formal or important relationship diplomacy is critical.

- If the relationship is well developed and a level of openness has been established a little
more honesty is fine.”

Dress Code.

Businessmen wear formal costumes: men will wear dark suits and gowns, and women will
wear stylish conservative suits (long skirts or trousers) - women should avoid expensive accessories,
sleeveless bracelets and upper upholstery. Casual business is accepted in some areas.

Greetings.

Another important thing to is to always shake with your right hand. It’s considered taboo for
religious men to touch religious women. Handshakes are the standard greeting. In addition, when men
and women meet for the first time it’s best to allow the lady to offer to shake hands first.

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The common method to address someone is to say their first names followed by their title
(muellim/a for teachers or hekim for doctor). There are no official customs for giving and getting
business cards. Business cards should always be handed or accepted with your right hand.

“- There is no formal ritual surrounding exchange of cards.

- It is a good idea to take plenty with you as it still forms the basic means of keeping contact
details as opposed to electronic means.

- Give and receive cards with your right hand.

Punctuality.

The matter of time is important to most people. There are different social and business values.
Socializing and personal relationships are far more essential to their lifestyles.

Business Meetings.

To arrange a meeting an introductory letter is needed outlining your company, history and the
purpose of your visit, in Azerbaijan. It is good to have such accordance translated in Azeri to ensure
they understand. It also makes you stand out.

“-There is a certain amount of protocol one has to follow in meetings as Azerbaijanis are quite
sensitive to status, title, who sits down first, enters the room first, etc. It is best to follow the lead.

- Politeness is important and is all part of the relationship building process.

- Discussions will often start slowly over tea and the topics of discussion may be completely
irrelevant. However, this is the make or break part of your relationship - if you can not strike up a
rapport the chances of doing business together are slim.

- Always maintain eye contact while speaking since Azerbaijanis take this as a sign of
sincerity. If someone does not look them in the eye while speaking, they think the person has
something to hide.

- Decisions are reached slowly.

- Never appear impatient or attempt to rush an Azeri to make a decision.

- Expect a great deal of bargaining and haggling. - Azeris are are tough negotiators.”

The objective of this research paper was to determine how cultural differences
influence the business. Doing business around the world is a common practice these days. When we
break the technological barriers and accelerate the formation of a global economy, we face the
challenges of cultural diversity among the countries. Today's business environment has become more
dynamic, more competitive and increasingly complex, and we have a new game.
